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1 Meetings since T3 #16

There had been 2 ad-hoc meetings on USAT Interpreter since the T3 #16 meeting in Seoul:

· USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #21 held 29-30 November 2000 in Boston (USA) hosted by Mobile-Mind,

· USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #22 held 13-14 December 2000 in Madrid (Spain) hosted by Microelectronica Espanola,

· a short ad-hoc meeting parallel to T3 #17 in order to synchronise on the documents again

Unfortunately, another scheduled meeting in January 2001 had to be cancelled due to organisational reasons.

The meeting report for the Boston meeting can be found in document T3z00350, the meeting report for the Madrid meeting can be found in document T3z00355.

2 Status on Documents

It was proposed to split the USAT Interpreter specifications into 3 stages:

Stage 1 describing the system requirements. The current USAT Interpreter Stage 1 TS 22.112 can be found in document T3-010037 and will be presented to the T #11 meeting in March for approval.

Stage 2 describing the system architecture. A proposal was drafted by Gemplus and has to be discussed and enhanced in the ad-hoc group. The proposal can be found in document T3-010030. The enhanced document will be presented at T3 #18 and will be presented to the T #11 meeting in March for information.

Stage 3 describing the USAT Interpreter byte codes. The current document can be found in T3-010076. It will be further checked and enhanced in the ad-hoc group. The enhanced document will be presented at T3 #18 and will be presented to the T #11 meeting in March for information.

Discussions came up concerning an example of coding a mark-up language to verify the USAT Interpreter  system design.

It seems to be essential to provide at least one working example. 

Questions:

· Who determines which features of a selected mark-up language are to be supported by the USAT Interpreter system?

· How to access features within the byte code which are not supported by the mark-up language by default?

· How to standardise the usage of a selected mark-up language?

3 Open Issues from T3 #16 in Seoul

3.1 Questions raised during T3 #16

During the discussion in Seoul on the USAT Interpreter issue the following questions were raised to be answered by the ad-hoc group:

Is it possible to specify a "core" document, which could then be used as a basis for future enhancements? Which items need to be further discussed?
The ad-hoc group agreed to provide the Stage 2 and Stage 3 documents for information to T #11 in March after enhancing the documents until T3 #18.

All companies agreed, that coming to an agreement would be easier, if we would have more time to generate the specifications. In that case, we could concentrate more on the future aspects and requirements before issuing any specifications.

The following issues are to be discussed within the Stage 2 and Stage 3  document until T3 #18:

· Event Driven Services into the Stage 3 document

· Specify the commonly available and regular used commands as separate optimised byte codes (both from a bandwidth and security point of view)

· Configuration and security issues on the generic SAT command (i.e. access restrictions on specific functionality).

· Transmission protocols

· Operational layer protocols

· Usability of the functionality with a mark-up language

· End-to-end security based on asymmetric algorithms

· Provisioning

· Administration

3.2 Liaison Statement to S1 concerning USAT Interpreter Stage 1 

During the last T3 meeting in Seoul it was decided by T3 to provide the USAT Interpreter Stage 1 document to S1. This is reflected in the liaison statement to S1 contained in document T3-000624.

According to the report of S1, unfortunately, there was no Stage 1 document attached to the liaison statement sent to S1. Therefore, S1 has not discussed the document yet.

The USAT Interpreter Stage 1 document has to be resent urgently to S1 therefore.

4 Proposed ad-hoc Meeting Schedule

The next ad-hoc meetings will be used to enhance the Stage 2 and Stage 3 documents.
