Justification

A service offered by a content provider can be defined by the means of a series of pages encoded in a language, and the  USAT gateway translates this language in a bytecode which is sent to the UICC. Then the UICC interprets the bytecode and converts it in toolkit commands.

This work item describes the development of a new specification to standardise a language to design services to be accessed by the USAT interpreter. This language can also be used as an intermediary language, the gateway doing first a translation for instance from HTML.

To design a language used to design applications defined for the USAT Interpreter. Existing Mark-up languages (WML, HTML, ...) and existing APIs (such as Java API) will be considered, and if necessary extended.
