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1 Meetings since T3 #19

There have been 4 ad-hoc meetings on USAT Interpreter since the last T3 #19 meeting:

· USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #38 held 22-23 May 2001 in Munich (Germany), hosted by G&D

· USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #43 held 11-13 June 2001 in Stockholm (Sweden), hosted by SmartTrust

· USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #45 held 03-05 July 2001 in Munich (Germany), hosted by G&D

· USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #48 held 21-23 August 2001 in Paris (France), hosted by Oberthur CS

2 Status report on USAT Interpreter Specifications

2.1 USAT Interpreter Stage 1, TS 22.112

Even though there were some discussions to modify the requirements in TS 22.112, the ad-hoc group finally found, that currently no changes to TS 22.112 are necessary.

The requirements listed in TS 22.112, but not specified in detail in the current core stage 2 and stage 3 documents, will be set to FFS ("For Further Study") in the respective documents TS 31.112 or TS 31.113 or TS 31.114.

The question has been raised, when a Release 5 version of TS 22.112 will be available and how the generation of the Release 5 version can be triggered.  

2.2 USAT Interpreter Architecture Description, TS 31.112

The current TS 31.112 Version 1.5.1 USAT Interpreter Architecture Description can be found in document T3-010499. 

The specification contains now a detailed description of the different modes of operation and fully covers the intended system architecture.

The ad-hoc group considers the current version of TS 31.112 as stable and would like to ask T3 to check and forward the specification for approval to T.

2.3 USAT Interpreter Byte Codes, TS 31.113

The current TS 31.113 Version 1.7.1 USAT Interpreter Byte Codes can be found in document T3-010500. 

Since the last T3 meeting, the ad-hoc group received a lot of very valuable contributions concerning the navigation concept, handling of variable substitution, handling of wait state situations, consistency with TS 31.112 and more.

The enhanced navigation concept is now fully integrated into the specification and provides a very powerful terminal response handler, which allows mechanisms like contextual menus to be implemented.

A modified mechanism for variable substitution has been specified which allows a more efficient implementation of the variable substitution handling. 

Handling of events has been specified, activation of the USAT Interpreter has been clarified and the handling of outstanding requests to the outside world was solved by introducing a wait state functionality for the USAT Interpreter.

The ad-hoc group considers the current version of TS 31.113 as a specification containing a stable and  extendable description of the core functionality of the USAT Interpreter and would like to ask T3 to check and forward the specification for approval to T.

2.4 USAT Interpreter Protocol and Administration, TS 31.114

The current TS 31.114 USAT Interpreter Protocol and Administration can be found in document T3-010501 for information. 

Since the last T3 meeting, we had some very valuable discussions on the document and the document has been improved considerably. The overall structure and the intended content is agreed within the ad-hoc group. The ad-hoc group agreed to work on the transmission protocol with the highest priority and then enhance the administration chapters of the document.

It seems to be feasible to have the document ready for approval until December, as agreed during T3 #19.

3 Conclusion

· TS 22.112 USAT Interpreter stage 1 needs to be transferred to Release 5.

· TS 31.112 USAT Interpreter System Architecture Stage 2 ready for approval by T.

· TS 31.113 USAT Interpreter Byte Codes ready for approval by T.

· TS 31.114 USAT Interpreter Protocol and Administration still ongoing, could be ready in December.

4 Other issues

During the discussion within the ad-hoc group it became clear, that a lot of functionality provided by the USAT Interpreter system could not only be used within the USIM environment, but also by other applications like GSM or others. Especially, the intended end-to-end security and the administration could be interesting for other applications, too.

So the ad-hoc group would like to ask T3,  if, and if yes when, it could be interesting to transfer the USAT Interpreter work-item to SCP.
