Opening of the Meeting

The 20th plenary meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3), was opened by Nigel Barnes, the T3 vice chairman at 09:30 on 3rd September 2001. He noted that the chairman, Dr. Klaus Vedder, had sent his apologies, and would arrive later in the meeting.

2
Roll Call of Delegates

The meeting was attended by 82 delegates from 11 countries. The list of delegates can be found in Annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from Christian Dietrich (Schlumberger), Stefan Kaliner (T‑Mobil) and Lars-Erik Sellin (Across Wireless).

3
Input Documents / Agenda

T3-010462 contains the draft agenda. The agenda was approved with the addition of several new documents. It can be found in annex B of this report.

4
Notification of IPR obligations

The chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to: 

-
investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

-
notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organizational Partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.

5
Approval of the report of T3 #19

T3-010460 contains the draft meeting report of TSG-T3 #19, held in  St John, US Virgin Islands on the 8 - 11 May, 2001. It was approved with several minor modifications and some corrections to the delegates list. The approved version was made available as T3-010461.

6
Liaisons and reports

6.1
Report from TSG plenary meetings

The T3 secretary gave a verbal report of the results of the TSG-T #12 meeting in June. During the report, it was noted that all T3 CRs had been approved by TSG-T. However, during the subsequent TSG-SA meeting, SA1 reported that they had not yet approved the service requirement for the GPRS Operators Preferences functionality and had requested that the T3 CRs not be incorporated until the requirements were clarified. The CRs are therefore re-discussed at this T3 meeting.

6.2
Reports from T3 Sub Working Groups and ad hoc meetings

T3-010498 is a summary of the recent work done at the ad hoc meetings on USAT interpreter. It is dealt with in section 14.1 of this report.

T3-010510 contains the report of the T3 ad hoc meeting on  the USIM Transport Protocol work item, held in Montrouge, 11 - 12 July 2001. Following the meeting, the rapporteur drafted the first version of the stage one specification (see T3-010512). The report was noted.

T3-010527 contains a presentation on API Related Issues. During the presentation, the following points were highlighted:

T3-010526 contains the initial conclusions of the API group on key set management. 

-
T3-010515 contains a CR to 03.48 R99 to clarify padding and Anti Replay Counter.

-
T3-010516 contains a CR to 23.048 Rel-4 to add USIM input and output commands for Remote File management.

-
T3-010523 contains a CR to 23.048 Rel-4 to correct the APDU access mechanism in annex A.

The report was noted and the four documents mentioned above are dealt with under section 13.3 of this report.

It was also noted that there had been a joint meeting between SA1, SA3, T2 and T3 on the subject of the UE functionality split work in Newbury 3rd July 2001. The report of that meeting is contained in an LS from SA3 in T3-010476 in section 6.3.1 of this report.

6.3
Liaisons / Input from 3GPP groups

6.3.1
UE Functionality split and IMS

T3-010464 is an LS from SA1. They have concluded that UE functionality split work should initially focus on the case where there is only one active SIM or USIM involved. Cases with a single TE and multiple TEs should be considered. However, if work on the single TE case is easier, then it may be desirable to complete this case sooner. Scenarios related to CS-services are for further study. The LS was noted.

T3-010465 is an LS from T2 which states that T2 delegates plan to attend the June SA1 meeting on the service aspects of the UE functionality split. The LS was noted.

T3-010473 is a LS from SA3 which identifies three main implications of the design of the 3G security architecture on the UE. SA3 plan to analyse the security implications of different splits on this basis. Work started with a joint meeting on the 3rd July (see report of that meeting in T3-010476). The LS was noted.

T3-010476 is an LS from SA3 about the relationship between the UE functionality split work and the IMS security work. It also contains the draft report of the joint meeting between SA1, SA3, T2 and T3 in Newbury, 3rd July 2001, on the UE functionality split. SA3 state that they have designed the access security mechanisms for IMS bearing in mind the requirement of access technology independence. Although the mechanisms used for authentication and key agreement in UMTS R99 are re-used for IMS access security, the identities to be authenticated and the master keys to be used are logically independent of the identities and keys stored in USIM for use in UMTS CS and PS domain. This has lead to the concept of an IMS SIM (ISIM). The document was noted and delegates were urged to study the IMS feature so that further work could be undertaken at the next T3 meeting.

T3-010484 is an LS from SA1 to SA3 requesting further details about the SA3 proposal for an ISIM. The LS was noted.

T3-010480 is an LS from SA1 requesting comments on an early draft of TR 22.941 "IP Based Multimedia Services (IMS) Framework Report". Due to a lack of time, a response to the LS was not able to be produced during the meeting. Delegates were instead requested to read the document before the next T3 meeting so that it could be discussed again there.

6.3.2
(U)SIM toolkit originated SMS

T3-010466 is an LS from T2 responding to the T3 request for comments about a proposed new feature that would allow a (U)SIM toolkit application to send an SMS to the terminal with the terminal processing the SMS as if received from the network. T2 believe that such a feature would impact on many areas and that before work is started, the service requirements for the feature would have to be closely examined. The LS was noted.

T3-010483 is an LS from SA1 responding to the T3 LS mentioned above. SA1 state that they do not see a service requirement for such a feature and, in the absence of support in SA1 for the feature, propose that no further work should be done on the topic. The LS was noted. It suggested that if the authors of the original proposal still wished to pursue the matter, then they should first demonstrate the service requirements to SA1.

6.3.3
Generic User Profile

T3-010469 is an LS from SA2 to SA1 which states that T3 should be involved in the cross WG ad hoc meetings working on the Generic User Profile. The LS was noted.

T3-010471 is an LS from SA5 to SA1 in which they state that their work item on “Subscription Management” identifies the management of the User Profile(s) as a key element. The LS was noted.

T3-010479 is an LS from CN4 which proposes a date in late July or early August for a joint ad hoc meeting. However, the secretary reported that the meeting did not place in July or August and would instead take place in September in Sophia Antipolis. The LS was noted.

6.3.4
Other LSs

T3-010467 is an LS from T2 in reply to the T3 comments about the T2 specification, TS 23.227 v4.0.0 "Application and User interaction in the UE - Principles and specific requirements". Regarding the T3 comment that "In general, the requirements of the owners of each of the platforms connected to the ME must be collected and harmonised with the requirements of the applications and the users", T2 noted this to be a correct observation and it was therefore agreed that this would need to be addressed in Rel-5 (or future) releases. The LS was noted.

T3-010468 is an LS from CN1 cc T3 regarding threshold check at RRC connection establishment. CN1 confirm the RAN2 assumptions in the scenario pointed out in the original LS regarding the handling of the  threshold value at RRC connection establishment. CN1 note that changes to TS 33.102 (SA3) would be needed. The LS was noted.

T3-010470 is an LS from T1 to SA3 and T3. T1 agrees with the comments in the LS from T3 that there is no issue with having f1 equal to f1* and does not see any need to make any change to the current definition. T3‑010475 is an LS from SA3 in reply stating that they now agree that no further changes to the test algorithm should be allowed. The LSs were noted.

T3-010472 is an LS from SA5 on User Equipment Management. The LS includes a structure for how the work will be co-ordinated between all the groups involved. The LS was noted.

T3-010474 is an LS from SA3 on the rejection of 2G authentication and key agreement by 3G ME with USIM in UTRAN. SA3 confirm that the security architecture was designed under the understanding that if a USIM were used in a 3G terminal to access UTRAN, then 3G authentication would be applied. This would be the case irrespective of whether access were to a home or visited network. SA3 further state that the implication of this is that although USIMs may be issued by an operator prior to that operator being able to offer 3G service, such USIMs are only able to gain service from GSM networks until the operator provisions 3G authentication in its AuC. The LS was noted.

T3-010477 is an LS from SA2 regarding the End-to-End QoS Architecture for Release 5. It contains a draft work item description which will be presented to TSG-SA #13 for approval. It was concluded that there would probably be no impact on the USIM for Rel-5, but that there may be an impact in future. The LS was noted.

T3-010482 is an LS from SA1 in reply to the GSM-A LS on the Fixed Dialling Numbers (FDN) feature. It is dealt with in section 6.4 below.

T3-010485 is an LS from SA5 to SA1 cc T3 in reply to the SA1 request for feedback on the SA1 document "Basic and advanced IMS service examples". The LS was noted.

T3-010542 (a revised version of T3-010522) is an LS from T2 regarding the storage requirements for MMS in the (U)SIM. Currently, the storage of MMS data or parameters on the (U)SIM is not specified. The LS identifies several areas in which it may be useful to define USIM storage including:

a)
provisioning;

b)
notifications;

c)
user preferences/convenience;

d)
MMS service configuration parameters;

e)
messages;

f)
reports.

A review of the LS concluded that the implementation of the storage requirements for MMS would best be tackled in two stages. Firstly, the size of information required for the operations a), b), c) and d) above is known, and so could be easily incorporated into the USIM. T3 could elaborate a CR for these points during their November meeting. However, the size and data transfer requirements for the storage and retrieval of the messages are presently unknown, and are therefore left for further study by T2 and T3. An LS to T2 to inform them of these conclusions was drafted in T3-010536 and approved in T3-010614.

T3-010571 is an LS from T2 regarding PKCS#15 support for MExE in the USIM. T2 note that the current MExE specification (3GPP TS 23.057) specifies a PKCS#15 file structure and an object format when storing and referencing MExE certificates in the USIM. However the MExE file and object format as specified in current USIM specifications is not based on PKCS#15. They attach a draft CR to TS 31.102 to rectify this and state that they still need to discuss the matter further within T2 and expect to be able to forward a finalised CR to the next T3 meeting. The LS was noted.

6.4
Liaisons / input from other groups

T3-010478 is an LS from EP SCP in response to the T3 LS regarding the transfer and split of specifications. SCP confirmed that they would be able to take over the responsibility for the contents of TS 02.19 in its entirety as well as to take over the responsibility for the generic parts of TS 03.19 and the generic two parts of the split of TS 03.48, “Secure Packet structure for UICC Applications” and “Remote APDU Structure for UICC Applications”. The LS was noted.

T3-010481 is an LS from GSM-A TWG to SA1 and T3. It states that they believe that the terminal behaviour when Fixed Dialling Number (FDN) is enabled should be clarified when SMS, GPRS or CSD/WAP is used. T3‑010482 is an LS in reply from SA1. SA1 agree that GSM 02.07 was not explicit on this point, but note that from release 99 onwards, such requirements are contained in TS 22.101. They also note that a mobile using a SIM without EFACL cannot control use of GPRS on a per-APN basis. A reply to the LS was postponed until the next T3 meeting.

T3-010518 is an LS from GSM-A SCAG which proposes that UICC capabilities should be made available for GSM only systems. This is an idea that had already been discussed within the 3GPP (i.e. that from a particular release, GSM only terminal will have to support USIM functionality), but currently there are no service requirements within SA1 to support this. A reply was drafted to T3-010531 and later modified in T3‑010612 but due to a lack of time and the fact that the next SCAG meeting will take place after the next T3 meeting, the LS was postponed.

T3-010519 is an LS from EP SCP to T3 regarding the APN coding in TS 31.111 and TS 11.14. During the elaboration of the Card Application Toolkit specification in EP SCP, the need became apparent for a new Simple TLV object "Network Access Name", which is radio access technology independent. The coding of the object would have to be defined in the Radio Access Technology specific toolkit specifications. See T3‑010582 in section 12.1 of this report for a T3 CR on this matter.

T3-010529 is an LS from TR45.3 regarding the terminal profile. The LS requests T3 to make a change to reserve a byte for use within TIA/EIA-136. It was agreed that such a change would be useful since it would avoid having a separate terminal profile for TIA/EIA-136 terminals. A reply to inform TR45.3 was drafted in T3-010593 and approved with the addition of the updated CR in T3-010604. See also CR in T3-010590 in section 12.1 of this report.

7
Organisational matters

No issues were raised under this agenda item.

8
Work program

8.1
Review of status of T3 specifications & rapporteurs

T3-010463 contains the list of all T3 specifications and rapporteurs. During a review of the list, the following points were raised:

-
Christian Dietrich had recently changed responsibilities within Schlumberger and would no longer be able to attend meetings nor act as rapporteur. Christian was thanked for his large contribution to the work of T3 and ETSI SCP/SMG9 over many years and for his role as rapporteur of several specifications;

-
the USAT interpreter group needed a specification number for their draft specification called "Interpreter Protocol and Administration". TS 31.114 was allocated and Michael Meyer was elected as rapporteur by acclamation;

-
TS 31.111 needed a new rapporteur - Jean-Francois Rubon (Gemplus) was elected by acclamation;

-
TSs 02.19, 42.019, 03.19 and 43.019 all needed new rapporteurs due to the resignation of Christian Dietrich. Sebastian Hans (Sun Microsystems) was elected by acclamation;

-
TS 31.110 needed a new rapporteur due to the resignation of Christian Dietrich. Scott Guthery (Mobile‑Mind)  was elected by acclamation;

-
TSs 02.48, 22.048, 03.48 and 23.048 all needed new rapporteurs following the resignation of the existing rapporteur, Nigel Barnes (Motorola). Sophie Viallet (Gemplus) and Florence Martin (Schlumberger) were elected by acclamation to act as joint rapporteurs;

-
TS 11.10-4 needed a new rapporteur following the resignation of Philip Hooker (Orange). David Bremner (Aspects Software) and Eric Laffont (Gemplus) were elected by acclamation to act as joint rapporteurs.

-
TS 11.14 currently has two rapporteur listed (Scott Guthery and Terry Jones) but since the latter no longer attends T3 meetings, it was agreed that Scott Guthery should be listed as the sole rapporteur.

The delegates mentioned accepted their new role as a rapporteur or the change in responsibility. 

8.2
Review of T3 (and 3GPP) work program

T3-010524 is a compilation of all approved T3 work item descriptions as approved by TSG-T. During a review of the document, it was agreed that if there were no contributions to the work item "Enhancement to GSM 03.48" by the next T3 meeting, T3 #21 would request TSG-T to delete it.

T3-010560 contains the current version of the 3GPP work plan in PDF and MS project versions. The work plan gives an indication of the status of every 3GPP work item. The document was noted.

8.3
New work items

T3-010301 contains a new work item description for "Content description language for USAT interpreter services" which had been postponed from the last T3 meeting. The next USAT interpreter ad hoc meeting will consider whether or not this new work item description is necessary.

T3-010586 (an updated version of T3-010430) contains a new work item description for "User equipment management". It was postponed until T3 #21.

9
USIM and IC Card requirements and reports

9.1
(U)SIM and IC Card requirements (TS 21.111)

T3-010489 is a CR to TS 42.017 rel-4 to add the requirement for the GPRS Operator Preferences feature which had been discussed at the last T3 meeting. The CR was reviewed at the last SA1 meeting and they agreed that there was a service requirement for such a feature. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3‑010534 (CR 42.017-001 rel-4). T3-010490 is an equivalent CR to TS 21.111. It was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010532 (CR 21.111-006 Rel-4). It was noted that the CRs to TS 51.011 and TS 31.102 which were agreed at the last T3 meeting in T3-010378 and T3-010385 respectively, would be represented for confirmation to TSG-T #13.

9.2
SIM/USIM inter-working (TR 31.900)

T3-010491 is a CR to TR 31.900 which identifies the need for a synchronisation mechanism for FDN/BDN mapping if a UICC contains a USIM and a GSM application. Discussion initially concluded that it would be better to describe the mechanism in a TS rather than in TR 31.900 which is a Technical Report, so a revised version was made available as a CR to 31.102 in T3-010533. However, further discussion concluded that it would be more suitable after all in TR 31.900 and so it was re-issued as T3‑010568. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 as T3-010580 (CR 31.900-001 R99).

T3-010514 is a proposal for an LS from T3 to SA1 and T2 to clarify the inter working between a 2G-only Rel‑4 ME and a SIM/UICC. The liaison identifies the fact that the R99 requirement (in TS 22.100) that "all 3G terminals shall support phase 2 and phase 2+ GSM SIMs as access modules to UMTS networks" is no longer contained in Rel-4. This is due to the fact that SA1 restructured their specifications and deleted TS 22.100 on the understanding that all the requirements within it were contained in other specifications (e.g. 22.101). There was a general agreement that SA1 would need to make some modifications to their requirements specifications on this matter, however it was noted that the statement in T3-010514 that "all Rel-4 MEs shall support the UICC according to TS 102 221 Rel-4" was somewhat misleading since TS 102 221 was not currently referenced by 2G only specifications. A revised version was made available in T3-010543, but agreement was not reached before the end of the meeting and so the matter was postponed until the next meeting.

10
(U)SIM/UICC characteristics (TS 31.101, 31.102, TS 11.11 & 51.011)

10.1
Corrections and clarifications

T3-010487 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4 with a clarification of length indicator for additional data for EFEXT1. T3‑010488 is an equivalent CR to TS 31.102. The use of byte 2 in EFEXT1 (i.e. first byte of Extension data) is ambiguous in the case of additional data (which, in that case, represents a length indicator). The length indicator byte could be interpreted in three different ways. Discussion concluded that such a clarification would be valuable, but that backwards compatibility would also need to be investigated. A revised version was made available in T3-010537 to clarify that the change applies only in the case that the additional data is within the same chain. Due to a shortage of meeting time, the CR was placed on a 1 week email approval after the meeting.

Secretary's note: No further changes were suggested during this period, and so with the addition of CR numbers, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010583 (CR 51.011-003 rel-4) and T3-010584 (CR 31.102-096 rel-4). T3-010585 contains a rel-5 version of the CR (CR 31.102-097), but it was later withdrawn since the Rel-5 version of TS 31.102 has not yet been created.

T3-010497 is a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-4 to clarify that one of the commands (GET CHALLENGE) in TS 102 221, which is normatively referenced in TS 31.101, is optional for 3GPP equipment. Discussion concluded that 3GPP equipment would not have to implement the GET CHALLENGE command, but that there may be other ways to identify such an exception. Due to a lack of time, the issue was postponed until the next meeting.

T3-010507 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 containing several general corrections. During the meeting, further clarifications were added in T3-010563. The CR was eventually agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 as T3‑010588 (CR 31.102-099 R99) and T3-010587 (CR 31.102-098 Rel-4).

10.2
Release 5 issues

T3-010492 is a CR to TS 31.102 rel-5 for the addition of identifiers to support IMS. The CR introduces the changes into the USIM and is based on the requirements in TS 22.228 and TS 24.228. However, it was noted that SA3 has proposed that the ISIM could be an independent application (see T3-010476). It was concluded that delegates would need to further investigate the IMS feature before deciding how it could be supported on the UICC. An LS to SA1, SA3, T3 and SA2 requesting more information and proposing a joint meeting was drafted in T3-010565 and approved in T3-010613. 

T3-010494 is a CR to TS 51.011 rel-5 for the addition of APN Control list service. Due to a lack of time, the document was postponed until the next T3 meeting.

T3-010495 is a CR to TS 31.102 rel-5 to add an entry (for EFACL) to the table which indicates whether or not particular files should be changed using OTA. It was noted that several other entries in the table were also blank and so a revised version of the CR was produced in T3-010564. The CR was agreed in principle, but since it was the only Rel-5 CR, it was agreed to postpone it until the next meeting to avoid unnecessarily creating the Rel-5 version of TS 31.102.

T3-010535 (an updated version of T3-010521) is a CR to TS 31.102 to specify new files and procedures for the storage of Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) information. MMS is a non-real-time messaging service which integrates the composition, storage, access, and delivery of different kinds of media, e.g. text, voice, image or video. T3‑010520 is a presentation which provides an overview of the Rel-4 feature, MMS functionality. Due to the limited time in the meeting, the CR was postponed until T3 #21. See also LS in T3‑010542 on this subject in section 6.3.4 of this report.

10.3
Modification of TS 51.011 to refer to TS 102 221

No documents were considered under this agenda item.

10.4
Other issues

T3-010486 is a discussion document about the global phone book. The document points out that if there is a global phonebook under DFTELECOM only, i.e. no local phonebook under DFUSIM, then the first bit of EFUST has to be set to 0. However, there is currently no means to indicate that a global phonebook is available instead. During the discussion of introducing an indication (new bit/service) in the UST two points were raised:

-
currently, it is implementation dependant as to which phonebook is selected (or whether multiple phonebooks are selected) is selected by the terminal if there is more than one present;

-
in case of a multi-application card, and if there are several USIMs on a UICC sharing a global phonebook, the deletion of the phonebook would require that every UST in each USIM would have to be updated.

It was concluded that it would be best to add a note to the USIM specification (TS 31.102) to make the reader aware of the situation that there is no explicit indication of the presence of a global phonebook and that a terminal would have to scan for the presence of it. Such a note is incorporated in the general corrections CR in T3-010563 (see section 10.1 of this report).

T3-010562 contains a report of the TS 31.102 splinter group which took place during T3 #20. The report was noted.

11
Application Identifiers (TS 31.110)

T3-010570 is a CR to TS 31.110 to delete the contents of the specification and instead refer to ETSI TS 101 220 which has been recently updated to include the same requirements. Due to a lack of time, the CR was postponed until the next meeting.

(U)SIM Toolkit (TS 31.111 and TS 11.14)

12.1
Corrections and clarifications

T3-010504 is a R99 CR to TS 11.14 containing an alignment with TS 31.111 regarding the OPEN CHANNEL command. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010605 (CR 11.14-A204 R99). 

T3-010505 is a R99 CR to TS 11.14 with corrections to SEND DATA command and Channel Status Event. T3-010508 is an equivalent CR to TS 31.111. The CRs were agreed without further modification during a one week email approval following the meeting as T3-010615 (CR 11.14-A207 R99), T3-010616 (CR 31.111‑057 R99) and T3-010617 (CR 31.111-058 Rel-4).

T3-010506 is a R99 CR to TS 11.14 with corrections to the OPEN CHANNEL command. T3-010509 is an equivalent change to TS 31.111. With minor modifications, they were for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010606 (CR 11.14-A205 R99), T3-010607 (CR 31.111-053 R99) and T3-010608 (CR 31.111‑054 Rel-4). 

T3-010541 is a R99 CR to TS 11.14 to align it with TS 31.111 regarding the interaction between FDN, SEND SMS and SEND SS. Discussion about this CR concluded that the first paragraph of the SEND SS command should also be deleted, so a revised version was made available in T3-010581. With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010600 (CR 11.14-A203 R99).

T3-010582 is a R99 CR to TS 31.111 to add the Network Access Name TLV object in line with the recommendation from EP SCP (see LS in T3-010519 in section 6.4 of this report). With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010609 (CR 11.14-A206 R99), T3‑010610 (CR 31.111-055 R99) and T3‑010611 (CR 31.111-056 Rel-4).

T3-010590 is a R99 CR to TS 11.14 to reserve a byte in the terminal profile for use within the TIA/EIA-136 specification in response to the LS from TR 45.3 in T3-010529 (see section 6.4). T3‑010591 and T3-010592 contain equivalent CRs to TS 31.111 for R99 and Rel-4. With some editorial enhancements, the CRs were approved as T3-010601 (CR 11.14-A202 R99), T3-010602 (CR 31.111-051 R99) and T3-010603 (CR 31.111-052 Rel-4).

12.2
Release 5 issues

T3-010493 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 31.111 to extend the CALL CONTROL command with packet data parameters. This is achieved by the addition of a new procedure and a new TLV data object. Due to a lack of time, the document was postponed until the next T3 meeting.

T3-010502 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 31.111 to add new functionality that would allow (U)SAT applications to send SMSs to the phone. T3-010550 (a corrected version of T3-010503) contains a presentation with background information about this proposal. However, in light of the LSs from SA1 and T2 (see T3-010483 and T3‑010466 in section 6.3.2 of this report), the authors were requested to clarify the service requirements for the feature in SA1 before work is continued in T3.

12.3
Merging of 11.14 and 31.111

T3-010566 contains a CR to TS 31.111 to extend its applicability to GSM systems. This would allow TS 11.14 to be withdrawn. Delegates were requested to examine the proposal so that the matter could be finalised at the next T3 meeting.

No documents were registered under this agenda item.

(U)SIM toolkit API and secure messaging

13.1
Java API


T3-010411 contains a Rel-5 CR to TS 43.019 specifying several changes. The need for the changes became apparent during the drafting of the Java API test specification, TS 11.13. A brief discussion concluded that further review was needed at the next Java API Testing ad hoc meeting, so the issue was postponed until the next T3 meeting.

13.2
Multos / C SIM API

No documents were registered under this agenda item.

13.3
Secure messaging

T3-010515 is a R99 CR to TS 03.48 R99 to clarify the padding and Anti Replay Counter. This involves modifications to clarify the use of padding octets, modifying the coding of the first octet of the SPI in the case of “No counter available” and clarifying when the counter management section applies. Revised versions (for the three releases) were made available during the meeting in T3-010552, T3-010553, T3-010554, T3‑010572, T3-010573 and T3-010574 before the CRs were agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010595 (CR 03.48-A019 Rel-99), T3-010596 (CR 23.048-005 Rel-4) and T3-010597 (CR 23.048‑006 Rel‑5). 

T3-010516 is a Rel-4 CR to TS 23.048 to add the USIM input and output commands for Remote File management which were previously absent. It was questioned whether it was a good idea to list the commands since care would then need to be taken that the specification is updated whenever new commands are added to TS 31.101. However, it was concluded that the lists should remain and that text should be added to indicate that they are defined in TS 31.101. Also, it should be clarified that the SELECT command does not include the selection by DF name, so a revised version was made available in T3-010555 (Rel-4) and T3-010556 (Rel-5). A further clarification that the output commands shall only occur once in a command string and, if present, shall be the last command in the string was agreed, so another revision was made in T3-010575 (Rel-4) and T3-010576 (Rel-5). These revised versions also take into account the changes proposed in T3-010558 and T3-010559. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010598 (CR 23.048-003 Rel-4) and T3-010599 (CR 23.048-004 Rel-5).

T3-010517 is a discussion document which proposes that the version of the Open Platform specification normatively referenced in TS 23.048 should be changed from version 2.0.1 to 2.1. The new version which was released in June 2001, incorporates new features such as:

-
new and faster mechanism for all Data Authentication Patterns (DAP) computation on load files;

-
new and OTA-compatible secure channel management API (i.e. does not use the ADU buffer as a parameter).

If the new features are referenced from TS 23.048, there may be some backwards compatibility issues, so smart card manufacturers were asked to investigate the matter to allow discussion to take place at the next T3 meeting.

T3-010523 is a Rel-4 CR to TS 23.048 to correct APDU access mechanism. An error was created during the conversion of the TS 03.48 to TS 23.048. During the discussion of the CR, it was noticed that the table listing the possible combinations of access conditions also contained an error, so a revised version of the CR was drafted and agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 in T3-010544 (CR 23.048-001 Rel-4) and T3-010545 (CR 23.048-002 Rel-5). The error in the access conditions table was also contained in TS 03.48 R99, so T3‑010551 (CR 03.48‑020 R99) was also agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval.

T3-010526 is a discussion document about key set management. The document raises issues about key sets and security domain, the management of several counters and the use of identical key set versions for KIC/KID. Delegates were requested to examine the issues raised so that the next T3 API meeting could discuss the matter in detail.

T3-010557 is a R99 CR to TS 03.48 proposing a correction of Response Header Length definition. Some concerns were voiced that such a correction may create backwards compatibility problems, so the CR was postponed until the next meeting to allow further investigation.

T3-010558 is a Rel-4 CR to TS 23.048 to clarify that the goal of counter management is to prevent replay and synchronisation attacks. T3-010559 is an equivalent Rel-5 CR. The CRs were agreed in principle and were incorporated into the CRs in T3-010575 and T3-010576 which also make a change to the counter management clauses.

T3-010567 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 23.048 to add a normative reference to the security domains defined in the Open Platform. Discussion concluded that there were also other solutions to introduce security domains, so the document was postponed until the next meeting to allow the alternatives to be evaluated.

13.4
Other issues

During T3 #20, a joint session was held with EP SCP #7. During this session, it was confirmed that the secure messaging specifications, currently under the responsibility of T3, should be rearranged as follows:

-
EP SCP should become responsible for the contents of TS 22.048;

-
TS 23.048 should be split into four parts consisting of:

-
Secured Packet Structure for UICC Applications (EP SCP) (see draft in T3-010538);

-
Remote APDU Structure for UICC based Applications (EP SCP) (see draft in T3-010539);

-
Implementations of security mechanisms for SIM/USIM applications (3GPP T3);

-
Remote APDU Structure for SIM/USIM Applications (3GPP T3) (see draft in T3-010540).

14
Other T3 work items

14.1
(U)SIM Application Toolkit Interpreter

T3-010498 is a summary of the recent work done at the ad hoc meetings on USAT interpreter. During a presentation of the report and the documents which the group put forward for approval, the following points were highlighted:

-
there had been 4 ad-hoc meetings on USAT Interpreter since the last T3 meeting;

-
regarding TS 22.112 "USAT Interpreter Stage 1", no further changes are currently proposed. It was noted that the specification was currently a release 4 specification, but since the subsequent stages were part of release 5, it needed to be also moved to release 5. The T3 secretary undertook to make this change in release when producing other new specifications after TSG-T #13.

-
regarding TS 31.112 "USAT Interpreter Architecture Description", the ad hoc group now considers this specification stable enough to be approved for rel-5. The draft specification in T3-010499 was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as a Rel-5 specification.

-
regarding TS 31.113 "USAT Interpreter Byte Codes", the ad hoc group now considers this specification stable enough to be approved for rel-5. The draft specification in T3-010500 was editorially enhanced during T3 #20. The updated version, T3-010561 was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as a Rel-5 specification.

-
regarding TS 31.114 "USAT Interpreter Protocol and Administration", a first draft is now available (see T3-010501), but is not yet considered stable or complete. The group expect to have the document ready for approval by December, as agreed during T3 #19.

-
the ad hoc group noted that much of the work they had done may be of relevance to EP SCP since it could be used by other smart card applications. The plenary was requested to consider that some of the specification should be transferred to EP SCP.

The report was noted.

14.2
USIM transport Protocol

T3-010511 is a discussion document which examines the proposal that the message formats and procedures in TS 23.040 "Technical realization of the Short Message Service (SMS)" could be re-used for the (U)SIM Transport Protocol. Due to a lack of time, consideration of the conclusions of the document was postponed until the next T3 meeting.

T3-010512 is the first draft of a stage one specification for the (U)SIM Transport Protocol. Delegates were requested to review the document and provide contributions where relevant. The specification was noted.

15
Other Release 5 issues

No document was registered under this agenda item.

16
Test issues

16.1
Interface tests (TS 31.120 and 31.121, 51.010-1)

T3-010547 is a Rel-4 CR to TS 51.010-1 to align the test specification with the core specification (TS 51.011). Currently, the test specification requires internal reset SIMs to be supported in order to pass the tests, but the support of internal reset ICCs was removed from ISO/IEC 7816-3 when the second edition was created in 1997. With some editorial modifications such as the reinsertion of the title of the deleted test "Acceptance of SIMs with internal RST [Test not used]" so as not to affect the clause numbers of the other tests, the CR was agreed for sending to GERAN5 as T3-010589 for their consideration.

16.2
UICC/USIM conformance tests (TS 31.122)

T3-010513 is a R99 CR to TS 31.122 to clarify several (unrelated) issues in the specification including:

-
the Universal PIN shall be part of the access conditions for each UICC application authorising the replacement of its application PIN by the Universal PIN;

-
the usage qualifier is the one of the Universal PIN;

-
if the GET RESPONSE is not executed immediately after the command it is related to, then the UICC is allowed to send not only the status information '6F00' but also '6FXX';

-
replacement of "UICC application" by "USIM application" in several instances;

-
'00' is also a valid usage qualifier for the USIM application.

Due to a lack of time, the document was postponed until the next T3 meeting.

16.3
(U)SIM toolkit Java API tests (TS 11.13)

T3-010525 is R98 CR to TS 11.13 to update the API Test plan and Test Area Files. It was created as a result of the discussions at the last T3 ad hoc meeting on Java API testing. Several editorial modifications were proposed during the meeting and the updated version was agreed for submission to TSG-T #13 for approval as T3-010569 (CR 11.13-A002 R98).

16.4
(U)SIM toolkit tests (TS 11.10-4)

T3-010310 is a R96 CR to TS 11.10-4 to correct some tests related to SMS-CB download. Some minor modifications were proposed during the meeting and a revised version was created in T3-010548. It was agreed that this CR should be sent to the group responsible for TS 11.10-4, GERAN5 for their consideration.

T3-010311 is a R96 CR to correct some tests relating to the REFRESH command and to EFIMSI. Some minor modifications were proposed during the meeting and a revised version was created in T3-010549. It was agreed that this CR should be sent to the group responsible for TS 11.10-4, GERAN5 for their consideration.

T3-010496 is a CR to TS 11.10-4 R99 to update the specification, which currently is based on the R96 core specification, to align with the R99 core specification. This work on both the structure and the content of the document will make it easier to:

-
incorporate the large number of optional features present in the release 99 core specification;

-
follow the structure of the main TS 11.10 specifications;

-
make the test cases more readable.

T3-010528 is a presentation summarising the changes needed to achieve the above goals. Both documents were noted and delegates were urged to send further comments/contributions to the rapporteur so that the work could be finalised at the next T3 meeting.

T3-010594 is an LS to GERAN5 to inform them about the on-going activities within T3 to update the R96 version of the SIM toolkit test specification to the current core specifications. The LS was approved without further modification for sending to GERAN5. 

During the discussion of document T3-010600 (CR 11.14-A203 R99: Alignment of 11.14 with 31.111 regarding interaction between FDN, SEND SMS and SEND SS) it was noted that the CR would probably have an impact on the SIM toolkit test specification. The delegates working on TS 11.10-4 were asked to ensure that the changes made by the CR were taken into account.

16.5
ETSI Plugtests service 

The ETSI Plugtests service (previously known as the Bake-Off service) specializes in the organization of interoperability events for any telecommunication / Internet / Information Technology standard. It was noted that there is currently a plan to hold an interoperability event on smart card issues on the 11 - 14 December 2001 at ETSI in Sophia Antipolis. A presentation on the subject was made to the EP SCP meeting in document SCP-010244.
