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Discussion document on :

Toolkit for Release-4 and beyond.

Abstract

We need to define the evolution of the specifications related to toolkit for both GSM and 3G. There are several options listed below :

1) Merger of 31.111 and 11.14 starting from R99

This was the approach followed in the CR against 31.111 R99 in Tdoc T3-010566, discussed during T3#20 and T3 ad-hoc#55.

However, this leads to the following problems :

· 11.14 R99 would have to be withdrawn. It’s very late, as some products on the market (MEs, SIMs) already refer to this specification.

· There is one big difference between 31.111 and 11.14 R99 : in the 3G spec, many options have been put as mandatory. Therefore it is very difficult to do a merger of the 2 specifications.

· Many terms used in the specs, such as USIM and UICC, are specific to one technology, and therefore an editorial work needs to be done. Or re-done, because this work has already been done by EP-SCP for the CAT(102223) specification.

2) Merger of 31.111 and 11.14 starting from REL-4

This will solve the drawbacks listed above.

3) Reference to the CAT specification, starting from REL-4

This would mean that T3 transfers the responsibility of the evolution of toolkit to EP-SCP starting from Release-5. Release 4 versions of 31.111 and CAT (ETSI TS 102223) are already aligned, so the change can be done for Release-4. It would reduce the size of 31.111 for about 95 %.

Then, regarding GSM, we would have the choice between 2 options :

a) create a 51.014 specification that would also refer to the CAT spec

b) refer to GSM specific procedures in the stripped-down version of 31.111 

Conclusion

3GPP-T3 should decide in which direction to go.
