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1 Opening of the meeting

The 22nd plenary meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3) was opened by Dr. Klaus Vedder, the T3 chairman at 09:30 on 22nd September 2002.

2 Roll call of delegates

The meeting was attended by 53 delegates from 12 countries. The list of delegates can be found in Annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from Preet Ahluwalia (SBC Technology Resources), Jean-Francois Rubon (GEMPLUS Card International) and Anton Kuchelmeister (tecways).

3 Input documents / Agenda

T3-020003 contains the draft agenda for meeting T3 #22 (Marbella, 22 - 25 January 2002). The agenda was approved with the addition of several new documents. The final version can be found in Annex B of this report.

4 Notification of IPR obligations

The chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

· Investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

· Notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organizational Partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.

5 Approval of report from TSG-T3 #21

T3-020001 contains the draft meeting report of TSG-T3 #21, held in Kyoto, Japan during 5 to 7 November 2001. The report was approved with some minor editorial modifications, the addition of a note to chapter 10.4 regarding document T3-010686 and a change in the delegates list. The approved version was made available as T3-020002.

6
Liaisons and reports

6.1
Report from TSG plenary meetings

T3-020023 contains the draft report from TSG-T #14 (Kyoto, 12 - 14 December 2001). The report includes the following information relevant for T3:

· All T3 CRs were approved.

· Two new WI descriptions were discussed. The WI description on ISIM was approved. See also discussion on the ISIM in the report of SA #14 (T3-020024).

· The WI description on UE management was not approved due to the fact that SA5 will only be producing a TR rather than a TS. T3 may need to come back to this issue when SA5 has completed the relevant core specifications.

The report was noted.

T3-020024 contains the draft report of TSG-SA #14 (Kyoto, 17 - 20 December 2001). TSG-SA discussed the ISIM issue and concluded that the term ISIM should refer to the functionality provided on the UICC to support IMS. This could either be a separate application or a functional part of the USIM. “It is the preference of TSG-SA that T3 specify a solution that does not preclude that, in future Releases, the IMS subscription could be independent from the basic subscription currently stored in the USIM.”

The report was noted.

6.2
Reports from T3 Sub Working Groups and ad hoc meetings

T3-020030 contains the draft report of the joint T3/SA3 meeting on IMS issues (Sophia Antipolis, 26th November). See T3-020040 for a revised version of this document which was made available during the T3 plenary. The meeting considered the scenarios seen at the last T3 meeting in T3-010645. They agreed that use cases 2 and 3 are necessary. Use Case 1b was considered from a T3 viewpoint to be very close to Use Case 2. It was noted that the T3 work on WI ISIM for Release 5 needs to be completed by June 2002. Further enhancements to the Release 5 functionality may be required for later releases.

Further discussions on IMS issues are included in section 14.2 of this report.

T3-020041 is an executive summary of USAT Interpreter T3 ad hoc meetings #57, #59, #62. See T3-020068 for a revised version of this document that was made available during the T3 plenary. During the ad-hoc meetings several CRs on TS 31.113 were agreed. Discussions on administrative commands for installing and removing a plug-in went on during the ad-hoc meetings. The advantages and disadvantages of the inclusion of these commands to the specification are listed in the summary. Furthermore a general issue on the TAR value was pointed out. The following questions arose and are listed in the summary to be asked to the T3 plenary:

· Decision on administration of plug-ins for TS 31.114.

· Transfer of specifications to SCP.

· Need for AID for USAT Interpreter.

· Decision on ad-hoc meeting schedule.

T3 conclusions /suggestions:

· On administrative commands for plug-ins: see documents listed / discussed in 14.1.

· On transfer of responsibility: see documents listed in agenda item 14.1.

· AID for USAT Interpreter: see documents listed in agenda item 14.1.

· On the meeting schedule: As work on Part 4 has been finalised further CRs should be discussed in the plenary. T3 requests reducing the number of ad-hoc meetings and going back to normal operation as far as possible.

The ad-hoc group considered TS 31.114 to be mature and stable enough to be submitted to TSG-T for approval.

T3-020058 is a presentation (MS-PowerPoint) of recent SWG API activities. The main issues related to Java API testing are:

· Package delivery and control.

· Testing framework finalisation.

It is stated that the work is completed for GSM 03.19 R98. During that SWG API meeting several CRs were agreed for SIM API for Java card and for the secure messaging specifications (see section 13 for details). The API group also discussed access domains and the introduction of a reference to Open Platform v2.1 but they could not reach a conclusion.

T3-020060 is a draft report of T2/T3 ad hoc meeting #60 on MMS-USIM Aspects. Revised versions of this document were made available during the meeting as T3-020069 and T3-020094. Some issues related to the T2 MMS specifications have to be discussed and decided by T2 before further action can be taken. A CR to TS 31.102 on MMS files and procedures in document T3-020034 was produced as an outcome of this ad hoc meeting. The ad hoc meeting agreed that provisioning parameters stored on the USIM should be generic and that this work must be done within T3 rather than by the WAP Forum. See also document T3-020029. Furthermore, it was concluded that the user should not be able to enter its own email address (e.g. for security reasons).

T3-020065 is an executive Summary of T3 ad hoc meetings #56 & #61 on USAT Interpreter Testing. The document includes the following questions to the T3 plenary:

· Is it planned to publish the test specification TS 31.123 before the end of release 6? In that case the test specification would be incomplete and further enhancements would be more difficult. If it is planned to publish the test specification afterwards the group had enough time to finish low level test descriptions.

· Is it possible that ETSI establishes a web site hosting XML test descriptions / dtd(s)?

The outcome of the T3 discussion to the questions listed above is:

· As Rel-6 will be finalised by June 2003 the group has enough time to complete the work.

· The aim is to establish a development area for all people contributing to the XML test descriptions. A framework for the development area needs to be made available. The ETSI secretary will confirm if it is principally possible to establish such an area on the ETSI server. The new rapporteur (see agenda item 7 below) will generate an input paper describing the detailed requirements. The group requested that people with testing experience will join the meetings.

It was requested by the plenary that a first draft of the test specification should be available for TSG-T for information by September 2002. The final version will be presented to TSG-T for approval at a later stage.

6.3
Liaisons / input from 3GPP groups

T3-020004 is an LS from SA1 (S1-011176) to the Joint GUP ad hoc copied to T3. SA1 thank GUP for the work performed on the stage 1 description of 3GPP Generic User Profile and request the following actions from GUP:

· The Joint GUP ad hoc meeting is asked to focus on the non-SA1 aspects of GUP from now on.

· The Joint GUP ad hoc meeting is asked to exclude the SA1 aspects from the Cancun meeting.

It was concluded that there is no action required by TSG-T3.

T3-020020 is an LS from Joint GUP (UP-010128) ad hoc meeting to T3 regarding the "Status of the Generic User Profile Work". In this LS T3 is requested to review the documents attached to the LS. Feedback, where appropriate, should be provided to the GUP ad hoc. 

A splinter group handled that LS and identified no issues that have to be reported back to GUP. It was concluded to generate a reply LS to GUP stating that T3 wants to be kept updated on these issues. The draft LS in document T3-020104 was approved with some minor modification as T3-020141.

T3-020021 is an LS from GUP (UP-010129) joint ad hoc meeting to SA1, SA1 GUP ad hoc, cc T3 regarding the "Release of In-Process Stage 1 Specification to SA1 for Review and Continuing Development".

It was concluded that there is no action required by TSG-T3.

T3-020005 is an LS from SA1 (S1-011321) to T3, T2, SA2 and SA3 on UE functionality split. SA1 request to review the latest TR on Service Requirements for UE Functionality Split (see document T3-020070 which contains version 1.0.0 of this TR). Due to the limited time left to complete specifications for Release 5, SA1 suggested to use this version of the TR as a basis for stage 2 and stage 3 work on this WI. During a discussion on this TR following comments were raised:

· Only one USIM can be active at the same time.

· Only scenario 1 as described in the TR has to be considered. All other scenarios are not allowed and are mentioned as examples in the annex of the TR.

A splinter group saw no impact on T3 specifications. An LS informing SA1 regarding the findings and requesting some clarifications was generated and approved by the plenary as T3-020079.

T3-020006 is an LS from CN1 (N1-011768) to T3 & others "re: IMS identifiers and ISIM and USIM". In this document the CN1 assumptions of where to store the IMS identifiers are described as follows: 

· Private User Identity –stored on the UICC.

· Public User Identity – (as per TS 23.228) at least one public identity will be stored on the UICC.

· Alias – possibly entered by the user.

· Cell ID – This field shall only be obtained from the user equipment.

· Visited Network Identifier –this field will be inserted by the P-CSCF.

· Home Network Domain –stored on the UICC.

· Event packages –stored in the user equipment.

· Security Keys/Algorithms – CN1 has not yet considered where this information will be stored and awaits input from SA3, although it is envisaged that the UICC may be impacted.

CN1 also inform SA2 that interested delegates are happy to engage in a joint discussion with SA2 on this matter at the co-located meetings in Cancun, 26 to 30 November 2001. The meeting took place as a joint plenary meeting.

T3-020008 is an LS from SA3 (S3-010647) to T3 & others "re: IMS identifiers and ISIM and USIM". This LS describes different use cases for the ISIM.

The conclusions stated in that document are as follows:

· Use cases 2 and 3 are necessary. These two cases are also equivalent from a T3 (or UICC specification) point of view. In both cases, USIM/ISIM are located inside UICC. Use Case 1b was considered by T3 to be very close to Use Case 2.

· It was concluded that either Use Case 1a OR the "Middle Case", or neither of these two, should be supported. Some of CN WG1 assumptions listed in N1-011768 need to be removed if Use Case 1a is adopted.

T3 concluded to study non-security related issues referred to in II and VI of the LS.

T3-020010 is an LS from SA2 (S2-013599) to T3 "re: IMS identifiers and ISIM and USIM". In this document a joint meeting with all involved groups is suggested and requested. TSG-SA had, however, rejected the idea having a joint meeting. See the draft report of the SA plenary in T3-020024.

T3-020007 is an LS from TSG-GERAN (GP-012668) in reply to an LS from T3 on “Responsibility for SIM Toolkit test specification” (see Tdoc T3-010794). TSG-GERAN is willing to consider the transfer of the responsibility of TS 11.10-4 from TSG GERAN to TSG-T if it can be ensured that SIM toolkit does not make it possible to change the MS behaviour in the network. A presentation by a T3 representative is requested by TSG-GERAN. The rapporteur of GSM TS 11.10-4 volunteered to give above mentioned presentation during the next TSG-GERAN meeting in February. This was supported by the T3 plenary.

T3-020009 is an LS from T2 (T2-011184) to the SyncML initiative cc T3, CN4, SA1, SA3, SA5 and the GUP ad hoc raising follow-up questions on the SyncML support. Though there is no action required by T3, T2 welcomes the addition of any follow-up questions from these groups to the list of issues and questions T2 has documented in the LS.

The document was noted.

T3-020022 is an LS from TSG-T (TP-010299) to SA1 cc T3 “USIM support in Rel-5 GSM only terminals”. TSG-T ask SA1 to review the SA1 specification TS 22.101 and, in particular, to investigate whether they can be aligned with the TSG-T#11 decision, which effectively mandates support by GSM only terminals for the USIM in Release 5. A response LS from SA1 is expected for the next TSG-T plenary meeting.

The document was noted.

T3-020098 is an LS from SA5 (S5-020013) on impact of subscriber and equipment trace received late during the plenary meeting. The action required by T3 is to identify WIs related to Subscriber and Equipment Trace. T3 is asked to provide SA5 with the WI names and unique identifiers in the 3GPP work plan. Due to a lack of time the matter will be handled in detail at the next plenary.

T3-020099 is another LS from SA5 (S5-020016) received late during the meeting. The LS is to GUP joint ad hoc meeting, SA1, SA1 GUP, T2, SA2 and T2 GUP ad hoc cc T3 containing comments on the relationship of GUP and Subscription Management. A splinter group discussed and reviewed TS 32.140 v0.5.4 that was attached to the LS. It was concluded that further investigation at the next plenary meeting is needed to check whether T3 is affected.

T3-020100 is an LS from SA5 (S5-020017) to T2, T3 and SA3 on user equipment management feasibility study (TR 32.802) received late during the meeting. In that LS T3 is requested to confirm to SA5 SWG-A by 24 February 2002:

· That the User Equipment Management Feature, as described in TR 32.802, is feasible for Release 6. In particular see clause 8 on UEM Project Planning in the document.

· That TR 32.802 can be sent to TSG-SA for approval. If not, what changes need to be made to the TR before submitting it for approval.

SA5 SWG-A emphasises that any other feedback on UEM and/or TR 32.802 would be welcome. It was concluded that T3 could not be able to provide a T3 agreed response to the request until the next T3 plenary meeting that is taking place after the proposed deadline. Delegates were therefore requested to review TR 32.802 and provide any comments they may have via their SA5 delegate.

6.4
Liaisons / input from other groups

T3-020029 is an LS from the WAP forum to T3 on 'Provisioning of application access parameters' referring to T3-010653 (see also T3-020094). In that LS the WAP forum states that it has been decided to carry on this work and to define the appropriate way, according to the protocols already defined in the Provisioning specifications set, to provision "Application Access Parameters". The proposed timeline for this work includes a first draft by April 2002, and an approved version within 6 months, i.e., around June 2002. 

The WAP forum suggest that T3 consider leveraging the work accomplished in the WAP Forum / WPG / Client Provisioning group. WAP Forum / WPG / Client Provisioning look forward to further co-operation with T3 on this topic to avoid duplication of efforts in both standard organisations. 

The document was discussed in detail by a splinter group which presented a draft LS to WAP Forum / WPG / Client Provisioning copy WAP Forum / Smart Card Expert Group; 3GPP T2 in T3-020071 which was revised to and agreed as T3-020142. In this LS it is stated that a CR will be created for TS 31.102 (Characteristics of the USIM Application) to enable storage of Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) notifications, access parameters, and user preferences on the USIM. T3 state that it needs to be ensured to store these parameters on the USIM implementation-independent. See also section 10.2 of this report.

T3-020138 is a draft LS to T2 on MMS to inform T2 that T3 have discussed the storage of MMS related information in the USIM and concluded that four new files would be needed. The LS also includes a proposed CR to TS 23.140. However, since this CR had not been reviewed by T3, it was concluded that it should be sent as a company input to T2 rather than being attached to the LS.

T3 also request T2 to endorse the inclusion. With the changes, the LS was approved to be sent to T2 as T3-020148. The LS specifies the following four files:

· A new file EF_MMSN, in which the MMS Notification can be stored. 

· A new file EF_EXT8, in which extensions to the Notification can be stored.

· A new file EF_MMSCP, in which the MMS Connectivity Parameters can be stored. 

· A new file EF_MMSUP, in which the MMS User preferences can be stored.

7
Organisational matters

The chairman thanked the parting Secretary Michael Sanders for all the effort and contributions over half a decade to the advancement of SIM and USIM and smart cards in general and wished him all the best for the future in Down Under. The plenary supported this by strong acclamation.

The chairman then introduced the new ETSI secretary Claus Dietze and explained the selection procedure to the delegates. The plenary welcomed the new secretary.

8
Work program

8.1
Review of status of T3 specifications & rapporteurs

T3-020025 shows the current status of all T3 specifications following the approval of change requests at TSG-T #14 in December 2001. In addition, the status of the ETSI Project SCP specifications are shown for information.

The updates required to the document are as follows:

· TS 23.019 should read TS 43.019 ‘Subscriber Identity Module Application Programming Interface (SIM API) for Java Card’.

· The current version of TS 23.048 Rel-5 is 5.2.0.

It was noted that the new rapporteur of TS102.222 ’Administrative commands for telecommunications applications’ is Monika Girnghuber who succeeded Michael Meyer (both Giesecke & Devrient).

T3-020066 is the letter of resignation of Gerald Maunier, Gemplus as rapporteur of the WI “USAT Interpreter Test”. T3 thanked Gerald Maunier for all his contributions to this WI and appointed Britt-Mari Svensson (SmartTrust) to be the new rapporteur for this WI by acclamation.

The revised version of the status document was made available during the meeting as T3-020072.

8.2
Review of T3 (and 3GPP) work program

T3-020026 is a document describing the major changes to the previous 3GPP work plan. This work plan, Version 2001 dated December 12th was distributed for information.

8.3
New work items

T3-020047 is a draft Work Item Description on enhancements of the USAT Interpreter for REL-6.

Objectives of the WI are:

· End-to-end security.

· Key management and key generation.

· Certificate management.

· Support of Cell Broadcast as a transport bearer.

· Specification of other transport bearers, e.g. GPRS, Bluetooth.

· Support of bookmarks.

· Caching.

· Investigation of TS 31.114 to be split into two separate parts Administration and Protocol.

· Investigation of administrative procedures of other applications with a view of using them for interpreter purposes.

During the discussion the following comments were made:

· These work items seem to be very generic and platform related. The conclusion is that some of the topics have to be discussed closely together with the respective committees in particular with the WG of EP SCP.

· As this WI seem to be a lot of work that will go on even beyond Rel-6 the next plenary need to discuss if that WI, if not transferred to EP SCP, has to be handled in a separate WG. The transfer of the WI is to be agreed on during the next plenary meeting.

The plenary requested the next ad hoc meeting to divide the list of objectives into 2 parts:

· 1st part containing the objectives that have to be included in REL-6. 

· The 2nd part includes the issues that can be postponed to a later release.

A revised version of this document was made available during the meeting in doc T3-020130 and was postponed to the next plenary.

T3-020107 is a draft Work Item Description for a Test Specification for the Security Mechanisms for the (U)SIM application toolkit TS 23.048 for Rel-4. The aim of the test specification is to ensure service interoperability between smart cards. A revised version of the document was made available during the meeting in T3-020145. The objective of the WI is to deliver tests for the Rel-5 specification. The first step will focus on the Release 4 features. In a second step, the test specification will be extended to Release 5. As a consequence, the final test specification should be structured in a way that the Rel-4 tests can be identified and run separately.

Related document: see also T3-020137 regarding request for funding for this WI.

The WI description in T3-020145 was agreed.

T3-020137 is a proposal document for the request of financial support for WI "Test Specification for the Security Mechanisms for the (U)SIM application toolkit Rel-5". It was discussed during the plenary that the document requires more detailed information on how the money will be spent. A detailed time schedule should also be included in order to endorse this document as a T3 document. After the modifications the document will be discussed on the email reflector and could than be presented as an input document to the TSG-T#15 plenary.

T3-020108 is a draft Work Item Description for the generation of a Test Specification for the SIM API for TS 43.019 Rel-4. It was noted that the new specification number will be TS 51.013. A revised version of this document was agreed during the meeting for presentation to and approval by TSG‑T #15 as document T3-020131.

9
USIM and IC Card requirements and reports

9.1 USIM and IC Card requirements (TS 21.111)
No issue was raised under this agenda item.

9.2
SIM/USIM inter-working (TR 31.900)
T3-020036 is a CR to TR 31.900 R99 containing a correction to the SIM/USIM file mapping table by removing ECC and GSM access/BCCH files from the SIM/USIM mapping table. This CR was raised because the ECC file is not shareable between the SIM and the USIM and the BCCH under DF(GSM access) does not exist anymore. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020090 as CR 002.

T3-020037 is a CR to TR 31.900 Rel-4 describing the possible CHV mappings on a multi-verification UICC. It was concluded to incorporate this CR together with the Rel-5 version of the CR raised in T3-020038 into one revised CR with the proposal raised in doc T3-020075 for Rel-4. It was concluded to split that CR (T3-020118) into two CRs. One of these CRs shall be created for R99 and a second CR shall be created for Rel-5. As there is no approved Rel-5 of the specification available it was discussed how to handle the CRs in order to avoid inconsistencies in case the CR for R99 would not be approved by TSG-T at the next plenary. The resulting versions are T3-020135 for R99 and T3-020136 for Rel-5. T3-020135 was revised to T3-020146 due to minor editorial changes which was then agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval as CR 31.900-003r1 for R99. The CR in T3-020136 was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval as CR 31.900-004 for R99.

9.3 Others

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

10
(U)SIM/UICC characteristics (TS 31.101, 31.102, TS 11.11 & 51.011)

10.1
Corrections and clarifications

T3-010688 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: Power consumption, alignment with UICC Rel-4. The outcome of the discussion was that, due to potential future problems as existing 3V MEs would not necessarily source 10mA compared with the current requirement of only 6mA, it was agreed not to proceed with the CR any further.

T3-020032 is a CR to TS 31.102 for Rel-5 adding a presence detection time interval and the condition for the presence detection to the core specification. These parameters are application specific and should thus be specified in TS 31.102 and not, as is currently the case, in TS 102 221. After some modifications new versions of this document were made available during the meeting as T3-020076 and T3-020091. The rapporteur of TS 102 221 who was present at the meeting, agreed to generate an additional CR to TS 102.221 for the next EP SCP plenary meeting to delete the application specific parameters. The CR to TS 31.102 was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval as CR 104 in document T3-020102.

T3-020035 is a CR to TS 31.102 for R99: Corrections to START-HFN and THRESHOLD files. This CR removes a reference to a non-existing file and changes the pre-personalization default value for STARTCS and STARTPS values. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval as CR 105 in document T3-020078.

10.2 Release 5 issues

T3-010494 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-5 adding the APN control list service. This feature is available in 3G and is seen to be equally useful in GSM. Therefore, this CR adds EF_ACL to the file structure, as well as the procedures to use it. It was, however, concluded that the CR will not be pursued due to backwards compatibility issues.

T3-020034 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5 introducing additional MMS files (storing MMS related information) and procedures. The proposed changes are:

· Add MMS service in EF_UST.

· Add a new file EF_MMSN, in which the MMS Notification can be stored.

· Add a new file EF_MMSCP, in which the MMS Connectivity Parameters can be stored.

· Add a new file EF_MMUP, in which the MMS User preferences can be stored.

A splinter group checked the influence on the MMS specification. During the T3 plenary it was agreed to issue this CR for Rel-4 to allow the same handling for both Rel-4 and Rel-5. The revised document was made available in T3-020089. This document was agreed in principle subject to the clarification of several minor issues. The author undertook to provide a revised version by 29 January 2002 for final email approval. Objections should be received by 8 February 2002.

Secretary’s note: 

The revised version in document T3-020147 was discussed on the email exploder. Due to changes to this document a new document number was necessary. The document was re-issued as document T3-020149 and was distributed to the email list for information. As there were no objections, the CR was finally agreed for submission to TSG-T#15 for approval as CR 107.

10.3
Other issues

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

11
Application Identifiers (TS 31.110)

T3-020048 contains a proposal for a CR to TS 102 220 to EP SCP to allocate TAR values for the USAT Interpreter that have been specified in TS 31.114. Document T3-020073 contains the revised version of this proposed CR and an LS associated to this document. In this LS T3 ask EP SCP to review the proposed CR and to consider that CR for the next version of TS 101 220 (Release 4). The LS was approved as presented.

12
(U)SIM Toolkit (TS 31.111 and TS 11.14)

12.1
Corrections and clarifications

T3-020039 is a discussion document describing the different ways of coding of the CMI file in TS 11.11 and TS 31.102. During the discussion of this document the reason for the different codings could not be clarified. Three CRs were provided in T3-020119 to TS 11.11 R99, T3-020120 to TS 51.011 Rel-4 and T3-020121 to TS 51.011 Rel-5. During the discussion of the CRs it was questioned:

· Why the coding has changed.

· Why the 3G method has been used in preference to the 2G coding.

The author was requested to clarify these issues by email by 8 February 2002. If necessary a revised version of the CR should be made available by this time. After a one week period without negative comments to the CRs they would then be considered as T3 agreed.

Secretary’s note:
As there have been outstanding issues during the email discussion, documents T3-020119, T3-020120 and T3-020121 have been postponed to the next TSG-T3 plenary meeting.

T3-020086 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-4 correcting the references to tag value definitions of some simple TLVs and adding a tag value for "Remote Entity Address". It was agreed to submit this CR as CR 062 in document T3-020103 to TSG-T #15 for approval.


Secretary’s note:
TS 102.223 v 4.2.0 is reserving TLV tag ‘48’ for “Reserved for 3GPP2 (CDMA-SMS-TPDU)”. Therefore the tag value given in CR 31.111-062 Rel-4 has to be understood as a placeholder only. The final value for this tag will be allocated by the rapporteur of 31.111 together with the secretary when incorporating the CR into the specification after TSG-T approval.


During the discussion of T3-020103 it was pointed out that similar corrections would probably apply to TS 11.14 R99. These corrections are contained in T3-020106. This CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval as CR 11.14-A209 R99 in document T3-020110.

It was further pointed out that similar corrections would apply to the corresponding CAT specification of EP SCP. It was agreed to send an LS to EP SCP to inform them about the problems found regarding the TLV definitions in the toolkit specifications. T3-020124 is the corresponding LS. In this LS T3 informs SCP about the fact that several references to Tag value definitions of some simple TLVs in the Toolkit specifications (TS 31.111 Rel-4  and TS 11.14 R99) are not correct and that Tag definitions are missing. EP SCP is asked to review the specifications in this regard. The LS was approved as presented.

T3-020132 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5 "Indication of Call Control on GPRS in UST". Due to the introduction of the call control feature on GPRS in TS 31.111 (see also document T3-020143 in section 12.2) the UST had to be updated. This CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval as CR 106 in document T3-020144.

12.2
Release 5 issues

T3-010493 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-5 to extend the call control feature with packet data parameters for GPRS. Therefore a new procedure and a new TLV data object has been added. T3-020128 is a revised version of this document. It was stated that the UST has to be updated in an additional CR (see T3-020132). Document T3-020128 turned into T3-020133 and was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020143 as CR 31.111-063 Rel-5.

T3-010627 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-5 – SIM Toolkit Originated SMS. The reason for the CR is to allow the SEND SHORT MESSAGE proactive command to send an SMS to the phone as well as to the network. This issue was discussed at the SA1 meeting in Kobe. As SA1 does not have a service requirement for this feature no further action will be taken until there is a new input from SA1.

T3-020057 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-5 'SAT Display Menus in Colour and Various Text Formats'. Document T3-020077 is the revised version of this CR. During the T3 plenary several issues were discussed. There was a concern regarding some commands being able to contain more than one text string (e.g. GET INPUT). The possibility to introduce a mechanism to associate a specific text string was therefore proposed. It was agreed by the splinter group to include this feature to the CR in document T3-020080. It was furthermore concluded that due to already existing TSG-SA1 specifications (TS 23.040) the number of colours shall be limited to 16. A revised version of this document (T3-020134) was made available during the meeting. As the Set up call command needs further study regarding the TLVs it was concluded that an email discussion should take place until 1 February 2002. As a result of that discussion a revised version of the CR should be made available by 8 February 2002. After a one week period without negative technical comments the CR would then be considered as T3 agreed.

Secretary’s note:

During the email discussion changes to this document were agreed. The revised CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020150 as CR 31.111-064 Rel-5.

12.3 Merging of 11.14 and 31.111

This topic was postponed to the next TSG-T3 plenary meeting.

12.4 Other issues

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

13
(U)SIM toolkit API and secure messaging

13.1
Java API

T3-020011 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5 specifying the behaviour of the SET-UP-MENU command issued if all the items supporting help are disabled. As the plenary had no comments on this CR the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020081 as CR 010.

T3-020012 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5 clarifying the minimum availability of the handlers when proactive session is ongoing. In that CR some clarifications were added to the specification. It was clarified that there are no backwards compatibility issues due to the proposed changes. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020101 as CR 015.

T3-020013 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5 Indication of the handler size to the applet. The reason for the change is that it is required for the development of applets to retrieve an indication of the size of the system handler in order to use features like a Bearer independent protocol. The original CR in T3-010367 introduces a new method in the public abstract class SIM toolkit.ViewHandler the super class of all handler classes. Unfortunately, this feature would break the backward compatibility rules of the Java Card™ platform. Therefore, the proposed CR introduces this method in all final handler classes. It was clarified that there are no backwards compatibility issues due to the proposed changes. The changes also ensure to be aligned with the relevant Java card specifications. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020083 as CR 011.

T3-020014 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5: Clarification of the framework behaviour for PoR using SMS SUBMIT. The clarification in this CR also affects Rel-4. The T3-API group agreed to only incorporate the change for Rel-5 in order to unify the implementation for Rel-5. In Rel-4 the ME is not affected by this behaviour. The behaviour of the Rel-4 SIM is depending on the implementation. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020084 as CR 012.

T3-020015 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5: Introduction of Concatenated Short Message in SMS Point to Point. The current specification is limited to single SMS-PP. This can be achieved by defining and modifying:

· The Framework behaviour upon concatenated short messages receipt.

· API methods allowing Toolkit Applet to access concatenated short message data.

The intention is to have a definition that allows the applet developer to develop applets independent on the way of receiving the SMS either as a single or as a concatenated SMS.

General comment: It was noted that the applet example in the Annex 43.019 would need to be updated at the next meeting to take into account the CRs mentioned above. It was clarified that there are no compatibility issues due to the proposed changes. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020085 as CR 013.

T3-020016 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5: Change in the EnvelopeResponseHandler behaviour in order to improve flexibility on the response management. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020087 as CR 014.

T3-020031 is a draft version of TS 31.130 ’USIM API for Java Card(TM)’. This specification was presented for information only. In this specification new events and SMS triggering of applets were added. Delegates are invited to comment on this document to SWG API.

13.2 C SIM API

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

13.3
Secure messaging

T3-010681 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-4 containing clarifications on the full access and on access conditions to the GSM File system in the Access Domain Parameter of the install(install). It must not be possible for an applet to perform operations on files which are protected with access conditions set to NEVER. It was concluded that this CR is also required for Rel-5. The CRs were agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020112 as CR 018 for Rel-4 and in T3-020113 as CR 019 for Rel-5.

T3-010726 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: Clarification on concatenated Response Packets. This CR was discussed by a splinter group. The group pointed out that additional changes need to be incorporated into this CR. The modified version of the CR was forwarded to SWG API for further deliberation.

T3-020019 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5 defining a link between Open Platform Security Domain and 23.048 secure messaging. This is achieved by adding an Annex B for Open Platform that specifies:

· The association between counter and key set version within the security domain.

· Use of KIc and KID fields by a security domain.

It was stated that there are no backwards compatibility issues due to the proposed changes. The revised version in document T3-020082 required minor modifications and was then agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020111 as CR 017.

T3-020053 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5 defining a USIM and SIM/USIM Access Domain to be able to specify the access rights of a toolkit application on the USIM file system. The CR applies for SIM and USIM. The document was discussed by SWG API and a splinter group. It was concluded that the document needs further study (e.g. regarding the handling of access conditions) and will be handled in the next SWG API meeting.

T3-020054 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: USIM specific behaviour for Response Packets (Using SMS-PP). It was noted that the document has not been presented to the WG API. As this document needs further study the document was handed over to SWG API and should be discussed during the next API meeting. 

T3-020056 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5 requesting the introduction of GlobalPlatform specification version 2.1 (current reference is to version 2.0.1) into TS 23.048. This introduces cryptographic mechanisms (DAP computation) and API (SecureChannel interface) designed specifically for an OTA framework. It is assumed that the new features will not introduce backwards compatibility issues. In order to ensure this, it was suggested to set up an SWG API meeting checking the specific references as well as backwards compatibility issues.

13.4
Restructuring of secure messaging specifications

T3-020049 is a draft version of TS 31.115: Secured Packet Structure for (U)SIM Toolkit Applications. In order to avoid the withdrawal of the already existing TS 23.048 Rel-5 and to start with a solid basis taking into account all remarks and new functionality. It was agreed to present this document as a Rel-6 rather than a Rel-5 specification to TSG-T#15 for information in document T3-020122. This document contains a description of which part of the split the document refers to as well as minor editorial changes.

T3-020050 is a draft version of TS 31.116: Remote APDU Structure for (U)SIM Toolkit Applications. It was agreed to present this document as a Rel-6 rather than a Rel-5 (see also T3-020049 for information on the reasons) specification to TSG-T#15 for information in document T3-020123.

13.5 Other issues

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

14
Other T3 work items/areas

14.1 (U)SIM Toolkit Interpreter

Transfer of WI to EP SCP

A general discussion took place whether the USAT interpreter specifications should be transferred to EP SCP. It was stated that EP SCP currently has no WI to cover that topic. Due to this reason EP SCP probably would not start working on this item before the second half of 2002. The chairman will bring up the matter at the next EP SCP plenary.

T3-010719 is a CR to TS 31.113-Rel-5: Default behaviour of USAT interpreter on 'No response from user'. A splinter group agreed to split the CR into two parts. The first part is covered in T3-020105, the second part is currently not relevant and therefore not to be considered.

T3-020105 is a CR to TS 31.113-Rel-5 Clarification on behaviour on Single Actions for Terminal Response Handler. The behaviour of the USAT Interpreter is not specified clearly when only a single action is defined for a general result range. Therefore a clarification is made on the process when only one action is assigned to a general result. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020109 as CR 007.

T3-020028 is a discussion document on security plug-ins in the USAT Interpreter. In this document it is stated that because of the wide commercial need for the standardised native commands for security features it would be very valuable to have these functions in Release 5 specification. The proposal of the discussion document is that T3 considers to agree on the CR in document T3-020027 to be incorporated into the Release 5 specification. It was noted that the draft meeting report from the last USAT interpreter ad hoc meeting had requested that comments about this particular CR shall be sent to the 3gpp_tsg_t_wg3_UI email list by 8th January. Delegates were reminded that if such a procedure is agreed within the group, then it was not acceptable to bring major comments to the following plenary meeting.

T3-020027 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5 adding Security plug-ins to the specification. The CR specifies the NCI identifiers for Rel-5 while the functionality as such will be added for Rel-6. T3-020114 is a revised version of this document. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020129 as CR 008. 

T3-020042 is V1.4.0 of the USAT Interpreter specification TS 31.114. It was commented that discussion amongst experts is still going on whether to split this document into several parts. The plenary requested to be provided with an input document detailing the issue before it would itself engage in such a discussion. It was concluded to send the document to TSG-T for approval after resolving the open issue on the administrative command ‘Install/remove plug in’ and incorporating necessary editorial changes.

A first revision of this document was made available during the meeting as document T3-020067. Document T3-020115 includes the administrative commands ‘install plug in’ and ‘remove plug in’ and the link to the Open platform specification as an alternative possibility as a note. It was concluded to revise the document to turn the note into mandatory text. This was done in document T3-020127. The document was agreed for presentation to TSG-T#15 for approval.

T3-020043 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5: Extended WML Annex. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020074 as CR 005.

T3-020044 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5: Extended Error Handling. This CR enhances the error handling of the USAT Interpreter. A splinter group discussed this issue and it was decided to postpone this feature to Release 6. The CR has to be re-issued as a Rel-6 CR by the USAT interpreter ad hoc meeting.

T3-020045 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5 containing miscellaneous corrections and clarifications on the specification. The changes are intended to avoid implementation dependant behaviour of the USAT interpreter. T3-020088 contains the revised version of this document. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020092 as CR 006.

T3-020055 is a document describing the technical solution of plug-in administration in TS 31.114.

This document was discussed in a splinter group only and might be presented to the plenary at a later stage.

T3-020061 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5: Terminal Response Handler Modifier 'remove' attribute enhancements. This document needs further investigation at the next USAT Interpreter ad hoc meeting and will be included for Release 6.

T3-020062 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5: Solved General Result Ranges overlapping, and enhanced to be future proof. This document needs further investigation at the next USAT Interpreter ad hoc meeting. The CR will be taken into account for Release 6.

T3-020063 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5: Reserved anchor names. The splinter group proposed to postpone this document to Rel-6 as it is an enhancement of functionality to the current Release. There were no backwards compatibility issues detected.

T3-020064 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5: Terminal Response Handler Action TLV attribute enhancement. The splinter group proposed to postpone this document to Rel-6 as it is an enhancement of functionality to the current Release. There were no backwards compatibility issues detected.

14.2 IMS (IP Multimedia Subsystem)

T3-020017 is a discussion document from TIM on ISIM issues. In this document it is argued that it is not true that IMS authentication needs parameters that should be independent of the corresponding USIM data in order to support the IMS access network independence. It is concluded that TIM does not agree with the proposal to introduce a new additional authentication module for the ISIM is disliked.

This document will be further discussed at a meeting dedicated to ISIM issues hosted by ETSI in Sophia Antipolis from 19-21 March 2002. This meeting is also a topic of an LS to SA1 and SA3 on ISIM support of IMS. It was noted that the first priority for the ad hoc meeting should be to work on TS 31.103. Subsequently the mapping for the files if the ISIM is to be placed under the USIM would be investigated. The LS was approved in document T3-020139 superseding the draft version in T3-020125.

T3-020126 is a presentation of T3 Working assumptions on the ISIM. It was agreed to add this presentation as revised in document T3-020140 as an attachment to the LS in document T3-020139.

T3-020052 is a discussion document on ISIM matters. The document is intended to clarify the needs for storage of IMS specific parameters in the UICC. It is also intended to describe the most flexible solution to cope with the use of either ISIM or USIM for IMS.

T3-020093 is TS 33.203 v1.0.0 “Access security for IP based services (Rel-5)” from SA3 for information. The document was noted.

15
Other Release 5 issues

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

16
Test issues

16.1 Interface tests (TS 31.120 and 31.121, 51.010-1)

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

16.2 UICC/USIM conformance tests (TS 31.122)

T3-010762 is a CR to TS 31.122-003r1 R99: Corrections in tests for T=1.T3-010785 is a CR to TS 31.122-002 R99: Removal of incorrect Conformance Requirement in T=0 test. It was agreed to merge the two CRs. The resulting document is T3-020059. After some minor modifications the document was made available as T3-020095 and further revised as T3-020096. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval in document T3-020117 as CR 006.

T3-020046 is a CR to TS 31.122 R99: Removal of an invalid transfer protocol test case. The test case in 6.4.3.1.4.4 h) is an invalid test case and has been deleted from the specification. The test case in 6.4.3.1.4.4 g) is only used in preparation for 6.4.3.1.4.4 h), therefore it is no longer required and has also been deleted. New test steps from 6.4.3.1.4.4 g) to 6.4.3.1.4.4 i) have been added to fulfil the conformance requirement 3. Document T3-020097, a revised version of document T3-020046, turned into T3-020116, which was agreed for submission to TSG-T #15 for approval as CR 005.

16.3
(U)SIM toolkit Java API tests (TS 11.13)

T3-020033 is a CR to TS 11.13 R98 regarding: ’Testing Framework Update for the 3GPP TS 11.13 Specification adding missing text and correction to the framework part’. It was concluded to proceed this document by email approval within the following 2 weeks. If no comments are received the CR is automatically agreed. If there are technical changes and discussions one additional week is granted for technical changes and discussions. With the inclusion of this CR the specification would then be complete.

Secretary’s note:

Document T3-020033 was discussed by the testing API ad hoc meeting. The outcome of that discussion is included in document T3z020229. This document was agreed by the ad hoc meeting and was sent on the email exploder for further comments. As there were no objections to this document the CR has been forwarded to TSG-T#15 for approval as CR 004.

16.4
(U)SIM toolkit tests (TS 11.10-4)

T3-020018 is a CR to TS 11.10-4 R99. In order to achieve an upgrade of the test specification to R99 functionality an update of SIM application toolkit test specification to align with the core specification, TS 11.14 is required. It was concluded to present this document to TSG-GERAN 5. After that presentation the document will be updated. Delegates, in particular representatives of ME manufacturers are requested to provide input.
