OBJECT: Provisioning of Application Access Parameters

During our last meeting in Berlin, December 2-6, we have reviewed a change request (T3-010653) that has been presented to 3GPP / T3 in Kyoto in November 2001, re. Provisioning of MMS parameters in the USIM.

During the same meeting we had a presentation of an input paper regarding the extension of the WAP Forum Provisioning specifications to cover the provisioning of "Applications Access Parameters". These parameters would include for instance all parameters in the "MMS Service Configuration Parameters" and "MMS Access Parameters" categories in the above-referenced CR. Parameters in the "MMS Notification Parameters" and "MMS User Preferences" categories are not covered in the first place as the need to "provision" this information, as opposed to just persistently store it in a secure place, is not clear. 

It has been decided to carry on this work and to define the appropriate way, according to the protocols already defined in the Provisioning specifications set, to provision "Application Access Parameters". The proposed timeline for this work includes a first draft by April 2002, and an approved version within 6 months, i.e., around June 2002.

As we feel that there is some overlap between the work being proposed to 3GPP / T3 through this above-referenced CR, and the work that was carried on in our group to define a generic provisioning framework and that is being extended to cover application parameters, we would like to suggest that 3GPP / T3 considers leveraging the work accomplished in the WAP Forum / WPG / Client Provisioning group.

3GPP and the WAP Forum are already collaborating on a number of topics, among which, and most notably in this case, the definition of the MMS where the T2 / SWG3 group is referring to the work done by WAG / MMDC and vice versa.

If 3GPP / T3 agrees to co-operate with the WAP Forum on this topic, there would need to be a process established to handle the definition of future parameters in the Provisioning framework.

WAP Forum / WPG / Client Provisioning look forward to further co-operation with the 3GPP / T3 on this topic to avoid duplication of efforts in both standard organizations.
