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The (draft) version of TS 11.10-4 R99 contains several test cases applicable to MEs that support the facilities UCS2 Display and UCS2 Entry as indicated by Bits 7 and 6 of the second byte of the TERMINAL PROFILE.

These UCS2 relevant test cases require display and entry of Russian text, i.e. using Cyrillic letters.

Now, for the sake of example, let’s consider a device for the Chinese market that supports Chinese and English. This device would support the Latin and Chinese character set as defined by UCS2, but it would not support display and entry of text in the Cyrillic alphabet. Consequently, this ME could not pass the test cases of TS 11.10-4 R99, even though it delivers full functionality to its target market.

We would like to open the discussion on what support of “UCS2 display” and “UCS2 Entry” in SIM Toolkit implies. Does an ME supporting these features always have to support display and entry of Cyrillic text or even the full range of UCS2?
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
