Transportation

Transportation from the airport to Maastricht:

By train

Maastricht has an airport that is located around 10 km north of the city. Public transport and taxis are available from the airport.

Flight connections to and from Maastricht airport are not that frequent. Therefore, depending on your connection and where you come from, it might even be better to fly to Brussels or Amsterdam and take a train to Maastricht from there.

Information on the train connections can be found on the URL www.ns.nl, choose the English version, choose to go to the NS site.

Please select on the NS site “Snelplanner” and give your route.

Note the following by filling in your route:

From Amsterdam Airport (=Schiphol) to Maastricht. Duration: (2h30 hrs.

From Brussels airport (=Brussels Nat. Lucht) to Maastricht. Duration: (2h45 hrs.

From Düsseldorf airport (=Duesseldorf-Flughafen) to Maastricht. Duration: (3h10 hrs.

The planner will give you detailed information on departure/arrival times and railway stations where you need to transit.

The Crowne Plaza Maastricht is located at a walking distance of 10 minutes from  the railway station.

By taxi

When you need a taxi from Schiphol you can also use the Schiphol travel taxi.
Schiphol Travel Taxi is a national taxi service for anyone travelling to or from Schiphol. It is cheap and fast and saves you having to lug your suitcases around. If you enter the four-digit postal code of your destination (6221) on the site www.schiphol.nl, you will be presented with an overview of the costs straightaway. If you are travelling as a group, you will receive an attractive discount. You can book your return journey to Amsterdam Schiphol Airport at the same time. 

Directions to the Crowne Plaza Maastricht by car:
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Route description coming from the north 

(Maastricht, Amsterdam and Düsseldorf airports):

Take the A2 highway in the direction Maastricht and Luik. 

Once in Maastricht turn right at the 5th traffic light.

Proceed through the tunnel.

Follow the signs to the Crowne Plaza Maastricht. 

Route description coming from the south 

(Brussels airport):

Take the A2 highway in the direction Maastricht and Eindhoven. 

Once in Maastricht turn left at the 2nd traffic light.

Proceed through the tunnel.

Follow the signs to the Crowne Plaza Maastricht. 

Practical information

Time zones:

The Netherlands is in the Central European Time Zone, one hour ahead of GMT. During daylight saving time clocks are turned forward one hour. As a result, in summer The Netherlands is on GMT +2. In 2002 the daylight saving period starts on March 31 and ends on October 26.

Electricity:

The voltage in The Netherlands is 220 volts. Hotels may have a 110-volt or 120-volt outlet for shavers, but travellers are advised to bring a power converter and an adapter for two-prong, round-prong plugs with side grounding contacts.


Please be sure you have the correct adapter. Voltage converters will not be provided at the meeting.

Visa:

A valid passport is all you need to enter The Netherlands. Check with the Dutch Embassy or Consulate in your own country whether you need a visa. They also have the necessary forms you have to complete. You will find the addresses of the Dutch embassies and consulates on the home page of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, www.minbuza.nl/english.

Telephony system:

To call The Netherlands you dial your international dialling code, followed by 31 (country code for The Netherlands), then the area code (omit the first zero) and the local number.


GSM Coverage: 

There is GSM coverage in Maastricht. 

Water:

You do not need any inoculations for The Netherlands. It is safe to drink tap water.
