Opening of the meeting (19. August 2002 at 9:30am)

Dr Klaus Vedder, TSG-T3 chairman, opened the 24th plenary meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3) at 9:30am on 19 August 2002. Ed Ehrlich representing the NA Friends of 3GPP welcomed the delegates on behalf of the North American Friends of 3GPP.

2
Roll call of delegates

The meeting was attended by 40 delegates from 11 countries. The list of delegates can be found in Annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from: Susanna Eskola and Britt-Mari Svensson (both SmartTrust), Sabine van Niekerk (Siemens), Thomas Labbe (Orange France), Colin Hamling (O2 UK), Francois Enesser (SchlumbergerSema) and Jeremy Norris (Vodafone).

3
Input documents / Agenda

T3-020508 is the draft agenda for TSG-T3#24. After adding several documents and moving document T3-020503 to agenda item 7.2 the agenda was approved. The agenda was re-opened to add several documents during the meeting. The approved version of the agenda can be found in Annex B of this report.

4
Notification of IPR obligations

T3-020611 contains a presentation of the IPR obligations of the delegates. The Chairman read out the text and drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

· Investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

· Notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organizational Partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.

Approval of report from TSG-T3 #23

T3-020509 is the draft report of TSG-T3 #23, 21 - 24 May 2002 in Espoo Finland. After some minor editorial changes the report was approved and can be found in T3-020510.

6
Election of TSG-T3 chairman

The Chairman pointed out that the call for candidatures took place according to the 3GPP rules. There was one candidature of Nigel Barnes received prior to the meeting. T3-020623 contains the supporting letter and the CV of Nigel Barnes.

The Chairman asked the plenary if there are any further candidates. As this was not the case the Chairman asked after a brief discussion on the candidature of Nigel Barnes whether there are any objections to appoint the new Chairman by acclamation. As there have been no objections Nigel Barnes was appointed by acclamation. The Chairman asked Nigel Barnes whether he would accept the appointment. Nigel Barnes answered affirmatively and the Chairman handed over the Chair to the new Chairman congratulating him on his election and wishing him all the best for the future.

Nigel Barnes thanked the outgoing Chairman on behalf of the delegates for all his effort and for the excellent and consensus driven conduct of the technical body. (see also clause 8)

Reports and Liaisons

7.1
Report from TSG plenary meetings (#16)
T3-020512 is the annotated report of T3 related decisions made at TSG T plenary #16. As there have been no comments and questions from the Plenary the report was noted.

T3-020552 is a highlighted Draft SA #16 report. In this document the T3 related issues discussed during the SA plenary #16 were highlighted. The report was noted.

7.2
Reports from T3 Sub Working Groups and ad hoc meetings
T3-020503 is a report on the USAT Interpreter Test work item. The report pointed out that the scheduled USAT Interpreter Test ad-hoc meeting #75 (hosted by SmartTrust) was cancelled due to no registered delegates. Furthermore a current status of work and the status of the specification were given in the report. The report stated that if there will not be further contributions the Work Item might die. The Chairman asked the interested companies to become more active in the work and to provide contributions. The report was noted.

T3-020506 is the draft report of T3 ad hoc meeting #76 (hosted by SchlumbergerSema) about Java Card API testing. The content of the report as well as the content of T3-020505, the draft report of T3 SWG API #13 meeting, is summarized in the overview presentation given in T3-020507. Therefore the reports in T3-020506 and T3-020505 were noted. In T3-020507 the Plenary is asked for advice on how to process the issue on “Applet Access Conditions”. It was discussed if an applet can have access to files that are protected by a blocked PIN. Security concerns were raised and further discussion during the plenary meeting was requested on this issue including the clarification of possible impacts and backwards compatibility. It was mentioned that network operators requested to separate the smart card internal file access from the access to files over the UICC/ME interface. The reason for this is that it might be necessary to run applets shortly after powering-on the card and even before the user entered the verification code. It was stressed that it was too late to change this behaviour for the SIM. It was also mentioned that the current solution (the separation) should not be changed as the responsibility of the applets and the files on the card is under the control of the network operators. It was also mentioned that this access to files has to be seen as administrative and is therefore out of scope of standardization. The presentation was noted.

T3-020608 is the report of ad-hoc#74 on TS 11.10-4 hosted by Gemplus in Gémenos, France on 1–2 July 2002. The ad hoc meeting agreed that the outstanding work on Send USSD and an outstanding contribution to the BIP test should not delay the approval of the specification as these changes could be added to the specification afterwards by using the CR procedure. It was mentioned that the specification in T3-020607 had been made available for quite some time. The report was noted. The specification in T3-020607 was reviewed by a splinter group and the splinter group concluded (and thus affirmed the proposal of the ad hoc meeting) that the missing BIP and SEND USSD tests have to be added to the specification at a later stage by a CR. The draft specification in T3-020607 was revised to T3-020709, containing TS ab.cde v1.2.0, during the splinter group session. During this session the Secretary pointed out that there is no official agreement with GERAN 5 on the “take over” of the responsibility of TS 11.10-4 as well as on the evolution of this specification to R99. It was proposed to suggest as a next step (after the approval of the specification) that GERAN 5 withdraw the earlier releases of TS 11.10-4. The specification in T3-020709 was agreed to be submitted to T for approval. It was proposed (but not concluded) to set up a SWG on this. It was concluded to call an ad hoc meeting on this topic.

Secretary’s note:

After the meeting the Chairman and the Secretary sent a letter to the GERAN5 chairman to support the approval of this specification as 11.10-4 Release 99 as a T3 specification. GERAN5 held plenary meeting #6 27-29 August 2002 in Los Angeles. There was no response received before the beginning of the T plenary meeting. Therefore TS 11.10-4 R99 was presented for conditional approval subject to a final GERAN5 agreement/decision.

7.3
Liaisons / input from 3GPP groups
T3-020212 is a reply LS from TSG-SA3 (S3-020136) to SA5 SWG-A copy to T2 and T3 on: User Equipment Management Feasibility Study (SA5's TR 32.802). The LS has been postponed from T3 meeting #23 due to lack of time. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the document was noted.

T3-020213 is a reply LS from TSG-SA3 (S3-020163) to SA1 copy to CN1, CN4, SA5, T2 and T3 on: Support for subscriber certificates. The LS has been postponed from T3 meeting #23 due to lack of time. It was discussed whether this LS should be forwarded to EP SCP. Paul Jolivet and Scott Guthery volunteered to draft a response LS to the LS to TSG SA3 copied to EP SCP. As there was no action to be taken by T3 document T3-020213 was noted. The response LS in T3-020628 was made available during the meeting. The LS points out that the creation of a subscriber certificate or a digital signature on a mobile device may usefully involve the computational capabilities of the UICC as well as its data storage capabilities. It also mentions that there is a WI on a related topic that has been approved by ETSI SCP. The LS was approved as presented.

T3-020214 is an LS from TSG-SA5 SWG-A (S5-020027) to T2, T3 and SA3 on User Equipment Management Feasibility Study (SA5's TR 32.802). The LS was postponed from T3 meeting #23 due to lack of time. The LS was checked offline and a reply LS was created in T3-020666. The reply-LS apologises for the late T3 response and states that T3 look forward to working with SA5, T2, and SA3 in furthering the Release 6 definition of the UEM functionality, which is described in the UEM Feasibility Study. The LS was approved as presented.

T3-020517 is an LS from TSG-T (TP-020168) to CN1 copy to RAN2, GERAN1 and T3 on: An error discovered in TS 11.11 and TS 51.011. The document was noted.

T3-020523 is an LS from TSG-SA5 SWG-A (S5-022110) to T2, T3 and SA3 on: Rel-6 WID for User Equipment Management. It was concluded to review the LS in detail offline. The outcome of the offline investigation was the LS to SA5 copied to T2 and SA3 in T3-020667. The LS informs SA5 that T3 have drafted a WID (attached to the LS as T3-020668) to accomplish the Work Task as described in the UEM Building Block work item. Provided that the UEM Building Block is approved at SA5#30, it is intended to present the T3 Work Item on UEM USIM aspects to T#18 for approval. The LS was approved after some editorial changes to the draft version of the document. The draft WID was made available in T3-020668. This WI is supposed to be for Rel-6 and covers the USIM as well as other applications like the ISIM. An existing SA5 WI builds the basis for this T3 WI.

T3-020524 is an LS from TSG-SA3 (S3-020448) to SA5 SWG-A copy to T2 and T3 (re: S5-022110) on: Release 6 WID on User Equipment Management – security aspects. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-020525 is an LS from SA3 (S3-020399) to T3 (re: T3-020379) on: OFM and the IMS service. The LS states that the ciphering indicator (OFM) is applicable in the context of the bearer service and that the OFM is independent of the fact that IMS traffic is transmitted. It was concluded to create a CR to TS 31.103 Rel-5 deleting the ciphering indicator (OFM). The LS was noted. The resulting CR in T3-020629 was merged with the CR in T3-020665 (see chapter 16.1 for further information on the discussion of the CR).

T3-020557 is an LS from TSG-SA1 (S1-021466) to T2 and T3 on: Reply on questions concerning Automatic bearer selection for MMS. As T3 already responded to the original LS sent by T2 this LS was noted.

T3-020619 is an LS from TSG-SA1 (S1-021835) to T3 and SA2 copy to SA5, SA3 and CN1 on: Response to T3-020406/S1-021427 (Response “Liaison Statement on Access to IMS Services using 3GPP R99 and Rel-4 UICCs” (S1-020577)). As there are no actions to be taken by T3 the document was noted. The document header states the wrong document number T3-0206xx instead of T3-020619.

T3-020621 is a Reply LS (to T3-020407) from TSG-SA1 (S1-021839) to T3 on: ISIM for support of IMS. The document header states the wrong document number T3-0206xz instead of T3-020621. The LS was noted. It was concluded that the requirement on having multiple ISIMs on the UICC has to be present in TS 31.103. Therefore a CR in T3-020630 had to be created. A response LS in T3-020631 was generated. The CR in T3-020630 to TS 31.103 Rel-5 on: Multiple ISIMs requirement was discussed. It was commented that there is a generic behaviour defined in the UICC that specifies the handling of the last selected application. It was commented that in TS 102 221 it is not obvious for which application this feature is mandatory and that this indication should be done within the application specific specification. It was commented that this requirement was raised by SA1 and that this is a 3GPP specific requirement. It was proposed to have a revised version of the CR based on TS 102 221. The revised version was presented to the Plenary having the same document number. It was suggested to postpone the CR in T3-020630 and the reply LS in T3-020631 to the next meeting, which they were.

T3-020622 is an LS from TSG-SA1 (S1-021831) to S2, S3 and S5 copy to T3 on: New requirements about functionality to make subscription to different domains independent or linked based on operator decision. The document header states the wrong document number T3-0206yx instead of T3-020622. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-020624 is a Reply LS (to T3-020417) from TSG-T2 (T2-020729) on DCS values for SIM data download. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-020625 is a Reply LS (to T3-020411 and T3-020352) from TSG-T2 (T2-020811) on MMS UA behaviour with Respect to Handling MMS Parameters on the USIM. The LS was reviewed by a splinter group. The splinter group proposed some changes to the CR attached to the LS. In the revised version of the CR basically replaced “should” by “shall”. It was concluded to send back a reply LS with the modified CR attached. This LS was made available to the plenary in T3-020701 on MMS Parameters on the USIM and was approved. It was concluded to attach the agreed CR in T3-020702 (see chapter 11.1 for further information on this CR) to the LS.

7.4
Liaisons / input from other groups

T3-020386 is a Reply LS from the GSMA SCaG (SC doc 027_02) to GSMA TWG, SERG, MSIG copy to T3 on: MMS support on USIM Rel-4. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-020518 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-020181) to T3 on: Increase of Communication Speed on ME/UICC Interface. Two proposed CRs presented to the Plenary in T3-020579 and T3-020582 addressed this issue (see 11.11 for further information on these CRs). A response LS in T3-020633 to EP SCP copy to EP SCP WG1 was created asking EP-SCP to confirm the approval of the mentioned ETSI TS 102 221 Rel-6 proposed CR and the final decision taken on that matter. After editorial changes to the draft version of the document the LS was approved.

T3-020519 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-020178) to T3 on: Transfer of the ownership of 3GPP TS 42.019 from REL-6 onwards to ETSI EP SCP. A question on the handling of the requirements for the 3GPP specific part was raised. It was concluded to handle possible future T3 applications specific requirements by creating a new work item on this within T3. It was concluded to send an LS to T copy to EP SCP in T3-020634 asking T to approve the proposed transfer of the ownership of TS 42.019 from Rel-6 onwards. The document was approved after some minor editorial changes to the draft version of the document.

T3-020520 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-020173) to T3 copy to EP SCP WG3 on: Tag value reservation in Toolkit specifications. The resulting CRs to TS 11.14 R99 and TS 31.111 Rel-4 were created during the meeting in T3-020635 and T3-020636 respectively. As T3-020635 was seen as being not an essential correction, the CR to TS 11.14 R99 was withdrawn. The CR to TS 31.111 Rel-4 on Tag value reservation in Toolkit specifications in T3-020636 was agreed to be submitted for approval as CR 071.

T3-020521 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-020170) to T3 on: Possible misinterpretation of the 'n' letter in length parameter tables of TS 23.048 Rel-5. It was concluded to generate a reply LS in T3-020637 to EP SCP with the CR in T3-020638 attached. The LS in T3-020521 was noted. The LS in T3-020637 informs EP SCP about the changes that were agreed within T3. The LS was approved as presented. The CR in T3-020638 changes the use of ‘n’ in the table and was agreed to be submitted to T for approval as CR 025 provided it is confirmed by email until Wednesday, 28.08.2002, 17:00 ETSI time.

Secretary’s note:

The CR in T3-020638 was confirmed. No revision or objection was received during the email procedure.

T3-020522 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-020157) to T3 on: Reservation of TARs for USAT Interpreter and an AID for the ISIM application. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-020620 is an LS from GSMNA CTO Advisory Group (GSMNA Doc 051/02) to SA1 copy to GSMA SERG and T3 on: Storage of MMS Parameters on the SIM. It was concluded to generate the CR in T3-020639 to TS 51.011 Rel-4 to add the parameters. It was commented that the CR in T3-020639 is not an "essential correction" but an "addition of feature". It was pointed out that there is currently no formal requirement for this given by SA. As T3 intends to be predictive and to foresee the requirement being defined by SA#17 it was proposed to conditionally agree on the change in order to be ready to implement any changes as soon as the requirement is defined by SA. T3’s view is that the issue is quite urgent, as the industry wants to have this feature quickly. It was proposed to agree on the CR and to leave the decision up to T to approve or conditionally approve the CR subject to the SA decision. It was further proposed to not implement the CR until the SA decision has been made. The majority of the meeting supported this view with Nokia objecting to the procedure. It was concluded to change the category to ‘B’, addition of feature. It was concluded to extend the T3 approval procedure for in-depth technical review of the contents until Wednesday, 28.08.2002, 17:00 ETSI time.

Secretary’s note:

The CR was editorially revised during the email approval process to T3-020720. In this version the tag ‘AX’ was replaced by the corresponding tag value ‘AB’ which is reserved already within TS 102 221. As this change had to apply in all tables within the CR the document was finally agreed in T3-020720rev1 as CR 015. The secretary performed the following editorial change to the cover page of this revision: correcting the field "current version of the specification".

7.5
Status of EP SCP specifications and work items
T3-020514 contains the current status of EP SCP specifications and WI for information. The document was noted.

8
Organisational matters

This agenda item was re-opened at the second day of the meeting to call for a second vice-chairman. It was announced that the election of the second vice-chairman is going to take place at the next T3 plenary meeting in November 2002. The secretary will send out an email on this topic.

T3-020679 is a valediction from Colin Hamling of Dr. Klaus Vedder presented at the social event. The document was noted with applause.

9
Work program

9.1
Review of status of T3 specifications & rapporteurs
T3-020513 contains the current status of all TSG-T3 specifications and all active WI. A comment on the separation of the C-SIM API WI into two separate WI was raised. It was concluded to check if the WI has to be separated into two WIs, one for the core specification and a second one for the test specification. In addition Sonia Compans, Gemplus, volunteered to become the new rapporteur of TS 31.103 and was appointed by acclamation. Furthermore Christophe Dubois (SchlumbergerSema) has been appointed by acclamation to become a Co-Rapporteur of TS 31.111.

T3-020502 is a resignation letter of Jeremy Norris, the rapporteur of the ISIM specification TS 31.103. The document was noted.

T3-020610 is a resignation letter of Rapporteurship for GSM TS 11.17 and TS 11.10-4. Neil Duffell (Aspects) volunteered to become the new rapporteur of TS 11.17 and was appointed by acclamation.

9.2
Review of T3 ToRs

T3-020526 is a discussion document on the review of TSG-T3 ToRs as approved at T plenary #2. The ToRs were reviewed during an offline session in order to reflect the current situation and tasks T3 deals with. The updated ToRs were made available in document T3-020648. The editorially modified version of the ToRs was agreed and it was concluded to transmit the document to T for approval.

9.3.
New work items

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

10
USIM and IC Card requirements and reports

10.1
USIM and IC Card requirements (TS 21.111)
T3-020569 is a CR to TS 21.111 R99: Clarification on the use of the USIM and the SIM. There was an objection to this CR as it is mixing up the “support of the SIM” and the “access to the network”. A comment on the reference to TS 11.11 was raised if it should be to TS 51.011 instead. Another comment on the interpretation of “dual mode” (air interface versus UICC platform point of view) was raised. The CR was revised to T3-020652. The draft version of T3-020652 was editorially modified on the coversheet and was agreed to be submitted for approval as CR 007. The corresponding CRs in T3-020653 for Rel-4 and T3-020654 for Rel-5 were editorially changed in the same way and are category ‘A’ changes. T3-020653 was agreed as CR 008, T3-020654 was agreed as CR 009.

10.2
SIM/USIM inter-working (TR 31.900)
No issue was raised under this agenda item.

10.3
Others

T3-020516 is a discussion document on: Update and Review of TR 21.905 Rel-5 regarding TSG-T3 related issues. The document proposes to add the relevant T3 abbreviations and definitions to TR 21.905 and to review the term “UICC” as well as the term “SIM” in the technical report. Several delegates commented that most of the abbreviations and definitions included in T3 specifications are specific to the specification and therefore they preferred to leave the abbreviations and definitions in the respective T3 specifications rather than moving them into TR 21.905. It was concluded to check on the abbreviations and definitions one by one in order to decide whether they should be moved into TR 21.905 or not. The updated version of this document was made available in T3-020651. There were some editorial changes done to the draft version of this document during the plenary. The modified version of the document was turned into a proposed CR in document T3-020651. It was concluded to attach the proposed CR to the approved LS to SA1 in T3-020660 on: proposed Change Request to TR 21.905 Rel-5. It was noted that if the changes proposed to SA1 will be implemented into TR 21.905 Rel-5 some work on the T3 specifications have to be done.

11
(U)SIM/UICC characteristics (TS 31.101, TS 31.102, TS 11.11 
& TS 51.011)

11.1
Corrections and clarifications
T3-020121 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-5: CMI alignment with TS 31.102 Rel-5. This CR was postponed from the last plenary meeting subject to the TSG-T decision on the withdrawal of TS 51.011 Rel-5. As TS 51.011 Rel-5 has been withdrawn the CR is no longer applicable and the document was withdrawn.

T3-020273 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5: Storage of melodies in a USIM. As there was no Alcatel delegate present at the meeting to present this Rel-6 feature the document was postponed until the next T3 plenary meeting T3 #25. It was concluded that if there is no support for the CR at the next plenary the CR will be rejected.

T3-020293 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-4: Change in MMS Reference. It was concluded to follow the authors’ suggestion (Siemens) to withdraw the CR.

T3-020296 is a CR 51.011 Rel-5: The identifier of EF_RPLMNACT (RPLMN Last used Access Technology) is inconsistent within the specification. This CR was postponed from the last plenary meeting subject to the TSG-T decision on the withdrawal of TS 51.011 Rel-5. As TS 51.011 Rel-5 has been withdrawn the CR is no longer applicable and the document was withdrawn.

T3-020300 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-5: EF_CNL and EF_DCK are missing in the Figure 'Files identifiers and directory structures of GSM'. This CR was postponed from the last plenary meeting subject to the TSG-T decision on the withdrawal of TS 51.011 Rel-5. As TS 51.011 Rel-5 has been withdrawn the CR is no longer applicable and the document was withdrawn.

T3-020311 is a CR to TS 11.11 R99: inconsistent record length of EF_IMG. The CR was checked offline by the author on the issue related to the RFU byte. It was concluded to merge the TS 31.102 R99 version of the CR into the CR in document T3-020647. It was further concluded that the CR is an essential correction and that it has to be incorporated into TS 11.11 R99 but not to apply it to R98. There were two possible solutions discussed for this CR. The first option was to mandate the RFU byte for this file the second option was to add an optional record length in the definition of the file header. The Plenary concluded to introduce an optional record length rather than to make the RFU field mandatory as this was supposed to introduce less backwards compatibility issues. The revised version of the CR was made available in T3-020716 and was agreed as CR A132. The Rel-4 version of the CR to TS 51.011 was agreed as CR 013 in T3-020717.

T3-020528 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: EF_ICCID description. After double-checking the contents of TS 102 211 the CR needed to be revised to T3-020640. Several delegates discussed the CR offline. It was agreed to submit the CR to T for approval as CR 011.

T3-020542 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5: Alignment of the terms Interface to Core Network (TS 23.140) and Bearer (TS 31.102). Some editorial changes needed to be done to the CR. It was concluded to merge this CR into the general CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5 in T3-020703. The corresponding CR to TS 31.102 Rel-4 in T3-020543 was handled by a splinter group and was merged into the CR in T3-020702.

T3-020544 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5: Default set of MMS connectivity parameters. It was decided to check whether the corresponding T2 CRs have been created and were agreed by T2 in the week prior to the T3 plenary. It was requested to present the T2 CRs to the Plenary for information. It was concluded to merge the CR into the CR in T3-020703. The corresponding Rel-4 version of the CR was merged into T3-020702.

Secretary’s note:

There was no update on the status of the T2 CRs provided during the plenary. The CRs were also not provided for information.

T3-020546 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5: Valid combinations of MMS connectivity parameters. It was commented that it might be useful to merge this CR into one general CR on MMS and it therefore was merged into the CR in T3-020703. The Rel-4 version of the CR is included in T3-020549 (merged into T3-020702). The splinter group discussed if the proposed change in chapter 4.2.71 had to be done. This change was supposed to clarify that one set of Multimedia Messaging Issuer Connectivity Parameters may consist of one or more sets of interface to core network and bearer information, but shall contain only one MMS implementation information, one MMS Relay/Server information and one set of gateway information. The splinter group agreed to merge the first part of the CR to chapter 4.2.69 into a common MMS CR in T3-020703. It was commented that the consequence if the 2nd change will be rejected is that this lead to different interpretations of the two different files. Therefore the proposed change simplifies the implementation of the interpretation of the consistency of the data. It was commented that this causes a high workload on the terminal. Based on this discussion the Plenary concluded to also integrate the second part of the CR to the overall MMS CR in T3-020703.

T3-020555 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5: Coding example for MMS User Preferences. It was concluded to merge this CR into the CR in T3-020703. The Rel-4 version of the CR in T3-020556 was merged into T3-020702.

T3-020571 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Correction to phonebook example. It was proposed to include these changes into a general CR to TS 31.102 R99 in T3-020647. The Rel-4 version of the CR was generated during the plenary and was merged into T3-020704. The Rel-5 version (also generated during the plenary) was merged into T3-020705.

T3-020572 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Use of USIM only by 3G/GSM ME. The document was revised to T3-020655 for R99, T3-020656 for Rel-4 and T3-020657 for Rel-5. It was commented that a change was required clarifying the behaviour on the USIM application selection procedure in a dual mode (3G/GSM) ME. The CR proposes that the ME shall only use the USIM whatever the radio access technology is, UTRAN or GSM (the SIM is never used). It was stressed that there were problems discovered in existing ME implementations. The Plenary agreed on the proposed change as CR 119. The corresponding CRs were agreed as CR 120 for Rel-4 (T3-020656) and CR 121 for Rel-5 (T3-020657).

T3-020574 is a CR to TS 11.11 R99: CMI Coding Alignment with TS 31.102. Concerns regarding backwards compatibility issues were raised. As the correction is not considered to be essential the CR was withdrawn. It was concluded to also withdraw the Rel-4 version of the CR in T3-020575.

T3-020576 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: SIM/UICC clarifications. It was commented that the SIM should not be stated as being an application on the UICC within the Introduction section. There were several comments on the contents of the section “Introduction” raised and it was concluded to have a revised version of the document. The revised version in T3-020670 included the remarks made during the discussion of the CR. The changes were agreed in CR 012.

T3-020577 is a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-4: Amendment for SIM on UICC. This CR was created to be consistent with TS 51.011 Rel-4. It was proposed to remove some text in chapter 4 rather than adding text. It was proposed to postpone the CR until a more general CR to TS 31.101 re-introducing the USIM independent parts from TS 31.102 and TS 31.103 has been created (possibly for the next meeting).

T3-020578 is a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-5: Amendment for ISIM application. It was commented that the intention of the existence of TS 31.101 was to keep this document containing the differences between the ETSI specification TS 102 221 and 3GPP platform related issues. It was commented that these differences are currently included in TS 31.102 or other specifications. It was further proposed to delete the application specific parts of the document. It was concluded to postpone the CR to the next meeting.

T3-020579 is a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-6: Increase the UICC/ME interface speed. The CR created a Rel-6 version of the specification. As the latest version of TS 31.101 is a Rel-4 version, Rel-5 of TS 31.101 will be created and is technically identical to the Rel-4 version of the specification. During the discussion of the CR in T3-020579 it was commented that at some stage TSG T3 concluded not to evolve TS 31.101. The Plenary, however, concluded that the proposed change is a platform specific change applicable to all T3 applications. Therefore it was agreed to include the change into TS 31.101. As the requirement is telecommunications specific and cannot be mandated in the corresponding SCP specifications (as described in the LS) it was concluded to agree on the revised version of the CR in T3-020669 as CR 024. Furthermore this CR resulted in the fact that the CR in T3-020582 became obsolete and it was therefore withdrawn.

T3-020586 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5: Service 'Universal PIN not supported'. It was proposed by the author of the CR to postpone the CR to the next T3 plenary meeting #25 as there is currently some work being done in EP SCP WG1 that might have an impact on the topic. The document was postponed.

T3-020589 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-4: Clarification of UICC presence detection. As there was no objection the Rel-4 version of the document was agreed to be submitted for approval in T3-020645 as CR 115. The corresponding Rel-5 CR was agreed in T3-020646 as CR 116.

Secretary’s note:

Before presenting the CR to the T plenary the secretary performed the following editorial modification to the cover page: changing the category of the CR in T3-020646 to ‘A’.

T3-020590 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Incorrect 'NOTE2' in description of EF_NETPAR. It was proposed to merge this CR with another R99 CR that rectifies the relevance of a R99 change. The corresponding CRs in T3-020592 for Rel-4 and T3-020593 for Rel-5 will be merged into a general CR to TS 31.102 Rel-4 in T3-020704 and Rel-5 in T3-020705. The changes have been agreed in principal.

T3-020647 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: collection of essential corrections to R99. The CR is a result of the merger of the following documents: T3-020311, T3-020590, T3-020594, T3-020595, T3-020598, T3-020601 and the R99 version of T3-020571. The CR is identical to the Rel-4 and Rel-5 version in T3-020704 and T3-020705 apart from the addition of Extension 4 to the table in Annex A. The CR was approved as T3-020647 as CR 124.

T3-020594 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Missing identifier EF_EXT4 in Annex A. The CR was merged into the CR in T3-020647.

T3-020595 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Adding Notes to Phone Book Control. It was pointed out that the behaviour is described in the introduction of chapter 4.4.2. It was concluded to merge the R99 version of the CR into T3-020647. It was concluded to merge the Rel-4 version of the CR in T3-020596 into the CR in T3-020704. The respective CR to Rel-5 in T3-020597 was discussed. It was commented that the term “GSM terminal” might need to be replaced by a more technically precise term. It was proposed to reword the CR in a way that the setting of the flag corresponds to the change of EF_ADN rather than depending it on the terminal doing the change. The CR in T3-020597 was merged into T3-020705.

T3-020598 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Correction of identifier EF_CCP1. It was discussed if this change is an essential correction. The Plenary concluded this CR being essential and to merge to the CRs in T3-020647. The Rel-4 version of the CR in T3-020599 was merged into T3-020704; the Rel-5 version in T3-020600 of it was merged into T3-020705.

T3-020601 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Coding part missing in Previous Unique Identifier. It was concluded to replace the Coding description by a reference to the coding description of the UID. The CR was merged with the collection of essential corrections to TS 31.102 R99 in T3-020647. The corresponding CRs in T3-020602 for Rel-4 and T3-020603 for Rel-5 were merged into the general CRs to the respective releases of TS 31.102.

T3-020604 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: Incomplete description of EF_ECCP. The CR was agreed in T3-020719 as CR 014 after changes to the cover sheet.

TP-010220 contains a collection of Change Requests that were presented to TSG-T plenary #13 on: GPRS Operator Preferences. CR 42.017-001 and 51.011-001 were not approved at meeting TP#13 but sent back to T3 to be re-discussed. As there were no concerns received about the fact that the CRs have not been implemented and as there were no service requirements defined by SA1 for the feature it was concluded to withdraw the mentioned T3 related CRs in this document.

T3-020702 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-4 on: general corrections to MMS related features. This CR combines several CRs on MMS for Rel-4. The CR on: Default set of MMS connectivity parameters in T3-020545 was also merged into this CR. The wording of the CR was agreed by the splinter group. The Plenary requested to rephrase the reason for change. After some editorial changes to the coversheet and the content of the CR it was agreed for submission to T for approval as CR 117 in the final version of T3-020702. The same editorial changes to the CR applied to the draft document of the Rel-5 version of the CR in T3-020703. It was commented that this CR is a category ‘A’ CR. The CR was agreed in T3-020703 as CR 118.

T3-020704 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-4 on: Collection of essential corrections. A comment on the chapter 4.4.2 Contents of files at the DF PHONEBOOK level was raised. The CR was agreed as CR 122. The Rel-5 version of the CR in T3-020705 was agreed for submission as CR 123.

Other issues

T3-020612 is a document on UICC Security aspects. In the document the UICC is considered to be a secure device that is continuously developed further with regards to internal security features supported by the UICC for applications based on the UICC. In the document a potential problem is described that these security features implemented in the chip and utilized by the UICC could cause malfunction or failure of operation due to insufficient testing of these features. As an example a problem was described that was discovered with the light detector of the chip when operating a SIM card in a terminal with a transparent cover, even in low ambient light levels. The author volunteered to collect more information regarding this issue. The issue will be re-presented at the next meeting.

Corrections and clarifications
T3-020268 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-5: Correction of PDP context description in Channel Status TLV. This CR was approved already at T #16.

T3-020272 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-5: Introduction of the frame in SAT. The CR was handled by a splinter group. The splinter group proposed to postpone the document, as there was no delegate from Alcatel present at the meeting. It was concluded that if there is no support for the CR at the next plenary the CR will be withdrawn.

T3-020527 is a CR to TS 11.14 R99: Editorial Correction to SET UP IDLE MODE TEXT TLV Description. The CR coversheet needed to be completed. It was concluded to principally agree on the CR and to include/merge the change into a CR containing essential corrections to R99 of TS 11.14.

Secretary’s note:

As there was no other R99 CR the CR was not handled and is therefore postponed to the next meeting.

T3-020533 is a CR to TS 11.14 R99: Correction of Run AT command description. As this change is an editorial change the CR to R99 of TS 11.14 was withdrawn. The corresponding CRs to TS 31.111 Rel-4 in T3-020534 and to TS 31.111 Rel-5 in T3-020535 were handled by a splinter group. The revised version of T3-020534 in T3-020706 having a corrected coversheet was agreed as CR 072. The updated Rel-5 version in T3-020707 was agreed as CR 073.

Secretary’s note:

Before presenting the CR to the T plenary the secretary performed the following editorial modification to the cover page: moving CR number to the correct field for T3-020706 and T3-020707.

T3-020563 is a CR to TS 11.14 R99: Clarification on Channel Status TLV: relation between the Link dropped and the Channel Identifier reservation. This CR is intended to be a discussion document and to retrieve an answer to the question on the behaviour of the card if the network drops the link. The CR proposes one solution for the issue but it was requested to get the ME manufacturers view on this proposed change. The question is if the card has to perform a Close Channel if the link is dropped. There were concerns to apply this CR to R99 and TS 31.111 Rel-4 due to backwards compatibility issues. It was mentioned that this issue affects TS 43.019 as well. The corresponding CR was made available in T3-020564. ME manufacturers were requested to check on the current implementation of this functionality. The CRs in T3-020563 and T3-020564 were postponed to the next meeting.

T3-020591 is a CR to TS 11.14 R99: Clarification of the usage of busy status response for Cell Broadcast, Event download and Menu Selection Envelope. The same changes also applied to Rel-4 and Rel-5 of TS 31.111. It was commented that the behaviour of the handling of CB messages seems not to be described in full detail in TS 31.111 but that it is sufficiently described in TS 23.041. There were concerns that it is unclear for how long the same CB message shall be tried to be proceeded when the SAT application keeps on being busy. The splinter group agreed on the content of the CR, the only issue questioned was if it was possible to apply the CR to R99 as it is an addition of feature. It was concluded to raise this CR to TS 31.111 Rel-4 in order to get the feature incorporated for SIM application toolkit as soon as the merger of TS 11.14 and TS 31.111 has been finalized. It was concluded to postpone the revised version of the document in T3-020718 until the next T3 plenary meeting.

T3-020550 is a draft version of TS 31.111 Rel-4 based on the CAT specification. It was concluded to call an ad hoc meeting (see chapter 22 for further details on the meeting) on this topic in order to finalize the work.

T3-020536 is a discussion document on Cell Broadcast Download. The document was handled by a splinter group. The outcome of the discussion lead to the generation of the LS to T2 and RAN2 on Cell Broadcast Download data parameters in T3-020708. In the LS T3 ask T2 and RAN2 to confirm the length and the description of the data field of the Cell Broadcast message that has to be received by the card through an envelope command in order to be able to align the specifications with the respective T2 and RAN2 specifications. After editorially changing the draft version of the LS the document was approved. 

T3-020548 is a discussion document on: Use of ‘default’ bearer type within Open Channel Command. The document was handled by a splinter group. It was concluded to postpone the document to the next plenary meeting.

T3-020551 is a discussion document on: Toolkit specification when using an UICC with a GSM phone. The document proposes to create a Rel-4 version of TS 11.14 (as 51.014 Rel-4) for SIM toolkit in Rel-4 GERAN only terminals. This version of the specification shall be based on EP SCP TS 102 223. T3 plenary concluded at their meeting #23 in Espoo that the merged version of TS 11.14 and TS 31.111 has to be based on TS 102 223 and should also contain the Rel-4 version of TS 11.14 (or 51.014). It was pointed out that the procedure to achieve this was already concluded as well as approved in earlier T plenary meetings. It was furthermore stressed that the GSM specific parts will be highlighted in the merged document. Concerns were raised if the concluded approach was feasible. It was commented that it might be easier to create a separate TS 51.014 rather than creating a merged document. It was concluded to proceed the topic as already agreed in previous meetings and to call an ad hoc meeting to this topic (see chapter 22 for details on the meeting).

T3-020587 is a discussion document on: Transport Questions for BIP. It was mentioned that requirements should be set regarding this topic rather than checking on the current technical possibilities. The document is an outcome of an EP SCP ad hoc meeting that took place on this issue. It was commented that it needed to be checked if there was an impact on the toolkit applications for each of the questions in the document. It was concluded to postpone the document to the next meeting in order to allow delegates to check on the topic. ME manufacturers were furthermore requested to check on the issue and to provide input on this topic to the next T3 plenary meeting.

T3-020659 is a discussion document on: Issue concerning location information TLV in TS 31.111. During this discussion it was also mentioned that the TLV range is limited. It was concluded to add a note to R99 and Rel-4 that this TLV is not applicable to UMTS and that a new TLV object will be added to the Rel-5 version to be used in UMTS. It was further concluded to prepare the necessary CRs to TS 31.111 for the next T3 plenary meeting.

T3-020562 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5: Clarification on EVENT_FIRST_COMMAND_AFTER_SELECT. The revised version of the CR was made available in T3-020650. It was mentioned that this CR is only applicable for Rel-5. The CR was conditionally agreed as CR 022 subject to Email confirmation until Tuesday 27.08.2002 17:00 next week.

Secretary’s note:

The CR was confirmed by email. No revision or objection was received during the email procedure. Before presenting the CR to the T plenary the secretary performed the following editorial modification to the cover page: changing the source of the document to T3.

T3-020559 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5: Clarification on exception thrown by the SIM Toolkit Framework. The splinter group concluded to reject the CR, and plenary agreed.

T3-020560 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5: Specification alignment with approved change requests. The reason for change was modified and the document was revised to T3-020649. The editorially modified CR was agreed to be submitted to T for approval as CR 023. The corresponding CR to Rel-4 was made available in T3-020662 and was agreed as CR 024. The TS 03.19 R99 version of the CR was agreed in T3-020663 as CR A020.

T3-020613 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5: Correction of method getChannelIdentifier(). The CR was agreed by T3 SWG API. The CR was agreed for submission to T for approval in T3-020711 as CR 025 after changes to the cover page.

T3-020614 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5 Clarification of handling the statusType parameter by the framework in case of PoR. T3 SWG API agreed on the proposed changes in the CR. The CR was agreed for submission to T for approval in T3-020712 as CR 026 after changes to the cover page.

T3-020632 is a CR to TS 43.019 Rel-5: Update of the Toolkit Applet example. The CR was agreed by T3 SWG API. This CR proposes to move the corrected applet example, originally included in an Annex, into a separate zip-file. This improved the handling and the readability of the specification. It was commented that the change only applies to Rel-5. The CR was agreed in T3-020713 as CR 027.

Other issues

T3-020558 is a discussion document on: Java Card API backward compatibility issues. The intention of the document was to verify with the T3 delegates, that the UICC Java Card API meets the requirements of the companies represented in T3. The document states that it is not defined, how the card should behave, if a 3G applet on a combined 03.19 & 3G API-card includes the sim.access package using the 03.19 2G API methods. The document in T3-020588 is on the same issue and was discussed in the same context. It was commented that application providers are affected as well as network operators. The two proposed solutions in T3-020558 were given supposing that there was a requirement to support the reusability of 2G applets in 3G without re-compiling the source code. The plenary confirmed that this issue has to be resolved. It was mentioned that the issue also has an impact on the OTA server. It was commented that the intention of the 3G UICC API was to also extend the functionality of the sim.access package. It was also pointed out that the difference of the SIM and the UICC lead into differences in the APIs as well. It was commented that the sim.access package that has the same name but provides different features for the 2G SIM and the 3G UICC API. It was proposed that for new applets the new (3G) API should be used. It was pointed out (by a network operator) that there seem to be a possibility to provide backwards compatibility and that this possibility should be implemented, as it is a very serious and important issue. It was also stressed that the underlying standards provide backwards compatibility and that the APIs on top of it should provide it. Another opinion was that the 2G applications would not be just transferred to 3G by the network operators without any change and that therefore the source code has to be re-compiled anyway.

T3 SWG API was requested by the Plenary to provide some guidance on the handling and to create a white paper on backwards compatibility issues. The white paper should list the different options to achieve this goal by taking the testing issues into account. It was further concluded to raise this issue to GSMA SCaG at their next meeting. It was concluded to send an LS to SCP WG3 in T3-020710 inviting WG3 delegates for the joint SWG API meeting in September. The LS was approved in principal without being presented to the plenary. Paul Jolivet volunteered to create the LS and provide it to secretary after the meeting.

Secretary’s note:

The LS was distributed to the T3 exploder on 3.9.2002. No comments were received and the document was forwarded to the respective recipients on 10.9.2002.

T3-020500 is 3GPP TS 31.131 v1.1.2 to be submitted to T for approval. This specification was updated since the last T3 plenary meeting incorporating several comments received since then. It was concluded by the splinter group that if there was an interest on this topic a new version of the CR based on the latest Rel-6 versions of the specifications had to be created. As that was not the case the CR was suggested to be withdrawn.

T3-020529 is a CR to TS 31.113 Rel-5: Reference to non-existing pages. The splinter group agreed on the content of the CR. It was commented that this change also applies for Rel-6 and that it needs to be based on the latest version of the specification. The revised version in T3-020685 was based on v6.0.0. The splinter group agreed on the revised content of the CR that was agreed as CR 024.

T3-020618 is the USAT Interpreter Converter tool V1.2. The file was handled by a splinter group and was noted.

Corrections and clarifications
T3-020504 is a CR to TS 31.115 Rel-6: Editorial corrections to remove some duplicated specification work. The purpose of the CR was to remove figures that are already included in TS 23.040 and to replace them with a reference to this specification. The CR was agreed to be submitted to T for approval in T3-020671 as CR 001.

T3-020537 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: Clarification on computation of DES in CBC mode. This CR corresponds to a correction in a previous release. The CR was agreed to be submitted for approval in T3-020672 as CR 021.

T3-020538 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: Clarification on Put Key command. The CR was agreed within the T3 SWG API. The CR was agreed to be submitted for approval in T3-020673 as CR 022.

T3-020539 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: Minimum Security Level for the Remote Management Applications and Access conditions for Remote File Management Application. The CR was presented at T3 meeting #23. At this meeting some editorial comments were received and have been incorporated into this version of the CR. The change was agreed within T3 SWG API. It was commented that the expression “it shall be possible” was not clear. It was further commented that T3 should not instruct card issuers which security level has to apply. The specifications should instead list the different possibilities. It was concluded that the term “it shall be possible” should be replaced by a more concrete statement representing the intention of the CR. It was explained that all these mechanisms are already defined within the Java Card™ SAT applications and that it was supposed to avoid interoperability problems when also specifying the minimum security level in TS 23.048. It was commented that TS 23.048 is a generic document that is not limited to Java Card™. The revised version of the CR in T3-020674 was agreed as CR 026.

T3-020540 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: Toolkit Access with modified secret code status. The CR was intended to collect opinions on the issue from operators and to find a solution. The CR adds a sentence to TS 23.048 specifying that the access rights granted to an application are independent from the secret code status. The API group asked to have this change in order to clarify that the behaviour also applies to secret codes. The document was revised to T3-020675 and was agreed as CR 024. 

T3-020541 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: USIM specific behaviour for Response Packets (Using SMS-PP). It was mentioned that the information on the SW that was deleted by this CR is included in TS 11.14. The revised version includes the changes to the numbering of the following tables within the specification and was agreed as CR 023 in document T3-020676. The Rel-6 version of this CR to TS 31.116 was agreed in T3-020678 as CR 001.

T3-020677 is an LS to SCP on CR to 23.048 Rel-5: Agreed CRs within T3 to TS 23.048 Rel-5. The LS was approved as presented. All the agreed T3 CRs were added to the LS.

T3-020565 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: Maximum number of channels allowed for this applet instance. The CR was agreed by the splinter group. The editorially revised version of the CR was agreed to be submitted for approval as CR 020 in T3-020661.

T3-020566 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: Mandatory or optional data in the Toolkit Applet Specific Parameters field. It was concluded by the splinter group to note the CR and send it back to T3 SWG API for further elaboration, which it was.

T3-020567 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-5: Usage of GetResponse in a command string. As there was no agreement on this change it was concluded to forward the CR to T3 SWG API. The CR was noted.

The resulting CRs were included in T3-020581 to TS 31.102 Rel-5 and the Rel-4 version in T3-020583. It was pointed out that the CR in T3-020583 adds new functionality to Rel-4. It was mentioned during the plenary that there was no service requirement for this feature. The splinter group agreed that there was no requirement to specify a priority order as the user might have more than one set of parameters and thus this order might not have any meaning. Therefore the proposed CRs in T3-020581 and T3-020583 were withdrawn.

T3-020627 is an LS presented to T3 for Information: LS from TSG_SA1 (S1-021853) on Discussion on MMS configuration information. A related CR in T3-020639 was made available to the plenary (see chapter 7.4 for further information on this CR).

Other issues

T3-020584 is a discussion document on: Misleading TR 21.910 regarding dual mode UE and USIM/SIM usage. In the document the interpretation of the TR was that on one hand, TS 33.102 mandates a R99+ ME capable of UMTS AKA that has to use the USIM even when roaming on a GSM network and on the other hand, the type 1 UE as described in TR 21.910 (provided to the Plenary in T3-020585 for information) that may be interpreted as being 2 separate UEs, one pure 3G and the other pure GSM, thus using the USIM in one case and the SIM in the other. The splinter group concluded that this interpretation is not correct and therefore the splinter group proposed to note the document, which it was.

The plenary agreed on the revised CR to be submitted to T for approval as CR 010. The corresponding R99 CR in T3-020695 was agreed as CR 011.

T3-020573 is a CR to TS 31.121 Rel-4: Definition of short message. The splinter group dealing with the CR agreed on the proposed changes. The revised version of the CR was agreed for submission in T3-020696 as CR 012. As there was an issue on the message class detected after the approval of the CR the document was revised to T3-020714 and was agreed as CR 012rev1. The R99 version was agreed in T3-020697 as CR 013. As there was an issue detected after the approval of the R99 version of the CR as well, it was revised to T3-020715 and agreed as CR 013rev1. It was commented that there was an editorial issue with some of the tables and that the specification might need to be re-edited by the ETSI edithelp! department.

UICC/USIM conformance tests (TS 31.122)

T3-020570 is a CR to TS 31.122 R99 - Expected remainder of returned data string. The splinter group pointed out that the title needed to be modified. The revised version in T3-020681 was agreed to be submitted for approval to T as CR 009.

T3-020609 is a CR to TS 31.122 R99: Corrections and Clarifications. The splinter group revised this document to T3-020682. There was a comment that one CR modifies a test case related to the character repetition. This test case was supposed to be obsolete for MEs. The document was agreed as CR 010.

T3-020641 is a CR to TS 31.122 R99 on: Correction of error in read binary test case for T=0. The splinter group proposed to change the CR and revise it to T3-020683. The cover page of the document needed to be revised. The CR in T3-020698 was agreed as CR 011.

T3-020642 is a CR to TS 31.122 R99 on: Alignment of conformance requirement due to CR 088 to TS 102 221. This CR was handled by a splinter group. The cover page of the CR needed to be modified. The revised version of the CR was agreed in T3-020699 as CR 012.

T3-020643 is a CR to TS 31.122 R99 on: Correction of case 3/case 4 command tests in case of wrong P1-P2. The CR was handled by a splinter group and had no comments on the CR. After changing the cover page the CR was agreed for submission to T for approval in T3-020700 as CR 013.
