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The purpose of the present document is to clarify following issues on USIM application selection.

First issue is that the partial DF name selection in TS 31.102 is ambiguous for the usage of first/last/next/previous occurrences. At least “first or only occurrence” option should be supported in the procedure.

Basically partial-DF-name-selection shall support all occurrences. However TS 31.102 seems to accept only last occurrence for partial-DF-name-selection. In the requirement TS 21.111 (v.3.4.0) it should be restricted for the first usage of SELECT command after ATR. This restriction is 3GPP specific, i.e., ISO/IEC 7816 and other IC card specifications never support. To avoid incompatibility with other IC card specifications, this 3GPP specific usage should be restricted at first usage.

The specific usage makes another ADF-selection problem. After the first-ADF-selection-failure, terminal never select target ADF by partial or full DF-name-selection anymore. Because there is no difference of SELECT command APDU between partial and full DF name except P2. Current specification accepts only last occurrence in P2 for DF name selection. However full DF name selection requires “first or only occurrence” in P2.

Second issue is the definition of the last activated application on TS 31.102 and 31.103. This issue is also the minimum length of the partial DF name.

In R99 and Rel-4, 3G-application by explicit selection is only USIM but Rel-5 and later the application is USIM and ISIM. The minimum length of partial DF name for 3G-applications is 7 bytes (5 bytes 3G-RID and 2 bytes App code). To avoid confusion, the length should be on the specification.
