In addition all previous documents defining CRRs and test case specifications have been added to the input list because they have to be revised taking the new Work Item Description into account.

4 Work Item Description

The Work Item Description (WID) has been presented to and approved by the T3-Plenary #27 and the T-Plenary #20. It had to be revised because of the fact that Schlumberger retired from the meeting series. This loss in contributing companies will have an impact on the scope of the test suite. 

The T3 plenary approved the WID with the change that the tests shall be limited to 23.048 specific behaviour of those Open Platform commands mentioned in the 23.048. The tests should not cover Open Platform issues. It was also decided to restrict the tests to TS 43.019 and Open Platform compliant cards in the first step and extend them to all types of cards later. Because of all of this the existing documents defining CRRs and test case specifications have to be revised by the AdHoc .

The chairman pointed out that planned meetings have to be taken more seriously. It should not become a habit to cancel meetings, especially not on short notice. The participation of the supporting companies has to improve substantially in order to regain reasonable progress on the task at hand.

Please note also that Microelectronica will not attend the upcoming meetings until September 2003.

5 Release 5 Testing specification.

5.1 Email discussions

Apart from discussions about meeting dates no further email conversation took place after the last meeting. Only MEE sent their contribution.

5.2 Contributions

5.2.1 MEE specification on Annex A commands

The input document is T3z030704. The specification is reviewed taking the new WID into account.

5.2.1.1 Install(load)

A new document T3z030708 has been created for general RAM CRRs which are not specific to a certain command. The first CRR added states that the minimum security applied to a Secured Package containing Remote Applet Management (RAM) commands shall be integrity using CC or DS. This CRR has been overlooked previously. It is not clear to the AdHoc what should happen if a Secured Package with a RAM command is sent without the required minimum security. Therefore a clarification request is prepared in document T3z030707.

The following CRRs have been deleted because they are OP related and are no longer in the scope of the test suite (according to the new WID): CRRN1, CRRN2, CRRN3, CRRN5, CRRC1. The test cases covering these CRRs have also been deleted.

CRRN4 has been generalized to all Install commands and moved to document  T3z030708.

CRRP4 has been rephrased and corrected to reflect more clearly what is meant with “incorrect” and to specify the SW that is to be expected if an incorrect length error occurs.

The remaining CRRs have been renumbered.

5.2.1.2 Install(Install)

The following CRRs have been deleted because they are OP related and are no longer in the scope of the test suite (according to the new WID): CRRN1, CRRN2, CRRN3, CRRC5

CRRN4 has been generalized to all Install commands and moved to document  T3z030708.

A new CRRN1 has been added stating that toolkit registration is not active during an Install(install). The applet cannot be triggered and menu entries shall not be visible. A new CRRN2 has been added stating that toolkit registration is active during an Install(install+makeSelectable). CRRC1 has been deleted because of these two new CRRs.

In CRRN8 the word “previous” has been suppressed because it lead to an erroneous interpretation of the CRR.

A new CRRC3 has been inserted stating that the register(bArray,bOffset,bLength) method has to be called with the same AID as in the install method buffer, else the registration shall fail.

CRRN18: For Release 6 of the 23.048 the sentence dealing with the positioning of the menu entries will be clarified. This will have no impact on the test suite so far.

CRRP1 has been rephrased and corrected to reflect more clearly what is meant with “incorrect” and to specify the SW that is to be expected if an incorrect length error occurs.

CRRC3: The expected SW has been deleted because it was OP specific.

The remaining CRRs have been renumbered.

5.2.1.3 Install(MakeSelectable)

All CRRs have been deleted because they did not contain any 23.048 specific part.

The new document number for the revised Annex A commands is T3z030706.

5.2.2 Delete command CRRs

The input document is T3z030111. All CRRs have been deleted because they did not contain any 23.048 specific part. The resulting document has been merged with the revised version of T3z030203 into the new document T3z030709.
5.2.3 Load command CRRs

The input document is T3z03011. All CRRs have been deleted because they did not contain any 23.048 specific part. The resulting document has been merged with the revised version of T3z030203 into the new document T3z030709.
5.2.4 Put Key command CRRs

The input document is T3z030203.

The following CRRs have been deleted because they are OP related and are no longer in the scope of the test suite (according to the new WID): CRRN3, CRRN4, CRRN5, CRRN7, CRRN8, CRRP1, CRRP2

CRRN1 has been extended. It now says that in pre-issuance state the Put Key command is able to replace one or more existing keys at a time in an existing key set or to create a new key set.

CRRN2 has been corrected to state that in post issuance the Put Key command is able to update an existing key set version.

CRRC1 has been added to state that Put Key is not able to create a new key set version in post-issuance state.

CRRN6 has been shortened by an OP specific part.

The remaining CRRs have been renumbered.
The resulting document has been merged with the revised version of T3z030111 into the new document T3z030709.
5.2.5 Set Status command CRRs

The input document is T3z030203. All CRRs have been deleted because they did not contain any 23.048 specific part. The resulting document has been merged with the revised version of T3z030111 into the new document T3z030709.
5.2.6 Generalised Secured Package CRRs

The three input documents T3z030208, T3z030210 and T3z030211 have been merged into the new document T3z030710. No modification are introduced by the new WID.
5.2.7 Remote File Management for SIM CRRs

The input document is T3z030213. It is accepted without changes as the new document T3z030711.

5.2.8 Remote Applet Management test specification

The input document is T3z030507. It is accepted without changes as the new document T3z030712.

5.2.9 Get Status and Get Data CRRs

The input document is T3z030509.

All CRRs for the Get Status command have been deleted because they did not contain any 23.048 specific part.

The following CRRs have been deleted in the Get Data section because they are OP related and are no longer in the scope of the test suite (according to the new WID): CRRN1, CRRP1

The remaining CRRs have been renumbered. The new document number is T3z030713.

5.2.10 Remote File Management test specification

The input document is T3z030716. The AdHoc started to review this contribution but could not finish it due to lack of time.

Test case 4 has been reworked by the AdHoc because it was supposed not to be working.
