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1. Overall Description:

EP SCP thanks 3GPP T3 for their constructive suggestions for implementing the efficient coordinated management of tag values used across UICC implementations and will be happy to follow the described process involving the quick-turn provision of “very likely” tag values.

EP SCP has not planned to undertake a review of the documents managed by 3GPP T3 to insure that all the tag values used in these documents are recorded in ETSI TS 101 220.  EP SCP can state that to its knowledge all the tag values currently found it its own specifications have been recorded in ETSI TS 101 220. Since there has always been close coordination of the T3 documents and the SCP documents in the matter of tag values – and indeed it was to streamline this coordination that the central management of tag values was initially proposed – EP SCP suggests that T3 issue the appropriate CRs to its specifications to point to ETSI TS 101 220 as the reference source of tag values and that we begin to execute the tag management process suggested by T3 immediately

EP SCP thanks 3GP T3 for their ongoing cooperation and for their contribution to the harmonization tag value usage across implementations of the UICC platform.
