Scope

The present document specifies the structure of the Secured Packets in implementations using Short Message Service Point to Point (SMS-PP) and Short Message Service Cell Broadcast (SMS-CB).

Furthermore, the present document specifies a set of commands allows remote management of files on the UICC 
For UICCs based on 3GPP TS  43.019 [15], the present document specifies the set of commands used in the remote applet management. 
The present document is applicable to the exchange of secured packets between an entity in a 3G or GSM PLMN and an entity in the USIM/USIM.
