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1. Overall Description

T3 would like to inform EP SCP on the progress of its MM storage work, which is scheduled for the release 6 timeframe.

T3 has been informed that the SCP work on release 6 is scheduled to be closed by the end of 2003, and that EP SCP WG1 has delayed its Large File work item to release 7. T3 understands that some additional meetings are required before EP SCP can come up with a complete solution to properly manage files larger than 32KB.

The T3 MMS work has currently produced a CR for MM storage on the USIM that assumes no improvement to the existing file management capabilities of the UICC. However the resulting proposal is quite complex, and it may be difficult to ensure reliable interworking between different terminal implementations. It was mentioned during the discussion that the USIM phonebook already has a level of complexity that hinders proper support of its features by terminals.

T3 consider it unlikely that 3GPP Release 6 will be completed by March 2004. In this context, T3 would like to encourage EP SCP to produce a potential solution for large files management that could be used in the context of a 3G Release 6 USIM application. In the view of T3, the existing file management capabilities of the UICC are also lacking flexibility in the area of information management and retrieval. Furthermore, the fact that the available storage space on a UICC needs to be allocated once for all at card issuance does prevent the efficient use of the UICC memory during the card lifetime. T3 would therefore appreciate that EP SCP addresses the above shortcomings in its future work.

T3 is looking forward to continuing cooperation with EP SCP on these features.

2. Actions:

To EP SCP, EP SCP WG1 group.

ACTION: Consider how the large file management capabilities of the UICC could be improved and inform T3 on how the resulting enhancements could be exploited as quickly as possible by T3 within the 3GPP Release 6 timeframe.
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
