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1 Opening of the Meeting / IPR Reminder / Roll Call of Delegates

The meeting opened at 9h15 on Tuesday, January the 13th. A roll call of delegates is made.

The acting chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organisational Partners to inform their respective Organisational Partners of essential IPRs they become aware of.  They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group

· notify the Chairman or the Director General of their respective Organisational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration form

3 MBMS

3.1 Overview

T3z040004 is an overall description of the mechanism. Two different types of services shall be available for the MBMS: administrative and operating.

The administrative procedures shall cover:

Update BAK

Delete BAK

Subscribe

Unsubscribe

Retrieve subscriber information

Update counters

The operating procedures shall cover:

Retrieve SK

Counter update

3.2 File provisioning

T3z040001 is a proposal of file provisioning for MBMS. This document is used as a starting point to understand the needed information for MBMS. The conclusion is that for an MBMS Identifier (coming from the MBMS header as defined in CN4), the needed fields are:

BAK1 Identifier

BAK1 Value

BAK1 Expiration

Counter1 value

Counter1 Max Value

…

BAKn Identifier

BAKn Value

BAKn Expiration

Countern value

Countern Max Value

For security reasons, the ad-hoc proposed to store a BAK reference and to use existing secured mechanisms to store the BAK value.

After description of the file coding, the ad-hoc has the feeling that the counter feature shall be associated to a specific MBMS Identifier and not to a specific BAK.

The proposed files are described in T3z040011.

3.3 Retrieve SK Command

T3z040003, T3z040005 and T3z040006 are proposals to define the operating and administrative commands. The choice of the group is to avoid introducing new commands.

Operating procedures: the ad-hoc thinks that the authenticate command is suitable for this. The idea is to introduce a MBMS context as for 2G/3G context by adding an option in P2. A MBMS counter depending on the configuration for this MBMS Identifier may protect the command. The proposed changed for the authenticate command are described in T3z040012. Moreover, a new service shall be added in the EFUST.

Administrative procedures: they will be performed using already standardized commands and Home OTA server.

3.4 Key Transport

BAK value management:

The BAK values are updated, changed on the card using the put key command. Thus, some key version number shall be reserved for this. The proposal is to reserve key version number '20' to '22' for the time being. The DEK shall be key identifier n°3. The key identifier n°1 and n°2 are not to be used.

3.5 Roaming case study

Lot of discussions to take care of the roaming case.

The solution is based on the home OTA server and the Put Key command. Two types of roaming agreement have been identified between the visited network and the home network: 

· There is a trusted relationship allowing the home network to know the BAK values of the visited network

· The visited network does not want the home network to know its BAK values. This case is addressed by means of a Trusted Third Party and provisioning personalisation. 

The solution is fully opened and let the operator choose the solution he prefers. 

3.6 MBMS as a new application

T3z040007 is a discussion document to investigate if the MBMS features should be placed in a separate application. The conclusion is that there are no real technical differences between having a MBMS application and modifying the USIM. This choice shall be made by the plenary.

3.7 Conclusion

Output documents T3z040011 and T3z040012 describe the agreed solution proposed by the ad-hoc. This solution has the major advantage that it is really flexible (BAK storage in clear mode, ciphered, …) and that there is no new command to manage MBMS.
