These tests will not be added to the General RAM tests provided by ORGA. Some editorial changes have also been made to the document. The changed document was approved by the Adhoc.

4 Release 5 Testing specification.

4.1 Contributions

4.1.1 ORGA contribution on  General RAM test specification

The input document is T3z031405
The document has been reviewed by the group. Editorial changes have been made in the document.

· While discussing the document, OCS raised the point that it is not clearly specified in which cases a ‘PoR if error’ has to be sent. It could mean only an error on the Security Layer, but also an error on the application layer. A Clarification Request on this subject will be prepared and sent to the SWG API.
· The ‘TBD’ behaviour in case of a formatted envelope with an OP command and insufficient security applied has been defined according to the response from the API working group. The expected behaviour is to get a PoR with Response Status Code ‘0A’: Insufficient Security Level.
· Because there is no agreement on the Status Word / Response Data for successful OP commands even after the response for the Request for Clarification, the normal execution tests have been changed so that a PoR is only requested in case of an error and the expected response for these test cases is ’90 00’.
· Test case 19 has been deleted because the successful execution of a PutKey command cannot be tested in an interoperable way.
The document is approved with the new document number T3z031406.
4.1.2 Annex A Install specification and test provided by MEE

The input document is T3z031400.

Specification and test files were reviewed by the group.

· Test Area Reference: ANA_INS_INMS
In test case 1 it was agreed to also allow the sending of an empty Setup Menu command (instead of ’90 00’). The interpretation can be that a Menu registration has been performed (so a Setup Menu is being sent) but is not active (therefore the menu is empty).

In the test cases dealing with menu entries (11-16), the Terminal Profile with the Menu facilities is moved to the start of the TC and the commands to select the applets are suppressed.

In test case 11 the Install Parameter Field is added to state the number of menu entries allowed for the applet.

TC 26 was modified to not request the PoR and check the unsuccessful installation of the applet by trying to select it.

TC 9 is changed so that it now checks whether the maximum number of timer allowed can actually be reserved by the applet, and that an additional registration throws an exception.

TC 10 is changed so that the maximum text length of menu entries allowed is checked.

TC 11 is changed so that the maximum number of menu entries allowed is checked.

OCS raised a discussion about TCs 25 and 26, stating that both TCs basically test the same and should have the same behaviour. The group could not agree to this point, so the discussion is postponed to the next meeting.

Some of the scripts were also reworked and adapted to the changes made in the specification.

The updated document is approved with the new number T3z031407 (specification).

4.1.3 RFM test specification  by OCS

The input documents are T3z031402 and T3z031408.

The updated scripts and test specification have been reviewed by the group. 

· Test area reference: RFM_SCC_OUPT
Regarding CRRN1: The sentence that additional data may be sent by the SIM even if no PoR has been requested has been removed from the latest release (V5.7.0) of the 23.048. So the corresponding remark has been deleted from the document.

Some minor changes and adaptations were made in addition.

The updated documents are revised with the new number T3z031410 (SIM part).

4.1.4 GetStatus, GetData Test Specification by ORGA

The input document was T3z030814.

Based on the Answer to Request for Clarification from the T3 SWG API this document was reworked. All tests for the GetData command had to be deleted because they can not be done in an interoperable way.

The new document number is T3z031411.

4.1.5 Delete, Load, Put Key and Set Status Test Specification by ORGA

The input document was T3z030812.

There is an ongoing discussion about whether the KIK key may be updated by the Put Key command or not. An agreement on this point could not be reached within the group, so a Request for Clarification has been prepared (T3z031413). All tests for a successful Put Key command had to be deleted because they can not be done in an interoperable way. Only the error cases remain.

The new document number is T3z031412.

4.2 Draft skeleton

The document has been worked on and some additions and modifications were made. These include:

· Sections for Prepersonalisation (4.4.2) and Environment (4.4.3) have been added. The latter one currently only defines the TAR for the Remote File Management applet.

· In Annex C.1 additional prerequisites for the CHV1 have been added.

· The structure of how to separate SIM and USIM tests has been added.
