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Discussion document on " Modification of the content of EF-HPLMNwAcT"
For some operators, the current defined IMSI does not provide a large enough room of numbers to cover all (future) customers, and due to the mapping rule between MSISDN and the IMSI , the MSIN in IMSI is  full ,so these operators  need to add a new MCC + MNC to meet the requirement of an  increased customer base and to allow service expansion in the future. 

That’s why operators need to add new MCC+MNC.

There are solutions for the users whose IMSI is made up of a new MCC + MNC to register on the current network, but  many operators’ current network only support the broadcast of one MCC + MNC, and this will bring inconvenience to the new customers, such as:

· The MS will scan and attempt registration on other VPLMN not prefered by the operator

· When roaming back, the MS can’t register soon

· The MS will search  HPLMN periodically always, thus will exhaust the power soon

That’s why it’s reasonable for the users whose IMSI is made up of a new MCC + MNC to register  on the current network and to regard the current network as their HPLMN.

In current version,  the file EF-HPLMNwAcT contains the HPLMN code, or codes together with the respected access technology in priority order, and also can contain multi-HPLMN codes.

Operator can store new MCC+MNC and MCC+MNC wich the curent network broadcast  in the file EF-HPLMNwAcT, and also the MS will select and attempt registration on the HPLMN given in EFHPLMNwAcT in priority order.

That’s why new HPLMN code should be stored in the EF-HPLMNwAcT.
A sample CR following these guidelines is attached.

The MS selects and attempts registration on the HPLMN from EFIMSI, if it is not available, and if the HPLMN code in EFIMSI is different from the codes in EFHPLMNwAcT, the MS will select and attempt registration on the HPLMN given in EFHPLMNwAcT in priority order.
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
