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At the last T3 meeting the issue of application selection with respect to full and partial AID was briefly discussed, and whether there is a need to change the specification. 

102 221 Rel99 states that a mono application UICC need not support selection by partial AID, a multi-application UICC shall support application selection by AID. The support of full or partial AID selection is indicated by the UICC in the AID, if the UICC only supports application selection with full AID it can be considered as a mono application card.

It is not stated in 102 221 how the terminal should behave with respect to selection by full or partial AID, with respect to set the parameters P1, P2. A UICC supporting only application selection by full AID should treat every AID presented by the terminal as a full AID, and match these only against a full AID, there should be only one as the a UICC indicating only selection by full AID is according to 102 221 a mono application card. 

It is stated in ISO/IEC 7816-4 that the card shall support at least application selection by full AID with P1. P2 set to '0400'. Furthermore ISO/IEC 7816-4 recommends that the terminal should perform the application selection with these parameters, if the card only supports application selection with full AID.

TS 102 221 requires that the last application, of a kind, activated shall be selectable by using the last option indicated in P2. There is nothing stated in TS 102 221 whether this is only related to full or partial selection. This may lead to a terminal implementation when selection with full AID that P1 is set to "last". This is not in conflict with the existing specification or with ISO/IEC 7816-4. The UICC should not make a decision with respect to full or partial application selection based on the value in P2. If the UICC only supports application selection with full AID it shall treat every AID presented by the terminal as a full AID, i.e. the AID comparison shall only take place with those AIDs, which match the length of the presented AID. The value of P1 in this case is not relevant.

If there are UICCs existing on the market which would reject a selection with full AID not setting P2 = '00' the problem is not solved by introducing a restriction to Rel-99, later releases would cause a compatibility issue, that terminals in case the UICC indicates selection with full AID only the terminal must set P20='00'. Making the change to Rel-99 would align such UICCs with the specifications but terminals designed according to the specification, using the methodology described above would be put out of specification.

A UICC indicating support of selection by full AID only shall treat any AID send by the terminal as a full AID, regardless of the indication in P2. The length of the AID is sent in the command header, Lc. The value of P2 does not give any indication that the AID presented by the terminal is or is not a full AID. In case the UICC supports selection by partial AID all AIDs that are equal in length or longer than the presented AID shall be used when searching for an AID match.
