T3z 040450 CR-  Alignement with requirements regarding USSD usage
Summary of Discussions

On the 17th of June 2004, delegates from the 3GPP T3 working group convened to discuss adding functionality to USSD.

The roll call of delegates presented attendees from O2, Vodafone, Orga, and Axalto. Two network operators and two SIM vendors respectively.

No IPR’s were presented.

It was agreed that the conclusion of the meeting should produce a white paper or informative annex for the discussion and also new revised CRs, one for USSD added in BIP, other for USSD envelope, and that those are to be presented at the next T3 meeting.

Documents presented were all the topic related ones (list to follow), and concentrating on the CR last presented at T3-31.

Input documents presented for analyses.

The issue of address parameter in the Open Channel USSD bearer MMI mode, it was discussed to either remove address altogether or include data as a parameter and assume address already encapsulated in the data. 

Security issue became a problem as it revealed very difficult to apply security to the data structure. But it was acknowledged that for data download the operation would be partially secured as it was an operation initiated by the network, and as USSD can be seen as a set of proprietary commands its then up to the application to be secured at starting level (or network). The issue was discarded as this will always be a proprietary procedure.

It was also agreed that a note was to be inserted in the relevant specifications, to ensure application developers would know were to look at implementation point.

CR for USSD security (CR 53) has been agreed, and will be presented to T3.

The issue of error codes to return was investigated but it was decided that each delegate would consult with they’re company experts and based on these clarifications a revised CR would be discussed.

It was decided that the USSD envelope and BIP CR’s (CR 52) had to be revised and discussed at further dates due to lack of expertise at present meeting, this will happen by e-mail discussions, and it still being targeted to be presented at next T3 meeting.

CR for informative annex which was agreed to replace the white paper will be 51. 

It was agreed that further discussions related to this ad-hoc meeting were to take place by e-mail, and it may be possible to arrange another ad-hoc meeting.
