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	Reference to ETSI TS 102 221 resulted in undesired misalignment regarding PPS behaviour between TS 31.102 and GSM 11.11. Indeed tests revealed that some terminals that cannot interpret TA1 fall immediately to the default speed (9.6 KBits/s) without initiating at least one PPS procedure using higher mandated speed. This is not in line with GSM 11.11, which says that a terminal supporting speed enhancement shall always attempt PPS, except when the card indicates the default speed in its ATR.
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	Clarify PPS behaviour as in § 5.8.1 and § 5.8.2 of GSM 11.11 by mandating at least one PPS attempt at the highest speed mandated by the standard before falling back to the default value.

PPS procedure

The PPS procedure as defined in TS 31.101 [11] applies to terminals and cards supporting USIM applications with the following requirements:
If TA1 is not '11' or '01', PPS procedure shall be used. 

When the terminal does not support or cannot interpret the values indicated by the card in character TA1 of the ATR, it shall initiate at least one PPS procedure requesting the highest mandated speed value (F=512, D=16). 
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
