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Overall description: 

T3 would like to inform SCP on the current T3 objective to build a USAT Conformance Test Specification for 3G Mobile Equipments, based on the work done on the TS 11.10-4 for GSM Terminals.

As this new work item may overlap with a possible CAT test specification at SCP, T3 would like to present SCP its current plans to achieve this task. 

The situation at the moment is as follows: the Conformance Test Specification TS 11.10-4 Release 99 is based on the SIM application toolkit core specification 3GPP TS 11.14, Rel 99, which is owned and fully managed by T3; therefore the maintenance of this test specification is now and must stay under the full management of T3. 

The situation changes with the USAT, starting from Rel-4, because the TS 31.111 has sections based on the CAT specification (ETSI TS 102 223) which is under the Responsibility of SCP.

Consequently, the elaboration of the USAT Test Specification requires to be carried out in consensus with SCP. 


Depending on SCP’s intentions to this matter, below are several possible options envisaged by T3 and on which SCP is consulted to further proceed with this matter:

Option 1 (preferred): A first USAT Test specifications issued and maintained by T3. Then when SCP would decide later on to have a CAT Test Specification, it can be created by copy/pasting the T3 spec or just by producing a table of correspondence (PICS/PIXIT) that would point to the relevant corresponding tests in the T3 specification.

Advantages 
- Quicker cycles.

- The toolkit test experts already attend T3 

Drawbacks
- As the main specification is the USAT Specification, SCP depends on T3, with T3 having the lead on all possible actions.

- A CAT test specification would be available only after the USAT spec has been completed.

Option 2: Similarly to the core specification 31.111, to have a Test Specification body split into two specifications, with each Standard body managing its specification.


Advantages 
- to create a separate CAT Test specification, independent from the Network RAT, and therefore re-usable by other committees such as 3GPP2.

Drawbacks
- Complex task to split the work between T3 & SCP

- Need for contributors from both T3 and SCP; the contributive activity could be achieved through joint SCP/T3 Ad-Hoc meetings.
- Need for a strong synchronization & consensus of SCP & T3 delegates. Double reporting will need to be done to SCP and T3 plenary meetings. 

ACTION:

ETSI-SCP to evaluate &comment on the solutions presented in this document and choose one; alternatively SCP can of course propose  another solution.
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
