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In TS 31.102 the EF_CFIS (Call Forwarding Indicator Status) contains the status of indicators that are used to record, whether call forward is active. The ME uses the status after re-activation to determine whether or not to display the respective Call Forwarding indicator on its display. Byte 2 of EF_CFIS (mandatory) defines the “CFU indicator status”, which are associated with MMI Service codes. 
TS 22.030 define the codes for tele- and bearer services: The correlation of MMI Service Codes, the corresponding Telecommunication Service and the Basic Service Group Numbers (in the following mentioned as: “BSGN”).
TS 31.102 - Classification of MMI Services Codes (Byte 2 of EF_CFIS):
- MMI Service Code 11 is associated with “Telephony”
- MMI Service Code 12 is associated with “Data”
- MMI Service Code 13 is associated with “Fax”
TS 22.030 - Classification of MMI Services Codes:
- MMI Service Code 11 is associated with telecommunication service “Telephony”                 (BSGN 1)
- MMI Service Code 12 is associated with telecommunication service “All data teleservices”  (BSGN 2 to 6)
- MMI Service Code 13 is associated with telecommunication service “Facsimile service”      (BSGN 6)

- MMI Service Code 20 is associated with telecommunication service “All bearer services”    (BSGN 7 to 11)

(1) TS 31.102:  How should the ME interpret MMI Service Code 12 “Data” in Byte 2 of EF_CFIS ? 
Regarding TS 22.030 Annex C, the MMI Service Code 12 is associated with the BSGN 2 to 6 (All data teleservices). The BSGN 6 (Facsimile service) is associated with MMI Service Code 13, but BSGN 6 is also part of the telecommunication service “all data teleservices”. Currently there are no rules how the ME shall interpret the CFU indicator status. Therefore the ME may interpret the active indication of CFU indicator status “Data” in Byte 2 of EF_CFIS as the following:
- The ME interprets “data” including “fax” and indicates it to the display.
- The ME interprets “data” excluding “fax” because “fax” has its own MMI Service Code 13 and indicate it to the 

  display.
(2) TS 31.102: Indication data calls using bearer services ?

When the ME uses in a data call the bearer service - there is currently no possibility using an indicator from EF_CFIS. 

The proposed CR will solve these problems.
