Based on the existing GSM Test Specification TS 11.10-4 R99, start the elaboration of a USAT and a CAT Test specifications in release 6 following the same structure as the core specification split:

The USAT testing is required as a priority due to the number of 3G Handsets coming on the market.

Meeting Summary


Participants quickly raised the issue of the difficulty and pertinence to build a CAT test specification when no specific NAA application is defined and wrote a statement to SCP before going any further on CAT Specification elaboration, see Tdoc SCPz040353.


Therefore, in the meantime, the Ad-Hoc team started to elaborate a USAT Test specification


To solve the fact that the TS 31.111 R99 does not point to the CAT core specification, it was decided to create a first draft of the USAT Test specification that will contain all test procedures including those pointed in the CAT by TS 31.111 releases after R99.


This USAT Test Specification is elaborated in Rel-6 and is designed to test all prior core specifications from R99 to Rel-6. See the applicability table.


The Team made a recap of the missing items and agreed on the distribution of work in priority after this Ad-Hoc, in order to make a first draft at the next T3 plenary i.e. T3#33.


So this new specification name for the USAT Conformance Testing is TS 31.124 Rel-6. Its first draft is presented at this T3#33 for information under the T3-040654 document and traced in revision mode as a CR to the TS 11.10-4 v8.9.0 R99.


This first draft of TS 31.124 Rel-6 specification is not fully achieved: It does not fully cover all items and in particular those from the Rel-6 core specifications, which are left in TBD (To Be Done). Details see below.
