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1. Overall Description:

SCPt040453 brought to the attention of SCP TEC that 3GPP-T3 has assigned one bit in the Terminal Profile to "MMS management by UICC" with the CR in T3-040594.

MMS management by UICC currently consists of 3 proactive commands (RETRIEVE / SUBMIT / DISPLAY MULTIMEDIA MESSAGE) and one event (MMS Transfer status).

In all cases before that, bits in the Terminal Profile were assigned in a "per command" manner, even if commands were considered "inseparable" (like OPEN / CLOSE CHANNEL). SCP TEC wonders what the reason for this change in the assignment policy could be.

SCP TEC also does not consider the MMS management commands as inseparable. There are opinions that DISPLAY MULTIMEDIA MESSAGE might be considered an access technology independent, generic functionality.

Considering these arguments, SCP TEC would prefer to continue with the original assignment policy, especially since using only one bit will make a future reassignment of generic MMS commands from 3GPP specifications to SCP specifications impossible.

2. Actions:

To 3GPP-T3:

ACTION: 
SCP TEC asks 3GPP-T3 to reconsider the assignment of bits for MMS management by UICC in the Terminal Profile, and 

· either assign individual bits for all commands and events as done in the past – which is the option preferred by SCP TEC; SCP TEC will then be glad to reserve those bits in its specification,

or

· to explain to SCP TEC the reasons for the change in the assignment policy, especially why 3GPP-T3 prefers not to continue with the original policy.
