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Editorial modifications to 31.111

This document presents some editorial changes that could be made to 31.111 to provide better clarity to new readers and aid maintenance.

Structure of Terminal Response

The correct interpretation of section 6.8 depends on the formatting, for example the interpretation of Local information depends on the indentation of the bullet points. This can be avoided by introducing subsections for each of the TLVs, i.e.

6.8.1 Command details

6.8.2 Device identities, etc. 

Mandatory/Optional

All commands are structured as simple TLVs that are individually marked either Mandatory (M), Optional (O) or M/O which actually means Conditional. The condition is specified either in the text describing the use of the TLV (e.g. Duration in Play Tone) or in the table (e.g. the “only required if …” text in section 6.8). The proposal is to label these as “C” meaning Conditional.

Envelope commands section

We can avoid the renumbering involved when new types of Envelopes are added in new sections before section 12 by moving all the sections covering Envelopes (sections 7 to 11) into a new section 11 “Envelope commands”. Then all new commands from the UICC will go into section 6 and all new Envelope types will go into section 7, leaving the cross-links to the section on Simple TLVs (currently section 12) intact.
