Subject : proposed text for TR 31.900 : USIM/SIM Shared Access conditions in GSM and 3G

Abstract

A text is proposed for 3G TR 31.900 " SIM/USIM Internal and External Interworking Aspects" in order to describe how an UICC uses access conditions for EF/DF shared between the 2G or the 3G mode. 

New text

Access conditions for file that is accessible in 2G and 3G modes
· If a EF/DF is accessible both in a 2G or 3G operation mode (for instance, EFPL (aka EFELP) under the MF), then both 2G and 3G access conditions are defined for the file.  It is possible to have independent access conditions in 2G and 3G context. The UICC does not check the consistency of the 2 definitions.

· Therefore it is possible that the same EF/DF has different security attributes in a2G  and in 3G operation mode.

· It is the responsibility of the operator to ensure at the personalization stage that the security attributes for 2G and 3G session are the same if necessary.
