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1 Opening of Meeting

Due to the special weather condition in Sophia Antipolis, the meeting opened at 10:30 and agreed to have Paul Jolivet as chairman.

Apologies for absence were received from Guido Abate, Randolph Mevert and Nicolas Chalvin (blocked by the blizzard on the highway between Marseille and Nice)
2 Roll Call of Delegates

A list of the participants can be found in Annex A.
3 General issues for the meeting

The report of the last meeting is approved with editorial comment.

The chairman reminds the delegates about the obligations that 3GPP Individual Members have under the IPR Policies of their respective Organisational Partners to inform their respective Organisational Partners of Essential IPRs of which they become aware.

The delegates were invited at the last T3 SWG API meeting to investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical

Specification Group and to notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organisational Partner, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the licensing declaration forms.

The different document to be delivered are discussed. The basic idea is that there will be three deliveries:

· TS 11.13 test specifications (editorial comments should be made) for API delivered for T3#18

· Tests suite for the API package, delivered for T3#19

· Framework Test Specification, part to be inserted in the TS 11.13 as soon as possible; the delivery should be at T3 #19 or more likely at T3 #20 depending on the work advancement.

4 Test Core Document 

4.1 Export File Version

All companies will provide before the next meeting their package regenerated with 03.19 export files version 7.4.0. However, it is reminded that even if the Export Files were provided, the specification are still not available. 
It was proposed on the E-mail exploder to add the following text in Annex B:
The export files have been generated with the following steps and tools :

- Compilation from the API java source file (.java) to the API class files (.class) with the Java compiler from the Java Development Kit version 1.1.8.

- Conversion from the API class files (.class) to the API export files (.exp) with the Java Card 2.1.2 Class File Converter (version 1.2) and the Java Development Kit 1.2.2.
Sun Microsystem explained that : as stated in the Java Card Development Kit the APIs have to be compiled with JDK 1.1.8, but to use the Java Card 2.1.2 Class File Converter (version 1.2) it is required to use  JDK 1.2.2.
The meeting agreed to add this to the version 7.4.0, to explain how the specification have been generated.
4.2 AID

A question was send on the E-mail exploder, asking why the AID of the export files are not updated.
It was approved during T#9 plenary to introduce annex D with the following statement: “the package AID is defined (…) the SIM API package AID are not modified by changes to Minor and Major version”. The CR reference is 03.19 A004. Additionaly the TS 101.220, as been corrected to indicate that the the 03.19 specification version is no more part of the package AID.

Oberthur CS T3z010189 (final version at the end of the meeting T3z010327), Test case 2 getSecureDataLength (specification ref 1.1.1.3.4). remark about the RC-CC-DS presence and mention in the SMS. It is proposed to leave the test with an empty field (no security) because the security would more be the aim of TS 03.48. It is agreed to remove the test to avoid any ambiguity. A sentence is added to mention that the function is tested without security. The test with the padding counter is kept because nothing is mention about that in TS 03.48.

Few editorial comments including:

· the way to put a reference to other specification (no clause mentioned and full name of the specification)

· the tests to be sent in the framework (comment in French to delete)

Schlumberger T3z010324(revised version of T3z010182, final version at the end of the meeting T3z010328), remark because it is not clear in the tables (test cases) when an applets is stopped or triggered. It is proposed and agreed to split the tables. In test 2.4 the Menu Entry should be 1, the test script is not correct and will be corrected during the meeting. Few editorial comments are not discussed and agreed. It is forecasted to change ArrayIndexOutofBounds in the 03.19 so that this would make changes in the core specification. Comments from Oberthur in T3z010325 document were discussed. The final version of these changes can be found in T3z010328.
Gemplus  T3z010191 remarks (most on the document from Oberthur on the email reflector):

· General comment

· the test case with command number is removed because the command number is not defined (InitDisplayText, InitKeyInkey, InitGetInput)

· the name of the applets and scripts should be updated according to the decisions from the previous meetings (corrected during the meeting with the specification)

· discussion about the “send an empty buffer” test; there was already discussion on this topic and Microelectronica should give some input

· for all testcase 7 it is precised that the command number value between 0x01 and 0xFE

· 
· Toolkit registry, offset = menuEntry.length +1 shall thorw the ArrayIndexOutOfBounds Exeception
· compareValue, a new testcase added

· APDU expectation at findAndCopyValue instead of CopyValue (copy/paste error)

· About appendArray, question raised about the meaning of the tests because no minimum value is defined. However, everybody agreed before on this issue.

· add a test to cover the C1 to CopyTextString
Gemplus should take into account the evolution

Framework

The Framework require some work so that the specification will (as forecasted) publish without it. However, the tests can be executed independently in the meantime. This has to be mentioned in the specification. The editor has as an action point to add such sentence in the clause 6.3.
