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1 Opening of Meeting

The meeting opened at 10:30 and chaired by Paul Jolivet also acting as secretary.

2 Roll Call of Delegates

3 General issues for the meeting

The report of the last meeting is approved. The agenda of current meeting is also approved.

4 03.19 Specification 

4.1 General issues on Java Card

Java Card task force changed its mind about the fact that cannot store the 

APIs specification were based on the fact that these information should not be stored. Such change would cause changes in the APIs specification. There are currently different proposals with intermediate solution.

4.2 Export File versions

The discussion from Testing API ad hoc is quickly summarise and Oberthur and Gemplus underlined the urgency to make available v7.4.0 and v8.0.0 on the ETSI server for testing and implementing purpose.

4.3 Clarifications

All the changes for R99 will be integrated in a CR for R99. This CR will be drafted as soon as the R98 stuff is solved.

4.3.1 from the T3 ad hoc on Testing Java Card APIs

The two issues and list of Framework questions are mentioned in the draft minutes of testing API ad hoc.

· get secure data length method there must be an exception (unavailable element) is secure data length is 0 which sounds strange to Oberthur (when it is 0 this should be returned but no exception). 

· the definition of the exception is changed to “wrong data format” and “out of TLV boundary”  send in case

· returned value is 0 and no exception thrown

· a CR to review during the meeting (Schlumberger/Rapporteur in charge of drafting)

· Framework Testing questions (see Microelectronica Espanola document T3a01004):

· event_status_command and getPollInterval, regarding the CR which passed during last T meeting (see T3a01007 or TP-000201). View opposition between Schlumberger one side and Oberthur/Gemplus the other side. It is decided that a solution will be found later for R99 but since there are already R98 implementations it is impossible to find a reasonable solution.

· formatted/unformatted_smspp_upd correction in the table (Y/N for the ProactiveHandler instead of Y) then delete the sentence. Such update cause backward compatibility issues meaning that if it concerns R98 the version should be upgraded. It is decided to update R99.

· Envelope Response Handler: if a envelope DataDownLoad is received and the response packet shall be sent using the SMS SUBMIT the toolkit applet has to call to post method to include the additional information. Schlumberger underline that there is no mean to reply that. Moreover there is no loading specified for R98 (03.48 is designed for R99). 9Fxx or 9Exx or 91xx are values to add in the specification but the post method may be overloaded and it is proposed to work further on before giving an official proposal with another method for next release

4.3.2 Others

The following issues were raised by Incard:

· event_unrecognised_envelope issue presented by Incard (T3a01005); the issue being that the event_unrecognised_envelope is used to trig an applet in case the call control feature is not implemented, clarification needed. The Incard proposal is to standardise a value (-1) for it but to leave it proprietary

· event_unrecognised_envelope was made for (BER TLVs ?) which was not future proof, so that  method to handle event download should be found (maybe another event) the problem being the registration and not the triggering 

· A possible solution could be to create an event_event_unrecognised_envelope 

· a definition of the unrecognised events will be added (as all event not listed)

· T3a01003 issues

· #1, only thrown for not valid setEvent(List)() but relevant for clearEvent as it does not…

· #2, Incard will propose a CR on R99, there was a contradictory CR on R98 already approved during last T3

· #3, It shall return True if length is 0 which will be added in R98

· #4, no change for R98, regarding R99 it shall send (unless SW1_RP_xx) an exception and reason code to be defined

· #5, no change for R98, regarding R99 a CR will be proposed by Incard

4.4 Change Request on R98

The changes integrated in the CR are mentioned in the document T3a01009:

· EVENT_UNRECOGNISED_ENVELOPE

· detailed list of changes to the API is attached in the CR

The version will be 7.5 without any change of the Export Files. It is remarked that it seems the v7.2 and v7.3 are not on the ETSI server. This should be checked.

4.5 Change Request on R99

Gemplus presented a CR in order to extend the use of the initMenuEntry. Several attendees including the rapporteur don’t see the purpose for change. Microelectronica underlined that the behaviour is possible to have today and asked again for the real interest of such change.

Regarding the other change proposal, no change is done.

5 New APIs based on 02.19

5.1 Multos API

T3-000584 is the second draft of the Multos APIs presented for information during T3#16 (Seoul). The previous version was T3-000357 presented during T3#15 (San Diego). The changes were only editorial. Aspects estimates that the document is in a reasonable good shape. Schlumberger highlighted that this opinion only come from one company (moreover not a smart card manufacturer) and should be shared by others. Moreover the draft was not reviewed in the API SWG and the new rapporteur not present to this meeting.

The forecasted schedule is as follows: further effort still required the first draft should be submitted in June at T#12 and T3#13 for approval in June. The general reaction of the meeting is to be sceptical on the schedule realism.

Chairman asked for the list of supporting companies. There are: Maosco, Aspects, DNP, BT, Europay, Hitachi, Mobile Mind but the only contributors up to now are Maosco (currently out of resource for this issue) and Aspects. G&D is interested in a full status of the work in order to evaluate how to involve resources in such work.

It is decided to require to inform at least on the T3 API email reflector in order to have contribution or at least reaction from experts

The main lines of the document are quickly reviewed. The rapporteur is warn about the hot issue of documents availability and the way to reference Multos specification. Java API rapporteur mentioned that a set of questions was send to the former attendee from Maosco and no reply was noted.

Aspects has no claims for IPR on the document, this is to be seen with Maosco.

6 Enhancements to 03.48

6.1 3G version of 03.48

The group agreed that a 3G version is a requirement. A proposal is to put this specification under SCP lead. G&D underlined that the document may have to be reorganised (with generic and specific parts). This is agreed by the meeting. This issue will be raised during next T3.

The proposal for the architecture of the new document could be:

· Security protocol between applications (already a full section in 03.48: 5 Generalised Secured Packet Structure). This may require some changes to avoid GSM specificities and only to recommend bearer. This would be under SCP management.

· Specific parts managed by 3GPP (Sections 6 and 7 Implementation on SMS_PP and SMS_CB)

· Remote File Management contain a generic and specific which would be splinted between SCP and 3G
· Applet Management is currently only applicable to GSM and maybe 3G
The group agreed on this architecture for the next generation specification.

6.2 Change Request

T3a01002 from Schlumberger is regarding a clarification about when the Anti Replay Counter has to be incremented. The meeting agreed about the problem but discussed the solution. The new version is T3a01011 and should be discussed during next T3 since a France Telecom (not present during this meeting) proposal is dealing with the same paragraph. The new CR was made considering France Telecom’s paper.

6.3 Other issues

Vodafone was about to provide an input about GPRS and PKI integration in 03.48. Unfortunately because of lack of time and impossibility to attend, the issue is postponed. Vodafone regrets the lack of interest on the topic.

The group agreed that it is more a problem of resources than of interest.

7 Proposal for further APIs work

7.1 USAT APIs

The aim of document T3a01008 is to initiate the discussion on the changes to make in order to work in the USIM-USAT environment. 

Gemplus proposed to have a separate package for 3G methods in order that a 2G only card does not have to implement 3G stuff. Agreed by G&D. Schlumberger proposed the possibility of a generic class and several specific classes extending the generic. It is agreed that:

· The USIM package (i.e. usim.access) classes cannot extend the SIM package (i.e. sim.access) classes ;

· The SIM package classes cannot extend the USIM package classes ; 

· common super-classes should be defined by SCP.

The USIMView Class is splinted into 3 new classes will be: USIMView, USIMConstants and USIMViewExceptions.

The 3G specification would be partly coming from 03.19 with review and additions to be made in the middle term. A general presentation will be made during next T3. SIM Toolkit package should be as common as possible (unless for few constants and values). The group is waiting for the output of the SCP CAT work and just after the specification delivery the work should be finalise.

It appears to the group possible to implement this on R4.

Gemplus underlined that in order to fulfill that target, the API SWG members will have to come up with  proposals for the definition of the 3G specific access domain parameters during next API meeting
