Clarifications demanded to the API Workgroup by Incard: in 03.19 there is no specific reference to whether the card shall support or not ‘multi-threading’; for example in the case of a ‘call control event’ clarification is asked whether the suspended applet can be activated by this event or it must be a different applet that is registered (and then triggered) by this event.
Is clear in the 03.19 that is possible to trigger the same applet twice (in particular with the example described above is mandatory).

The 03.40 defines the UDHI bite: 
Bit no. 6 
0 The TP-UD field contains only the short message

1 The beginning of the TP-UD field contains a Header in addition to the short message
1. For this reason if the UDHI is not set the Envelope/Update is considered unformatted (it will not appear the 03.48 header)

· 03.48 header present: Formatted

· No 03.48 header present but another header following the 03.40 format: Unformatted

· Some header not following the 03.40 format: Error (e.g. with an UDHL inconsistent with the UDL)

“Clarification on the post method to precise the encapsulation or not of the posted data by the framework”

Under the FORMATTED_SMS_PP_ENV the framework shall:

· Packed the data posted by the application and send if proof of response is required

· Packed the data posted by the application and send if proof of response is not required or not sends anything (see 03.48 note)

In the case to don’t send anything the 03.48 note should be changed

03.48 Note:

NOTE: In the case where no proof of Receipt is required by the sending entity, it is however permissible for the SIM to send back data using '9F XX' in the successful case or '9E XX' in the unsuccessful case

The presence or not of the Item Icon List TLV in a set up menu proactive command is not clearly explained in the changeMenuEntry method.

03.19 : 

“The icon identifier provided will be added to the icon identifier list of the item icon identifier list Simple TLV if all the applets registered to the EVENT_MENU_SELECTION provide it for each menu entry enable.”

In fact, the 11.14 said do not put the TLV if one item does not have Icon.

So, it seems better to clarify if the generation is linked only to registration or to item state ( disabled items, …)

Also it must to be changed for the initMenuEntry

Another clarification that affects to the test of the framework is described by Incard:

The sentence that describes part of the description of the InitMenuEntry is confused (for Gemplus is clear and its meaning is according the first bullet point):

03.19- “The value of the helpSupported boolean parameter defines the registration status of the applet to the event EVENT_MENU_SELECTION_HELP_REQUEST”
· If at least one of the menu entries of one applet is initialized with a true value for the helpSupported parameter, the toolkit applet is registered to EVENT_MENU_SELECTION_HELP_REQUEST and the SET UP MENU proactive command sent by the SIM Toolkit Framework shall indicate to the ME that help information is available. This would be the real behaviour for all the attendees in the meeting.
· The helpSupported boolean parameter used in the last InitMenuEntry of one Applet  defines the registration status of the applet to the EVENT_MENU_SELECTION_HELP_REQUEST (register or not register) and this doesn’t depend on anything (previous values of the helpSupported boolean parameter for previous InitMenuEntries for the same applet). This would be the behavior if we follow the sentence within the 03.19 described above (MEE, Incard and ORGA opinion).
