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Objective of the document :

To define a coding for USAT interpreter version, allowing to uniquely identify a USAT interpreter implementation.

Requirements

1) A USAT Gateway must be able to know with which specification version a USAT interpreter is compliant with, to be able to send according USAT byte codes. 

2) A USAT Gateway must be able to distinguish an interpreter implementation from another for specific features (for the same specification version).

3) All USAT interpreter manufacturers cannot be known and registered in a unique place, so the manufacturer coding must be structured in a way there is no conflict

Assumptions

1) the GSM operator have the control (knowledge) of the USAT interpreters installed in the USIM he distributes on the field

Proposal 

We propose to code the USAT Interpreter version as follow :
1) A first part to identify the specification version the interpreter is compliant with 

2) A second part to identify the browser implementation version 

Structure details :



USAT specification version :

USAT implementation version



1st byte :  Country code (MCC as specified in GSM 11.11)



2nd byte : Mobile network code (MNC as specified in GSM 11.11)



3rd byte : manufacturer code (must be unic in the MNC+MCC)



4th byte : manufacturer internal version (internal coding)
