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1 Opening of the Meeting

The meeting opens at 09:45 and is chaired by Paul JOLIVET and Yannick BURIANNE.

3.1 Agenda

3.2 Last Meeting Report

The last meeting report is reviewed (T3z010893) and several changes (especially references to the last version of the documents) made.

As the table for the Framework Testing is not up to date, it is decided to remove it from the minutes and to insert the correct one in this report. It is also decided that the API status table should also be inserted in the report.

The new and final version of the report is document T3z010907.

3.3 Mailing List Discussion

There were remarks from G&D on Gemplus packages. The corresponding emails are zipped into T3z010895. This was taken into account by Gemplus in the new packages. The new package version is presented shortly. The zipped files are T3z010899 and 900.

3.4 Input documents

All documents were provided at the beginning and during the meeting.

4 Information

4.1 API related issues status

There were two T3 API SWG since last meeting:

· a regular one just after the last Testing ad hoc

· another meeting, at the beginning of this week, dedicated to 3G versions of the specification (03.19 and 03.48).

4.2 Output of T3 API

It is noted that no output document was sent by T3 API SWG regarding the clarification requested by T3 ad hoc meetings on Java API Testing. The group will this time work based on the T3 API meeting minutes but would really rather have a document with the corrections.

5 Discussions on issues found on TS 11.13

The last version of TS 11.13 is provided as an input document (T3z010911) in order to ensure that all participants have the latest and correct version of this specification.

Some correction were made in the Gemplus part of the specification. See mailing list discussion part. The changes are taken into account in the new version of the applets. This is to be updated in the core specification.

Oberthur presented remarks are listed in T3z010906. It a mainly deal with copy and paste mistakes in TS 11.13. This is agreed and be part of a general CR provided by the rapporteur of the specification.

Orga updated its applets with editorial changes. This is presented as document T3z010910 and 911. This should also be included in the core specification.
Schlumberger provided a set of comment in T3z010912. Some attendees mention that this input comes late. The following remarks are agreed:

· It should be added at the beginning of the specification that the applets shall be linked to Card Manager Security Domain. This should also be included in the core specification(at the end of $4.7.3)

· Question to API group: some clarifications is needed to precise the link between the SPI1 and the counter, eg SPI=0 is the counter needed? And eg SPI =08 (counter available, no replay or sequence checking note 1) what is the behaviour?

· KIc equal to KId (i.e. 11): rejected as the specifications is clear on this point: If the SPI indicates that a specific field is unused, the Sending Entity shall set the contents of this field to zero, and the Receiving Entity shall ignore the contents.

· We agreed to remove the tests related to sim.view and sim.toolkit. Constant (public static final field).This should also be included in the core specification
· Test of post methods of the EnvelopeResponseHandler: the problem was already raised and fixed by OCS in a new test delivery (CALL_CONTROL event is used for these tests).

· Test of EditHandler/ViewHandler classes methods (append…) with the EnvelopeResponseHandler: agreed to replace EVENT_FORMATTED_SMS_PP_ENV by an another. Discussion on which event to use: UNRECOGNIZED_ENVELOPE or CALL_CONTROL.or UNFORMATTED_SMS_PP_ENV. 

Decision: use UNRECOGNIZED_ENVELOPE (BER-TLV tag =0xCC) plus the simple device identity TLV. So here is the APDU send:
(APDU command) A0 C2 00 00 06 (APDU data) CC 04 02 02 83 81.

· API_2_ERH_COPY_BSS test case 1: already changed by OCS for last meeting

· In some scripts, we send UPDATE_RECORD on Ef SMS without verifying the CHV1 Access condition. In fact the 11.13 mandate that before running the test suite the CHV1 shall be disabled.

Review of deliveries:

API_2_ERH_GLEN test case 3 is modified since there is a lack in the specification: postAsBERTLV does not throw HANDLER_OVERFLOW. Where do we stand in the API group on this matter?
API_2_ERH_APTLBB test case 1: is modified for the same reason as previous case.

Name of the test area has to be changed as it does match the test area files.

The title of the test area in the core document has to be changed to be consistent.

TS 11.13 Ver 7.1.0 (Gemplus part), T3z010899, T3z010924: 

Name of the test area has to be changed as it does match the test area files. 

The title of the test area in the core document has to be changed to be consistent.

Schlumberger points out that the 3.19 v7.4 tested does not specify anything when one of the initDisplayText, initGetInkey and initGetInput methods of the ProactiveHandler class is invoked with a length equal to 0 (length that are to be used from the byte array). Two implementations are allowed that may lead on interoperability issue on with ME’s. The 11.13 v7.1 performs some tests and expects results that implies only one implementation. So Schlumberger asks to remove the tests as long as nothing is clearly written in the specification on this particular situation, e.g. when the parameter length is 0, then the text string TLV inserted in the command is a null text string TLV as defined in the GSM 11.14.

Concerned tests are: API_2_PAH_GVLE test case 2, API_2_PAH_INDTBB_BSS test case 16, API_2_PAH_INGKBB_BSS test case 16, API_2_PAH_INGPBB_BSSSS test case 16

The API testing group’s opinion is that the sentence that Schlumberger is asking, is implicit in the description of the methods concerned and nothing need to be changed. 

API_2_PAH_GVLE test case 2 will be changed, as the purpose is to test the getValueLength method returns 0 and there is no need of initDisplayText.

Modification to be done along T3z010939, T3z01040 and T3z010941.

T3z010922, T3z010923, T3z010924 : 

Schlumberger does not deliver this morning as they found that some changes were not done according to the CR. Schlumberger‘ tests were delivered at the end of the day and state that there are some tests cases to remove because they go beyond the point of testing the specification.

Day after (Friday)

Schlumberger wants to remove changeMenuEntry() CRNN8 because it is not testable and does not have to be tested. Testing group answer is to perform the test in a different way where it will not enforce an implementation/behaviour, which is not defined in 3.19. (No verify the Status Word and do a reset afterward). Incard, G&D and MEE think that it has to be transferred to the Framework test applet triggering part.

EnableMenuEntry the script file for test case 3 will be modified to accept command with or without help information available issue by the SET-UP-MENU (because it is not part of the CRRN 1-3). But the testing group required the API investigate the situation where all menu entries with help supported are disabled. The corresponding SET-UP-MENU issued shall set this flag even if there is no menu entries with help information available. 

This test has to be performed in the Proactive Command Sending (System command) of the framework test.

New document has to be provided: T3z010943, T3z010944, T3z010945

T3z010936:

We agreed on the document and we expect the script to take into account the following change:

API_2_ENH_GLEN: test case 4 the length of the TP-UD is greater than 140 bytes. Length shall not exceed what a ME normally sends. Decision: modify TP-UDL to fit and use an another TLV after with CR not set.

6.2 Input paper discussions

6.2.1 Review of the API answers: (Tdoc T3a010113, Tdoc T3a010083)

1 no answer question is still there:
In 03.19 in chapter 5.2 :

updateRecord 
(…)The current record pointer of other applets / subscriber shall not be changed in case of linear fixed EF but the record pointer of a cyclic EF shall be changed for all other applets / subscriber to the record number 1.(…)

increase
(…) It becomes than record number 1 for every other applet and subscriber session.(…)

The methods behaviour are inconsistent for cyclic file because they both changed the ‘absolute’ number of the records and only updateRecord change the current record of other applications.

2. The API recognises that there is an issue. Not be tested in the 11.13 because issue is not solved for R98. But we will check if a minimum can be tested.

3 according to the answer it is possible to perform tests on Handlers rules (Chapter 6.6 Sub-clauses defining minimum requirement for availability of the system handlers.)

4. Ok clarification done. Unfortunately CR only integrated in 03.19 v7.5. Decision: actually we already perform tests in the 11.13 API part that required clarifications and that have been done in 3.19 v 7.5. So it makes sense and consistent to move to this version for the testing. We decide to move to 03.19 v7.5 for the next release of 11.13. 

5 It can’t be tested because the change is not integrated in release 98.

6.Ok the test group accept the removal of the sentence:” For the CBC modes the counter (CNTR) shall be used.”

7. Behaviour for PROFILE_DOWNLOAD is the same as the other events.

 The API testing group ask for clarification regarding the answer to Oberthur document T3a010087 in the report (Tdoc T3a010113)
