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1 Opening of the Meeting

The meeting was opened 21st August at 9.30.

2 Roll call of delegates

The ad-hoc meeting #48 on USAT Interpreter was attended by 7 delegates. See the list of delegates at the end.

Stephane Jacquis joint the meeting on the 21st in the afternoon.

Frederik Almgren joint the meeting on the 22nd.

3 IPR Reminder

The rapporteur drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP individual members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective organisational partners to inform their respective organisational partners of essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to: 

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the technical specification group.

· notify the chairman of T3, or the director-general of their respective organisational partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR statement and the licensing declaration forms.

4 Approval of the report T3z010804 of the USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #45

The minutes of the ad-hoc #45 in T3z010804 were approved without changes.

The resulting final report will be T3z010955.

5 Stage 2 TS 31.112

Discussion on contents

The new definition “Security Node” was introduced to make the naming independent of any specification number (i.e. names like “03.48 Node” or “23.048 Node” should be avoided).

The selection of the transport mode (transaction or session based) shall be described in 3GPP 31.114.

Minor editorial changes have been done.

Conclusion

The content of the Stage 2 document TS 31.112 is agreed within the ad-hoc group.

The resulting TS 31.112  version 1.5.0 is contained in T3z010956. TS 31.112 version 1.5.x shall be presented to T3 #20 with the proposal to forward 31.112 to T for approval.

TS 31.112 document as edited during this ad-hoc session will be distributed by e-mail on Friday, 24th August by the rapporteur. The deadline for comments on editorial subjects is Tuesday, 28th August. Any requests for functional modifications will not be considered for the document submitted for approval to T.

Editorial changes may require to change the version number to 1.5.1.

6 Possible CR for Stage 1 TS 22.112 on PUSH Mechanism

The possible CR should be a R5 CR, because the R4 Stage 1 document is to be discarded by the ETSI secretary, because it seems to be impossible to have a R4 Stage 1 without R4 Stage 2 and Stage 3 documents.

Possible requirements for the PUSH mechanism have been discussed. The conclusion was drawn that the

· disabling and

· acknowledgement

features can and should be solved at the application level. Especially an acknowledgement at application level instead of an acknowledgement at transport level ensures that the USAT Interpreter has really rendered the respective page. In addition the USAT Interpreter built in functionality will be kept small.

The current Stage 1 TS 22.112 document lists all the previously discussed requirements for a PUSH mechanism (high / low priority push) in a sufficient way. Therefore, it is not necessary to submit a CR for the Stage 1 document.

7 Stage 3 Document TS 31.113

The version of TS 31.113 before ad-hoc #48 can be found in document T3z010953.

WML Annex

Some inconsistencies within the WML annex have been resolved.

The WML annex is not able to address all currently specified USAT Interpreter byte codes (e.g. Terminal Response Handler, all USAT Commands, etc.) which has been clarified by some additional sentences in the annex.

It was never the intention to provide a complete language description. This would be the goal of a new work item.

Byte Codes

The SW1/SW2 value in response to an ENVELOPE command containing an event shall be up to the implementations of the USAT Interpreter, if the USAT Interpreter is currently not able to handle that event.

Any non deterministic and undefined behaviour of an USAT Interpreter system should be avoided, because if the USAT Interpreter replies with SW1/SW2 '9300' (“SIM Application Toolkit busy”), the USAT Interpreter would have to rely on handset implementations.

The system variable “USIM issuer” was removed.

The “Submit Parameter TLV” has been  renamed to “Submit Configuration TLV”.

Minor editorial changes have been done.

A new TLV Gateway Address was introduced in the Submit Configuration TLV.

The transport protocol shall encapsulate the Page TLV, Submit TLV or administrative TLVs of the USAT Interpreter in an ISO compliant TLV structure. The tag of this encapsulating TLV shall indicate a proprietary coding within the value part.

Template for native commands

Gemplus submitted the input paper T3z010959. The input paper was discussed.

Details have been clarified, the resulting final version can be found in document T3z010960.

In addition, the given example “EncodeTextStringToDiallingNumber” was considered to be of minor importance. It was decided to postpone the insertion of the template into the byte code specification (Stage 3).

Conclusion

The content of the Stage 3 document is agreed within the ad-hoc group.

The resulting TS 31.113  version 1.7.0 is contained in T3z010957. TS 31.113 version 1.7.x shall be presented to T3 #20 with the proposal to forward 31.113 to T for approval.

The TS 31.113 document as edited during this ad-hoc session will be distributed by e-mail on Friday, 24th August by the rapporteur. The deadline for comments on editorial subjects is Tuesday, 28th August. Any requests for functional modifications will not be considered for the document submitted for approval to T.

Editorial changes may require to change the version number to 1.7.1.

8 Transmission Protocol and Administrative Procedures

The documents T3z010727 and T3z010954 were discussed as input documents for TS 31.114.

The following priorities have been agreed:

1. Core functionality of the transmission protocol (the USAT Interpreter shall be able to communicate with external system entities)

2. Administrative structures, commands and procedures

Transport Protocol

Possible impacts and results of the work item “USIM transport protocol” shall be considered, if applicable.

An ISO compliant TLV structure may encapsulate all data which shall be transported.

Possible scopes for administrative procedures have been discussed. General administrative procedures, e.g. WIM management, EMV management, phonebook management, etc., belong to SCP but not to T3. However, it is worth to raise these topics in T3 and SCP plenary meetings. Decision may be taken there to set-up new work items in the respective standardisation bodies.

The sentence “It is not mandatory for the USAT Interpreter to support the communication with an USAT Interpreter Gateway System“ has been discussed. The sentence was considered to be true, however, Gemplus and OCS prefer to remove the sentence.

The usage of the Gateway address was discussed. An additional TLV has been inserted into the Submit Configuration TLV data structure.

Configuration sets were discussed. The current proposal includes the following parameters (to be checked and extended):

 Configuration for a specific mode (Push, Pull or Adm)

· TAR value

· TAR to be used for reply to PUSH messages

· Access node address

· Security node address

· up to16 keys for Kic

· up to 16 keys for Kid

· SPI including KIc and KID (outgoing messages)

· SPI list KIc and KID (incoming messages)

· USAT command list (set of allowed commands)

· Operation mode

Open subjects

1. Shall or should the SMS-PP mechanism be supported? In principle the document shall be bearer independent, on the other hand there are great benefits to provide a detailed and complete specification for at least one bearer (SMS-PP).

2. Reservation of TAR values

3. The handling of 23.048 keys (KIc, KID) needs to be clarified (are KIc and KID independent or bundled to a key set?).

4. Which TAR shall be used as an answer to a Push.

The resulting document is T3z010958. T3z010958 shall be presented to T3 #20 for information.
