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1 Opening of the Meeting

The meeting was opened 26th September at 9.30.

2 Roll call of delegates

The ad-hoc meeting #50 on USAT Interpreter was attended by 9 delegates. See the list of delegates at the end.

Dirk Könemann attended the first day only.

3 IPR Reminder

The rapporteur drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP individual members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective organisational partners to inform their respective organisational partners of essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to: 

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the technical specification group.

· notify the chairman of T3, or the director-general of their respective organisational partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR statement and the licensing declaration forms.

4 Approval of the report T3z010951 of the USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #48

The minutes of the ad-hoc #48 in T3z010951 were approved without changes.

The resulting final report can be found in T3z011101.

5 Report of T #13

The rapporteur introduced an extract of the report from T #13 to the ad-hoc group, which can be found in document T3z011103.

The specifications TS 31.112 and TS 31.113 were approved by T #13. TS 22.112 will be withdrawn as Release 4 and reissued unchanged as Release 5.

6 Results of T3 #20

TS 31.113

Minor editorial modifications were carried out for TS 31.113 during the T3 #20 meeting. Michael Meyer introduced the modifications to the ad-hoc group. T3-010561 contains the changes made during the T3#20 meeting.

WML Annex of TS 31.113

The WML annex shall be extended mostly all the USAT Interpreter functionality can be accessed via the content description language defined in the annex of TS 31.113. SmartTrust took the task to provide some input for the WML annex of TS 31.113 for the next ad-hoc meeting in Stockholm.

Work Item “Test Specifications”

The first meeting is scheduled for 22. – 23 October in Marseille.

7 Maintenance of Specifications

All necessary editorial changes and corrections should be collected and presented in a single CR at the next T3 meeting. This simplifies the maintenance of the approved documents.

However, necessary functional modifications shall be presented in separate CR(s).

8 Transmission Protocol and Administrative Procedures

The document T3z011106 was discussed as input document for TS 31.114.

The resulting document is T3z011107.

The sentence “It is not mandatory for the USAT Interpreter to support the communication with an USAT Interpreter Gateway System” was clarified and was unanimously agreed (see T3z011107). The intention was to point out that the USAT Interpreter has a “Local” mode of operation in addition to the modes “Pull”, “Post”, “Push” and “Administration”.

The USAT Interpreter shall reply with a Pull TAR, if pushed pages (Push TAR) contain submit byte codes.

The configuration sets were discussed and enhanced.

A proposal for the allowed USAT command list was worked out.

A new system variable ‘0A’ “USAT Command Filter” shall be introduced. This requires a CR to TS 31.113. The value will depend on the current configuration as specified in TS 31.114.

The smartest solution to interrupt the Pull mode, render the pushed page and continue afterwards with the Pull session seems not to be feasibly. There are too many concerns about the implementation (multitasking environment, storage of variable context etc.). In addition it is difficult for the USAT Interpreter to detect the end of a pushed service, because the pushed page may submit a command in Pull mode. If the user had the choice to view, ignore or postpone a pushed page then the implementation would be simpler and the functionality would be comparable. For this case it may be unnecessary to distinguish between high and low priority push commands.
