1. NAVIGATION

· Forward Navigation.

· Backward Navigation.

· Execute next byte code within current USAT Interpreter  navigation unit.

· Execute current proactive command within current USAT Interpreter navigation unit.

· Navigation unit contains no instructions to branch to an anchor within the current page or another page.

· Branch to another page.

· Branch to another navigation unit.

2. VARIABLE MANAGEMENT

2.1 Variable creation

· Try to write access to the USAT Interpreter system information partition by administrative means.

· Write access to the USIM issuer information partition by the USIM issuer by administrative means.

· Try to write access to the USAT issuer information partition by others mean different from the administrative means.

· Write access to the End user information partition locally by the End user by an user interface provided by the USAT Interpreter.

· Try to write access to the End user information partition by other mean.

· Write access to the permanent variable area by a page which provides a service ID.

· Try to write access to the permanent variable area by a page which no provides a service ID.

· Write access to the temporary variable area.

· Try to write access to the string elements.

2.2 Variable substitution &  read access

· Variable substitution by method 1 reading the variable value from the USAT Interpreter system information partition.

· Variable substitution by method 2 reading the variable value from the USAT Interpreter system information partition.

· Variable substitution by method 1 reading the variable value from the USIM issuer information partition.

· Variable substitution by method 2 reading the variable value from the USIM issuer information partition.

· Variable substitution by method 1 reading the variable value from the End user information partition.

· Variable substitution by method 2 reading the variable value from the End user information partition.

· Variable substitution by method 1 reading the variable value from the permanent variable area and accessed by a page providing a service ID within the Page TLV which is contained in the list of permanently stored variables.

· Variable substitution by method 2 reading the variable value from the permanent variable area and accessed by a page providing a service ID within the Page TLV which is contained in the list of permanently stored variables.

· Variable substitution by method 1 and/or 2 reading the variable value from the permanent  variable area and accessed by a page providing  a service ID within the Page TLV which is no contained in the  list of permanently stored variables.

· Variable substitution by method 1 reading the variable value from the temporary variable area stored by the current page and accessed by the current page.

· Variable substitution by method 2 reading the variable value from the temporary variable area stored by the current page and accessed by the current page.

· Variable substitution  by method 1 reading the variable value from the temporary area, stored by the previous page, after a successful verification of the One Time Password.

· Variable substitution  by method 2 reading the variable value from the temporary area, stored by the previous page, after a successful verification of the One Time Password.

· Variable substitution by method 1 and/or 2 reading the variable value from the temporary area, stored by the previous page, after a wrong verification of the One Time Password.

· Variable substitution by method 1 reading the variable value from the Page string elements.

· Variable substitution by method 2 reading the variable value from the Page string elements.
