It shall be able to generate and send any command APDU and receive any of the possible responses. These commands may be generated manually, one at a time, or automatically from a predefined batch procedure containing one or more commands.

The item of equipment shall allow to access test specification and behave as a “common” USAT Gateway system from the USAT Interpreter point of view.

Where 'X' is used in place of a hexadecimal digit, X ranges from '0' to 'F'. For example, the data '6X' ranges from '60' to '6F' inclusive.

Where data is expressed as a group of bytes, it shall be in the following format: 'XX XX XX... XX', indicating first byte, second byte, third byte etc. in that order.

A string of digits shall be formatted with a continuous string of numeric data and enclosed with single quotes.  For example, the string 'XXXXXXXX' where X ranges from 0 to 9 inclusive.

Where steps within a test procedure involve a USAT Interpreter external system simulator sending one or more commands to the USAT Interpreter, these commands are required to be correctly executed, unless otherwise stated in the subclause for the test.
