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1 Opening of the Meeting

The meeting was opened 11th  December at 10:00.

2 Roll call of delegates

There were initially 6 delegates present. During the meeting a total of 9 delegates have been present. See the list of delegates at the end.

3 IPR Reminder

The rapporteur drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP individual members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective organisational partners to inform their respective organisational partners of essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to: 

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the technical specification group.

· notify the chairman of T3, or the director-general of their respective organisational partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR statement and the licensing declaration forms.

4 Approval of the report T3z011803 of the USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #57

The minutes of the ad-hoc #57 in Madrid as written in T3z011803 were approved.

The resulting final report can be found in T3z012006.

5 Meeting Agenda

Heiko Oester presented the suggested agenda for the meeting. The meeting decided to start going through the editorial CRs

6 Description of new Work Item for Release 6

The meeting did not discuss the work item description.

7 Application Identifier for USAT Interpreter

The meeting did not discuss Application Identifier for the USAT Interpreter.

8 USAT Interpreter Byte Codes

8.1 Editorial Changes

8.1.1 CR from Schlumberger on Editorial Changes

The document is contained in T3z012001. The meeting changed the wording regarding the description for getInput. The content is agreed by the Ad-Hoc group. The resulting CR shall be submitted by Schlumberger to the next Ad-Hoc meeting with the intention of it being in the version that the Ad-Hoc group will submit to T3.

8.2 Corrections and Clarifications

8.2.1 CR from Schlumberger on Corrections and Clarifications

The document is contained in T3z012000. The meeting discussed the CR. The variable identity for the variable  “transmission buffer size” is given as ‘0B’, Michael Meyer should check if this shall be ‘0A’.

The content is agreed by the Ad-Hoc group. Schlumberger will update the heading and edit the CR to be based on the latest available specification of TS 31.113. The resulting CR shall be submitted by Schlumberger to the next Ad-Hoc meeting with the intention of it being in the version that the Ad-Hoc group will submit to T3.

Possibly the parts that are based on a previous CR might need to be placed into a separate CR. Michael Meyer was given the task of investigating the issue.

8.2.2 CR from Schlumberger called Essential corrections

The document is contained in T3z012002. The contents were discussed at the previous Ad-Hoc meeting and Schlumberger has edited it into a CR.

The content is agreed by the Ad-Hoc group. Schlumberger will update the heading. The resulting CR shall be submitted by Schlumberger to the next Ad-Hoc meeting with the intention of it being in the version that the Ad-Hoc group will submit to T3.

8.2.3 CR from Schlumberger on Addition of Error Handling  and Clarifications

The document is contained in T3z012004 and was presented by Anne-Laure. The CR suggests additional specification of Error Codes and addition of a Chapter 12 describing the error handling.

After some discussion it was proposed that the proposed chapter 12 could be incorporated in the existing chapter 12. The CR was updated to be merged into chapter 12.

There was some discussion on the fact that the CR changed the behaviour currently described. The CR was updated to not modify the currently specified behaviour.

The CR was updated during the discussion. The resulting CR is contained in T3z012014 and the content is agreed. Schlumberger will update the heading. The resulting CR shall be submitted by Schlumberger to the next Ad-Hoc meeting with the intention of it being in the version that the Ad-Hoc group will submit to T3.

8.2.4 CR from G&D Regarding Access to Non-Initialized Variables

The document is contained in T3z01209. The CR specifies that all undefined variables are NULL and can be legally accessed without error. Some additional clarification was made during the meeting.

The CR was updated during the discussion. The resulting CR is contained in T3z012015 and the content is agreed. The resulting CR shall be submitted by G&D to the next Ad-Hoc meeting with the intention of it being in the version that the Ad-Hoc group will submit to T3.

8.3 Terminal Response Handler

8.3.1 CR from Schlumberger Regarding Corrections on the Terminal Response Handler

The document is contained in T3z012003 and was presented by Schlumberger. One proposed change, in chapter 8.7, is not backward compatible. Schlumberger will split the CR into two CRs.

The CR that only contains the corrections was agreed. Schlumberger will update the heading. The resulting CR shall be submitted by Schlumberger to the next Ad-Hoc meeting with the intention of it being in the version that the Ad-Hoc group will submit to T3.

8.3.2 CR from Schlumberger Regarding Corrections on the Terminal Response Handler

The document is contained in T3z012012 and was withdrawn pending discussion on the Terminal Response Handler CR.

8.3.3 CR from Gemplus to Clarify the Behaviour of the Terminal Response Handler Configuration

The document is contained in T3z012011 and was presented by Stephane. The Ad-Hoc group agreed that the input paper was not a CR. The input paper contains clarifications on Terminal Response Handler behaviour as well as editorial changes and functional additions. Gemplus was urged to split this into proper CRs. The goal is to have one CR that only clarifies the behaviour of the Terminal Response Handler. Gemplus agreed to do this until next meeting. In the table below, items that shall be part of the Terminal response Handler Modifier clarification CR are labeled X. Gemplus shall submit any other changes as separate CRs.

During the discussion of the input paper, it was noted that the current version of the specification combines the cases of “No more byte code” with “Exception” and that it might be reasonable to have separate ranges for these. Gemplus will submit a CR to propose a separation of these to the next Ad-Hoc meeting.

8.4 WML Annex

It was agreed that the CR as reviewed in Madrid would be editorially updated. The resulting CR shall be submitted to the next Ad-Hoc meeting with the intention of it being in the version that the Ad-Hoc group will submit to T3.

8.5 Addition of Security Plug-Ins

The document is contained in T3z012010. The CR suggests addition of a number of security plug-ins and has been submitted by SmartTrust. The CR is rather large and was presented at an overview level. There was some discussion on the optionality of the suggested plug-ins. No conclusion was found.

The error handling for native commands in general is an open issue. It will be discussed further when G&D has submitted the suggestion for error handling rather than regarding the current suggestion. 

Part of the new plug-in proposals overlap with the proposals made by Oberthur during the last meeting. This concerns the part regarding the symmetric encrypt/decrypt plug-ins. The meeting urged Oberthur to resubmit an updated proposal with respect to the proposed comments of Ad-Hoc #57, if the currently discussed proposal does not satisfy their opinions. 

The handling of DCS by the suggested plug-in was discussed.

The meeting made a list of functionality extracted from the existing proposals which is possibly to be included in chapter 9 for release 5.

Anyone having technical concerns about the contents of the discussed proposal shall submit these as input no later than January 8, 2002 in order to finalize the plug-in proposal at the next Ad-Hoc meeting.

The meeting proceeded to review the document more in detail. This involved editorial issues, references, ETSI language etc.

The informative annexes containing implementation specifications for the plug-ins were presented. There was some discussion whether these annexes were required. Gemplus and Schlumberger stated that the time frame was too short to be able to review this material in time for release 5.

All companies shall review the input closely to the next Ad-Hoc meeting. The most important issue is to state if the functionality provided by the plug-ins is desired. Anything that can not be agreed shall discussed at the next Ad-Hoc meeting. 

The CR was updated during the discussion. SmartTrust shall provide an updated CR for the next meeting.

9 USAT Interpreter Transmission and Administration

The latest version of TS 31.114 is contained in T3z012008. The most recent changes were presented and discussed. All changes agreed by the meeting were edited into the document. The resulting document has version V0.9.0 and is contained in T3z012016. 

It is an open issue whether an implementation of the administrative procedures need to support all commands or if there shall be some list of administrative commands supported by an implementation.

The following areas were discussed to some length. 

9.1.1 Default and Current Gateway

There was some discussion regarding chapter 5.4.1.3 where default gateway address and current gateway address. It was somewhat unclear what the current gateway address is useful for. The description given is also not consistent with the one found in 31.113. Schlumberger took an action to write a CR to 31.113 to bring its description into line with 31.114. G&D took an action to clarify the current gateway address and the coding of the default gateway address.

9.1.2 Interference Between Administrative Entities

Based on the discussion from the Ad-Hoc #57, text has been added in chapter 6.1.2 to clearly state that there are possibilities for interference between different administrative entities. In order to handle these possible interferences, some action need to be taken in the gateway system itself. Such an action is out of the scope of the specification. The paragraph was reviewed and some changes were done.

9.1.3 Administation of Configuration Data

The description of administration of configuration data had been added in chapter 6.1.2.10. The additions were presented. Some unclarities in the coding were discussed and shall be investigated until the next Ad-Hoc meeting. 

9.1.4 Optionality of Administration Procedures

There was a discussion whether the administration procedures are optional in the same way as the transmission protocol is optional. The meeting updated the introduction in chapter 6 on Administrative Procedures to indicate that the administrative procedures are optional. There was the classic discussion on the usage of the statement “not mandatory”. The meeting decided to agree to the text as written into the specification during the meeting.

Furthermore, the meeting added a statement about the administrative procedures’ dependencies to parts of the transmission protocol. 

9.1.5 Install Plug-In

During the review of the install plug-in, the description of the relation between the size of the plug-in and the size of the concatenation buffer caused problems, again. The current proposal for description of that problem was edited during the Ad-Hoc meeting and is in the specification, chapter 6.1.2.12 and all members are urged to think about a better way to formulate the intention. 

The meeting discussed whether the chapters describing plug-in installation and removal shall be presented to T3 as part of 31.114. Schlumberger does not agree to specify the functionality for plug-in download in 31.114. The meeting could not agree on the feature. There were no objections to the technical solution described. Gemplus and Schlumberger refused to discuss technical details of the suggestion before the decision to include it has been taken. T3 should decide whether to include this feature in 31.114. If T3 decides to include this feature, ongoing standardisation work on this issue in other groups (e.g. Open Platform, and work on 23.048) shall be considered.

9.1.6 Administration of Terminal Response Handler Configuration

The current version of 31.114 suggests that it shall not be possible to change the Terminal Response Handler configuration by administrative means. However, 31.113 states that the Terminal Response Handler configuration can be changed by administrative means or at personalisation. These two specifications need to be brought in line with each other.

The meeting agreed not to specify administrative update to the Terminal response Handler configuration for release 5. If an input paper with a consistent proposal for inclusion in the specification can be provided before the next AD-Hoc meeting, it can be included. If no such input is provided, the Ad-Hoc group concludes that there is no real interest in supplying such a mechanism. 

If administration of Terminal Response Handler configuration is not included, a CR shall be written on TS 31.113 to not state that the Terminal Response Handler configuration can be administered. SmartTrust volunteered to provide this CR.

9.1.7 Handling of Administration Messages

In the current version on TS 31.114, the administrative messages seem to be discarded in all cases where the USAT Interpreter is doing something. No one seems to know what the rationale for that behaviour. If the entity that sent the administrative message is not informed of the failure, it will be very difficult to implement administration. It does not fulfil the requirement of being able to provide reliable means for USAT Administration.

To resolve the problems, the meeting agreed to make the ADM Responses mandatory and the specification shall be modified accordingly. 

The Ad-Hoc group agreed that the USAT Interpreter security functionality shall support Proof-of-Receipt by using SMS-SUBMIT and optionally support SMS-DELIVER-REPORT.
