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1 Opening of the Meeting

The USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #62 meeting was opened 10th  January 2002 at 13:45

2 Roll call of delegates

There were initially 10 delegates present. During the meeting a total of 10 delegates have been present. See the list of delegates at the end.

3 IPR Reminder

The rapporteur drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP individual members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective organisational partners to inform their respective organisational partners of essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to: 

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the technical specification group.

· notify the chairman of T3, or the director-general of their respective organisational partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR statement and the licensing declaration forms.

4 Approval of the report T3z012007 of the USAT Interpreter ad-hoc #59

The minutes of the ad-hoc #59 in Munich as written in T3z012007 have been corrected and were approved.

· Sentence " The meeting decided to view this overlap as a correction of the previous plug-in suggestions for Triple DES" in chapter 8.5 is removed

· Sentence ". There was some discussion on the optionality of the suggested plug-ins." Reflects two discussions 1)that the plug-ins are optional by definition 2) the inclusion of the security plug-ins in release 5 is optional. The sentence is completed by "No conclusion as been found".(chapter 8.5)

· Sentence " The meeting made a list of desired functionality to be included in chapter 9 for release 5." Is replaced by "The meeting made a list of functionality extracted from the existing proposals which is possibly included in chapter 9 for release 5"

The resulting final report can be found in T3z020211.

5 Meeting Agenda

The rapporteur presented the suggested agenda for the meeting.  The final meeting agenda as discussed during the meeting can be found in the current document.

6 Description of new Work Item for Release 6

The meeting reviewed the work item description in document T3z011812 for the case the transfer to SCP doesn't occurs. The result of the discussion can be found in T3z020219. (But this document may also be used by SCP as a list of desired features if the transfer occurs). 

7 Application Identifier for USAT Interpreter

The meeting did briefly discuss Application Identifier for the USAT Interpreter.

· The usage of the AID is not clear.

· The architecture in  the UICC is not clear.

Conclusion : (To be clarified during T3 if there is a need to reserve an AID (Ask interested companies).

8 Release 6 for T3

The rapporteur thinks we should transmit the specification as soon as possible to SCP:

· occasion to split 31.114 in administrative commands / transport

· USAT Interpreter usage could be outside the GSM scope. That may lead to non backward compatibility of the SCP version and the release 5 version of 3GPP

The ad-hoc group agreed to the SCP transfer. 

( The rapporteur will ask T3 to transfer the USAT Interpreter specification to SCP.

The rapporteur ask if we plan to continue ad-hoc groups for release 6 (if it is still attached to T3) and for release 5 CRs

· G&D thinks we should reduce the number of  USAT Interpreter ad-hoc group meetings and let companies which have an interest in USAT Interpreter providing CRs. Ad-hocs prior to T3 meetings may be sufficient, to check the CRs to be presented to T3.

· SLB thinks it's better to have regular ad-hoc groups to prepare consistent and "agreeable CRs"

( The rapporteur will ask the opinion of other companies during T3 : do we manage release 6 by ad-hocs or splinters or ad-hocs on request

9 USAT Interpreter Byte Codes

9.1 Security Plug-in discussion (T3z020216 and T3z011811)

· OCS thinks its proposal is included in the big SmartTrust one

· SLB found problems in SmartTrust one that were not present in OCS before.

· G+ thinks the ad-hoc group should use the work of another 3GPP meeting currently working on security mechanisms in UICC.

· The rapporteur remembers that the ad-hoc group committed not to provide new features to TS 31.113 for REL-5.

· G&D have the feeling SCP WG2 is better suited to handle the plug-ins.

· The documents are big and we do not have enough experience on that subject.

· OCS ask if symmetric plug-ins can be included. The same arguments are raised against (complexity + format + backward compatibility of next release)

Conclusion:

The inputs on security plug-ins should be postponed to release 6. Technical problems will be solved as soon as possible. SmartTrust will present its input for information during T3 plenary to raise the discussion with other 3GPP groups.

T3z020205 (WML annex)

Few editorial modifications are done to the CR (spi/,…)

The document is agreed as a functional addition by the ad-hoc group.

The cover sheet must be extracted from the text box to be visible and spec version must be v5.1.0

The header must be filled according to ETSI template.

T3z020202 (corrections and clarifications : Environment variables, user information partition,…)

Reason for change completed (solve inconsistency of coding between buffer sizes,…)

Inline value changes are moved to T3z020221

Assign and branch correction from T3z012000 is inserted in this CR

Modifications on the TRH mechanism:

Replace attribute, text for user notification and NU attribute are improved and will be introduced in T3z020223

The annex A cannot be used as it is but shows some "problems" :

· Default Text for user notification is not specified

· Exit after an action is not possible

· Some general result values are not covered by the default configuration defined

· There are some overlaps in the ranges (exception case)

· No common naming for standard local pages ("home page")

The pictures will be discussed in further ad-hoc groups.

T3z020215 (corrections)

Removal of Attribute bit ValidityPeriod of TRH modifier has to be moved to T3z020223

Correction from 7.1.8.1 will be moved to T3z020223

This CR is withdrawn (EMPTY)

( The rapporteur will include all the modifications from this CR in T3z020223.

T3z020218 (functionality removal on USAT Command)

The fact that the TRH is not used in some cases is not clear. The proposition is to remove the functionality. Another possibility is to explicitly mention that the TRH is not invoked under certain conditions.

The resulting CR is saved as T3z020226 and is withdrawn (EMPTY)

The following sentences has to be corrected, as the statement is not correct. T3z020227 does not contain that change:

A new CR T3z020227 is created to add the attribute value 11 (apply TRH whatever the general result is) to the behaviour attribute of USAT Command Tag.

( The rapporteur will include all the modifications from T3z020226 in T3z020223.

T3z020204 (error handling)

Few editorial modifications done

The resulting CR is saved as T3z020227 

( The rapporteur will update the format of the CR for T3 plenary

T3z020208 (TRH functional addition / changes)

Presented. 

The important things are written as T3z020228

· too big

· TRH still not clear 

The differences between T3z020228 and T3z020208 are to be discussed during further ad-hoc groups.

( The CR T3z020228 will be presented to T3 by G+ as separated CRs (one for each change)

( The modified sentence " If several actions are assigned to the general result, a SELECT ITEM command shall be built from the action list using the action description by the USAT Interpreter to allow the user to choose between actions." Will be included by the rapporteur in T3z020223

T3z020209 (error of NCI)

The mechanism would imply the USAT interpreter to know how to react on every error code of every plug-in.

The CR is to be corrected and postponed to the next ad-hoc meeting.

T3z012012 (renaming of default General result)

The content of the CR will be included in T3z020223

( The rapporteur will include the content in T3z020223

10 USAT Interpreter Transmission and Administration

v0.6.0 has been modified by editorial modifications by the ETSI secretary. It has been transmitted as document version 1.0.0 to T for information, but the ad-hoc group continued working on document until v0.9.0 produced during ad-hoc #59. The latest merged version of TS 31.114 is contained in T3z020213.

Version 1.2.0 contains proposed changes from G&D and has been replaced by v1.2.1 before the ad-hoc meeting (T3z020217).

10.1 Review of T3z020217

Current / default Gateway address 

Chapter 5.4.1.3 : The Gateway address is sent only if the GW address changes. To be able to notify change back to the default, the default must be sent to the GW if there is a change. The table is updated (every default replaced by current).

Optionality of the features

 it appears that all the listed features are optional :

· Every USAT byte code command

· Every administrative command

· Every plug-ins

· Transport protocol

There are no ways to know which features are implemented outside the USAT Interpreter.

Tag coding overlap between 31.113 and 31.114 :

Only structures are used in both documents, so only structures must have unique identifiers. The command tags can overlap as they are not located at the same level in the binary messages.

To be backward compatible, the tag value of e.g. InlineValueTLV cannot be changed. 

A solution would be to reserve tags from '00' to '3F' in TS 31.114 for TS 31.113 data structures : accepted, the tag coding in TS 31.114 is shifted to handle that.

( The change in the tag values table have to be reflected in the document for every tag.

TRH modification in the administration

It may be possible to use the TS 31.113 structure but with restrictions. As this is not easy and available as a clear input, this is removed from the specification for release 5. A CR to modify accordingly TS 31.113 is available from SmartTrust.

Install / remove plug-in

G&D and SmartTrust consider this useful and that the aim is not to specify a complete secure download framework, but to have a simple transport channel, using the infrastructure of the USAT Interpreter system, to download any kind of extensions, e.g. plug-ins. The necessary security is then to be specified by the different card manufacturers, even parts of the TS 23.048 framework could be re-used.

SLB, OCS and G+ consider this is a bridge to the card that bypasses all the security frameworks specified in JAVA world, in 03.48 and all proprietary administration system.

The command is reviewed to be correctly described for the case it is included in the USAT Interpreter specification.

This feature will be put FFS and T3 will be asked to answer the question :

- is it worth working on it in release 6 (and let FFS in release 5) or do we consider this functionality is already done by other groups and we simply remove the chapter from 31.114 (a CR must be provided to TS 22.112 to remove the requirement)?

Conclusion : 

The updated document is accepted as the new current version.

11 Any Other Business

The rapporteur urged every member to review carefully the specifications before the plenary meeting.
