6 Actions follow-up
T3z020003 and T3z020009 (issues for clarification):

Smart Trust propose to merge the document T3z020003 with T3z020009 from Mobile Mind and to provide common output whose reference is T3z020011. Another document whose reference is „T3z020012“ lists all items which have to be clarified by the specification group.

· #61 – 1 and #62 –2 : this point need to be specified during next ad-hoc meetings. The decision is „dropped“.

· #64 – 1: the „default page“ is not defined in TS 31.113. This issue is forward to spec group to be clarified.

· #64 – 2: „Inline-Value2“ description in T3 31.113 is quite confusing for reader. This issue is forward to spec group to be better explaned.

· #64 – 3, #64 – 4, #64 – 5 and #64 - 6: „History management“ is unclear in T3 31.113. This issue is forward to spec group to be clarified.

· #64 – 7: „Permanent variable management“.This issue is forward to spec group to be clarified.

· #64 – 8 and #64 - 9: these issues are about the way to use permanent variables and the feature’s utility. They are not due to specification problems. Therefore, these issues are „dropped in testing perspective“.

·  #64 – 10: This issue is forward to spec group to be clarified.

· #64 – 11: activation of the interpreter by an event (TS 31.113 section 4.4). What is the definition of „interpreter state“? This issue is forward to spec group to be clarified.

· #64 – 12: Reception of an admin command with wrong TAR. Does the UI send an admin response? This issue is forward to spec group to be clarified.

· #64 – 13: Interpreter branch to an unknown N.U. What is the behavior? This issue is forward to spec group to be clarified.

· Everyone agree to include this proposal inside the test specification. The output will be T3z020013.

· Section 6.5.2.1 „ MEC_VAR_AREA:CR 3“. Remove this CR. The way to update the „user info“ environment variables is proprietary and will be done during „initial conditions“ stage of test description.

· Section 5.1 „ Test groups under TS 31.113“: remove (FFS) for E2E and MODE.

· Section 6.1.3: Remove „ MEC_NAV:TC x User interaction” because it is done in “Navigation” section.

· Section 6.3.3: question about „ Other exception....?“. We add „TR result out of range“

· Section 6.4.3: „ MEC_ACT:TC 3“ removed

· Section 6.5.2.1:

· „ MEC_VAR_AREA:CR 2“ precise that write access is done by UI admin cmd defined TS 31.114.

· „ MEC_VAR_AREA:CR 5“. Remove „ Write shall be possible for current page only (... how else?...)„

· Section 6.5.3.1:

·  „ MEC_VAR_AREA:TC 1“ change range of variable id

·  And „ MEC_VAR_AREA:TC x“ : remove „write“ access.

· Section 7.1.2:

· „ DS_PAGE:CR 3“ put a reference to inline-value TLV test.

· „ DS_PAGE:CR  x“ add „if placed“

· Section 7.1.3.2 „ DS_PAGE:TC 1“ change sentence to better handle „cache“ feature

· Section 8.8.3 „ UI-CMD_ENC:TC 2“ add FFS because the „ExitFlag“ attribute can’t be tested if there’s no installed plug-in

· Section 11.1.3 „ ADM_MEC:TC 2“ forward this question to spec group (see section 7, #64 – 12)

· Section 11.3.3 „ ADM_CMD_EMT:TC“ icon management is optional. Icons are stored only locally.

· Section 4.7 „ Test requirement“ Do we change „ME simulator“ by „UE simulator“?

All these modifications are reflected in document T3z020013.

Review of the document T3z020010 (provided by microelectronica):

General comments:

· This document should be updated using test template T3z020008 and merged with T3z0200013. The result document reference T3z020014 will be the new version of test specification. Smart Trust is in charge of this task.

Comments about tests description:
· Section 6.1.1.1 „Forward Navigation“:

·  „ Forward navigation“ change „page“ by „Navigation Unit“

· „ MEC NAV 1 „ Change title

· „ MEC NAV 4“ What is the interpreter behavior in case of branch to an unknown N.U.? This issue is forward to spec group to be clarified (see section 7, #64 – 13)

· „ MEC NAV 7“ This test should be moved to a TRH test. Add that in this case, the default configured behavior is to exit the UI without user interaction.

· Section 6.1.1.2 „Backward Navigation“: OK

· Section 6.12 „Variable Management“:

· „MEC VAR 1“ to „MEC VAR 13“. Write access is never tested for string pools and environment variables. Some new tests should be added on write access.

· „MEC VAR 10“: add that an error message should be displayed

· „MEC VAR 12“: add that the interpreter doesn’t manage to read variable 81. It displays an error message.

· „MEC VAR 14“: precise the the „ResetVar“ attribute is set in the second N.U. Add that an error message is displayed.

9.3 New proposals

9.3.1 Extension of USAT Interpreter Test Language

Review of the document  T3z020007 (provided by Mobile Mind):

This input paper proposes to extend the test language to manage the U.I USAT command. Everyone agree that it’s a good idea but it can not be used for every tests because it’s too complex.

This idea could be usefull for tests of TRH because <terminal-response-block> tag would be convinient to specify Terminal Response result.

Consequently, ad-hoc should specify:

· DTD containing functionality defined by <terminal-response-block>, <proactive-command-block> and <submit-configuration-block> tags;
· The level of tags (i.e. what new xml tag should be used for a test case)

9.3.2 Complete UI test markup language

Review of the document  T3z020002 (provided by Smart Trust):

Section 4.1:

Schlumberger proposes to specify a mark up language for ui_me_msg interface. Indeed, it would be interesting to use such xml description in order to check USAT command provided by UI.

Smart Trust is reluctant to do specify this mark up language. This work is too complex and out of our scope.

Schlumberger has to study the definition of this mark up and the way to use it for the next meeting.

Section 5.1:

· Everyone agree about the using of an unique DTD.

· „ui-app-msg“ for spi, kic, kid fields should have #REQUIRED state instead of #IMPLIED

Section 4.1:

· String Pool element should have „value“ parameter instead of „text“

· „value“ element defined twice. The second definition is removed

· „general-result-var“ should also have „binary“ DCS

· „ ui-go-back“ doesn’t have any parameter. Thus, add #EMPTY

· „ execute-USAT-command“. In TS 31.113 section 8.7.1, the „behavior“ attribute flag has got a description which doesn’t sound like „stop-any“ and „stop-error“. But, a CR about this flag should be included in the next specification release. To be verified.

Smart Trust has to provide an unique and complete DTD. This document will be T3z020015.

9 Review the issues to forward, additional to forward

Review of the document  T3z020012 (provided by Smart Trust):

This document lists all issues forwarded to core specification group.

Issues are:

· History list management (#64-6):

· Add question about the reset of history list

· Add new remarks

· Permanent variable management: #64-7 to #64-9 are dropped from testing group because answers from Mobile Mind questions are in the core specification TS 31.113

· Ordered TLV List in Assign and Branch (#64-10): Ad-hoc agrees to say that both sentences are uncleared.

· Idem for #64-11 to #64-13: Ad-hoc agrees to say that both sentences are uncleared.

Schlumberger provides new issues to be included in T3z020012:

· #64-14: Key used for OTP/PUC is not defined.

· #64-15: 31.113 section 4.4. How to activate UI and branch to a remote page using Menu Selection?

· #64-16: 31.114, section 5.6. Nothing is stated on USAT interpreter behaviour after execution of a pushed page

· #64-17: 31.113, section 6.1.2: It stated that only authorized Pages can access permanent variables. But it is not stated what happens if the page is not authorized to.

· #64-18: 31.113, section 7.5 and 7.6: There are two sentences in contradiction concerning the "value" part of an Inline Value, in case there are no variables references inside.

· #64-19; 31.113, section 7.5: Nothing is stated on whether the DCS in the page applies when the DCS in a Inline Value is "unknown".

Schlumberger provides another issues but they are not in the scope of testing group. Schlumberger will propose Change Request to core specification group independently of document T3z020012.

Everyone agree to propose this document to core specification group.
