In this meeting we still don't agree in all the contributions (fifth week after the plenary), so the rapporteur suggested to trie to send the definitive CR to the API Chairman if the ad-hoc agree on all the contributions to be approved in the T plenary, in case of the CR would be not complete or incorrect the CR would be postponed for the next plenary.

5 Testing Framework

First day

5.1.1 INCARD delivery

There is an open discussion, started within the email list, about the inclusion of the padding for ciphering to certificate the message. Final conclusion: 

· The 03.48 ver 8.4.0 specification could be no so clear in this point and it could have some interpretations for this particular point, but further versions (03.48 ver 8.7.0) indicate clearly the inclusion of the padding for the new computation of the certificate. As the reference to this specification within te 11.13 is 03.48 ver 8.4.0, the final decision implies to change the reference to this specification refering only to the release, hence the version for the reference will be the last for this release.

5.1.2 MEE delivery

Schlumberger remak: For all MEE tests, when a timer is allocated, the timer ID returned is not stated in the specifications. Within MEE tests it is supposed that the timer ID returned is 1 but it could be something else. 

To guarantee that the timer ID is 1 is taken the following solution: It will be allocated all the possible timers by the applet (from 1 to 8), after this will be release the timer with identifiers from 2 to 8, so the only timer allocated will be the timer with ID 1. This implies to modified the test area files, the input document for the new delivery will be T3z020218.


Oberthur remark: To modify in the script files the SW2, because the returned data of the get response are not checked, so the solution would be to set the expected data of the envelope command to 9F XX.
The final decision is to maintain the script as it is because although the objetive of the test is not to check the correct length, the length to be returned is defined for each case within the GSM specifications.

5.2.3 Remarks on specification document

G&D presents Document T3z020222, this doc indicates some remarks to the specification document to be included, if the ad hoc agree, as a part of the change request (T3z020223) to be presented as T plenary:

1.1.- Annex C.1, General Default Prepersonalization (pag. 312), the correct EFSDN File Identifier is 6F49 and it belongs to DFTELECOM. OK
1.2.- Annex C.2.6 (pag. 314), in the EFCNU file description the correct number of records are 1 and 2. OK
1.3.- Annex C.2.18 (pag. 318) in the EFCIAA file description increase access condition is ADM0. What does it mean? Which should be the access condition value according to 11.11? (0x04, 0x05... 0x0E?) . It is changed the increase access conditions: ADM instead of ADM0
1.4.- We created a class TestConstants.java for sim.test.access but this class doesn't include the File Identifiers for TRAC, TIAC, CIAC and CIAA, because these were created later by SLB(?) for their Access Domain tests. My suggestion is that SLB uses this class and adds the constants. OK
1.5.- In the method API_1_SVW_SLCTS_BBS_1 (pag. 21), Test Procedure, Case 3, should say "fci shall contain the first 7 bytes of the FCI" instead of "the entire FCI". OK
1.6.- In the method API_1_SVW_SLCTS_BBS_1 (pag. 22), Test Procedure, Case 17, the file used in the test applet in sub-case 5 is EFCARU and not EFACM. The doc must be changed accordingly. OK
1.7.- In the method API_1_SVW_SLCTS_1 (pag. 25), Test Procedure, Case 4, the file used in sub-cases 3 and 5 is EFCARU and not EFACM (same problem as before). OK
2.- Sim.access package errors 

2.1.- Read Record, Case 21. The length of the record is 3 and not 4. The exception thrown maybe is not FILE_INCONSISTENT. OK
2.2.- Update Record, Case 21. The length of the record is 3 and not 4. The exception thrown maybe is not FILE_INCONSISTENT. OK
Change Request Update: T3z020229

3.- Sim.toolkit package errors 

3.1.- getEnvelopeTag, getItemIdentifier and getSecuredData The format of the .scr files is not correct because they don't fulfil the format rules described in Annex B.4. The select applet by AID command is not separate correctly. The "\" symbol should be separate from the data by at least one whitespace. OK

5.2.4 Remarks on API testing part

Schlumberger present two inpunt documents as Change Request to be integrated in 11.13 specification for fufther releases:

T3z020201: The ad hoc agree that this CR is outside the scope of the 03.19 specification, hence outside of the 11.13 specification. To be implemented this new tests has to be changed the scope of the 11.13 specification or include first the clarification of this point within 03.19. Also is discussed that the note in which is based these test within 03.48 specification in point A.1.4.2.3.1:

"The file access conditions specified in TS 11.11 [5] are relevant for the SIM/ME interface only. The file access conditions specified in the access domain parameter are used internally by the card operating system."

 is not normative. These tests could be added fo further releases.

T3z020202: The meeting agree to this CR, it will be included to the complete CR to be presented to next T plenary. This implies a new delivery for the specification (T3z020230), the changes to be done in the specification are described wiyhin documents  T3z020224 and T3z020225.
