The report, doc T3z021200, of the last meeting (ad-hoc 68) is reviewed. The report is approved without changes, document T3z021206.

5 51.013 Release 4 specification

5.1 Contributions

5.1.1 MEE

Document T3z021202 includes the changes stated in the report plus changes in the Parameter files following reemarks from SLB. 

It is reviewed and accepted.

5.1.2 Gemplus

29/4 morning

Document T3z021204 includes fixes to remarks made by SLB in the e-mail list. Gemplus confirms that the packages had been converted with an incorrect util.exp package, and the new delivery is corrected. 

Also, message identifier for all CELL BROADCAST DATA DOWNLOAD have been changed from “00 00” to “10 00” following a remark by SLB.

It is reviewed and accepted.

Gemplus added 2 new applets, their abbreviations and TARs also need to be included in the 51.013 Rel-4. These abbreviations are already included in the document provided by Incard in Paderborn (ah#68) (T3z020815).
29/4 afternoon

Gemplus changes TERMINAL PROFILE to allow proactive command SET UP EVENT LIST in the 2 tests for applet triggering (new Rel-4 EVENT_DOWNLOAD events).

G&D remarks about mix of upper & lowercase in directory names. This is the case with Gemplus and SLB deliveries. They are corrected to lowercase.

5.1.3 Schlumberger (SLB)

29/4 morning

Documents T3z021207 (spec) and T3z021208 (tests) are shown, including changes due to remarks sent by Gemplus on friday afternoon (26/04) on the e-mail list. There have been changes in the test specification, the scripts and the Java files.

Both are reviewed and accepted.

29/4 afternoon

Remark from G&D: errors in scripts GSDL, GSDO

Remarks from Gemplus: errors in one test case of GSDL, one of GSDO

Remarks from OCS: PAR files are missing form test area files. INI 03 01 must be changed to INI 07 01 (support for SMS_CB data download) in some SCRs.

The test spec is modified according to the remarks by Gemplus, OCS.

The scripts are modified according to remarks by G&D, OCS.

5.1.4 Oberthur (OCS)

29/4 morning

A CR for (43.019) MEProfile Rel-5 (T3a020027) from the API SWG is distributed for information. The same CR will be submitted for Rel-4 and R99 in next T3 plenary in Espoo (Finland). It is an “essential correction”. It was decided by the API meeting to submit this CR for Rel-4 even if Rel-4 is closed, because if not submitted the method getValue is useless, because its behavior is not clear.

OCS presents the document T3z020827 from ah#68 (Paderborn) and the CR.

As the 51.013 is scheduled for approval in the same meeting where the 43.019 CRs will be presented, the meeting decides to prepare 2 versions of OCS document, in order to present one or the other depending whether the CR is approved or not (for Rel-4). OCS writes a document with highlight markings, (yellow for the parts which shall be included if the CR is approved, green for those which shall be included if the CR is not approved).

Specific triggering is changed in some cases from EVENT_UNFORMATTED_SMS_PP_UPD to EVENT_STATUS_COMMAND.

TAR values and abbreviations are assigned and approved. They are included in OCS test spec document. 

There are errors in the parameter files for MEProfile.check (byte) because the AIDs in the original .ldr script are not correct. They will be corrected for Rel-4 (but not for R98).

29/4 afternoon

One test case is added in API_2_MEP_COPY_BSS, for the version in case the CR is approved. The test is written in a way that the Java file doesn’t change, only the SCR file (when checking the response from selecting the applet, a check for XX [CR not approved] or for CC [CR approved] is made for this test). The meeting agrees to this approach.

The Java applets are reviewed and some revisions are made to the indenting/coding style. The @version tag is removed, following the recommendation from Paderborn.

30/4 morning

Gemplus has some remarks on OCS delivery:

· MEProfile.getValue: Test Case 1, is using the method check instead of getValue. Must be changed.

· MEProfile.copy: Test Case 12, no check is made that the dstBuffer is empty after a failed copy.

· MEProfile.copy: some Test Cases are interrelated (f.e. 3 and 4) in such a way that if one fails, the other one also does (even if it would run correctly) because the pre-conditions for the test are not met. 

SLB remarks:

· INI statement in LDR and CLR scripts must be reduced to minimum (INI 03 01).

G&D remarks:

· There may be a problem because in order for the test to run the GSM framework must trigger an applet even when it has not yet received a TERMINAL PROFILE. G&D will look into it.

5.1.5 Incard

Incard did not attend the meeting nor deliver their work. They mention in a phone conversation that they are not able to deliver their tests before 7-10 days. The meeting discusses how to proceed.

The decision of the meeting is to wait for Incard’s delivery. It shall be discussed over e-mail. This is the only missing part in order to present the complete CR for Rel-4 in the T3 plenary.

5.2 E-mail discussions

5.2.1 method requestPollInterval
An e-mail from François Lebreton remarks that there are some tests with negative values (i.e. –2) for method requestPollInterval, while 43.019 (or 03.19) is not explicit on the behavior. Transcription of e-mail follows:

I'd like to focus your attention on a point in the Request Poll Interval test. In the new version presented by SLB, like in the previous one of this test, we expect a REGISTRY_ERROR exception to the calling of the method requestPollInterval() with negative values (except for -1), but  nothing is mentioned in 0319 about these negative values.

It's clear that, to be consistent with the values greater than 15300, we should send this exception for negative values too, but we should ask for a clarification to the API group and ask them to update the 0319 in that way.
A document is written with remarks for the API SWG (T3z021213).

6 Remarks on 11.13 version 7.4.1 (R98)

6.1 MEE remarks

Some LDR and CLR scripts (FWK_FSC_CURE and FWK_FSC_INIT) are saved in a non-MSDOS format for line breaks. This makes it problematic for some text editors (f.e. Notepad). 

6.2 G&D remarks

G&D has several small remarks about the test spec and some scripts. They are provided in separate documents: T3z021218 (list of remarks) and T3z021219 (annexes: corrected SCR file and corrected CURE and INIT loader and clear files, according to previous remark by MEE). The documents are reviewed and approved, must be included in a CR to TS 11.13 R98.

6.3 CR to TS 11.13 v7.4.1 (R98)

A CR is written by combining together the CR from SLB on RPOLS presented in Paderborn (ah#68) with the document T3z021218, in order to deliver one single CR.

There are also some pending editorial changes from document T3z020818. Some of these changes have been included in v.7.4.1 but not all of them (according to the rapporteur).

All of the changes are put together in (T3z021223). This includes the CR doc (with some notes for the rapporteur) plus the changes in the annexes (a new annex D plus the files to be modified in Annex E).
7 Future Work Item for API Testing

OCS inquires the participants about whether we want to define a work item for working on 51.013 Rel-5. Nothing is decided. Participants are encouraged to find out in their companies whether and when they want to take this work item.

8 Action points

10th May: deadline Incard: deliver test applets and scripts. Incard is strongly encouraged to deliver each of their test applets/scripts as soon as they are finished, instead of waiting and sending all of them at the end.

17th May: deadline for sending remarks to the mailing list. Companies are encouraged to respond quickly and precisely (before the deadline, if possible) about any problems they may find, or about no problems found at all.
