4.3 Mailing list 23.048 TestSuite

S.Vialet (Gemplus) suggested by mail to use the same mailing list as 51.013 API Test Suite, but specifying into the title of the mail the Test Group into brackets (by example: [23.048] blablabla).

The group approves this decision. Only one mailing list is used for the 2 Test Suites.

5 Definition of the 23.048 release to be tested

The group has to decide which release will be tested (Release 4 or Release 5). For this, the work item (T3z021601) from T3 meeting held in Marbella (Spain) is presented (title: Test Specification for the Security Management for the USIM application toolkit release 5).

The group also needs to know who is contributing to this group in order to split the work.

All the present companies are ready to contribute to this Test Suite. If another company is interested with it, it is welcome to join the group.

Question: Are we, with only 6 companies, able to provide a Test Suite in a satisfactory time?

A discussion document (T3z021602) dealing with a proposal for financial support for previous WI (T3z021601) is shown. It is the 2nd available input for this Test Suite. 

It could be interesting to differentiate specific tests to release 4 and to release 5. But it can take more time than having just release 5 directly.

The group decides to work on release 5 right now; even if it means doing a special part for release 4 if it becomes necessary at a later stage, or if there is a special request for this.

Question: Do we test SIM/USIM together or not? What are the difficulties raised?

It is proposed to test firstly SIM and then to have additional tests for USIM, but keeping in mind that it has to be always applied for a SIM/USIM card. This proposal is approved.

The group decides to test directly the release 5 and to ask for operators if there is a need about release 4, taking into account the time the group needs to provide it (document T3z021604). The aim is to work about a non-obsolete version of the tests. The document will be submitted on the mailing lists, API and Testing.
6 Definition and first split of the work

6.1 What do we want to test (23.048, 23.048 for 43.019, …)?

The problem is that having an Open Platform card is not mandatory. However, if a card is not Open Platform compliant, how is it interoperable? Shall the card support 43.019 specification or not?

Do we provide scripts or not?

We should draw our inspiration from release 6 of the ETSI TS 102 225 (see doc T3z021606).

As it will not be possible to test everything, we split the work into 2 parts: 

· Spec and tests for Open Platform cards.

· Only specifications for non Open Platform cards.

We have the same process for Remote Application Management with 43.019 compliant cards for OP cards.

The group tests in priority OP and 43.019 compliant cards because within 23.048 it is specified this type of cards. Once another card is specified, this testing group will study it.
