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1 Opening of the meeting

Jean-Francois Rubon welcomed the delegates to the Ad-Hoc meeting #80 of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 at 10:00 on 21st October 2002.

Christophe Dubois was appointed as the chairman of the session

Jean-Francois Rubon was appointed as the secretary.

It was decided unanimously to use the French language during the meeting, as it was felt to be more efficient for standardisation than English.

2 Roll call of delegates

The meeting was attended by 3 delegates.

Work program

5.1 Meeting objectives : 

Merger of SAT (TS 11.14) and USAT (TS 31.111) specifications, relying on the CAT (ETSI TS 102 223) as decided by 3GPP-T3.
5.2 Review of reports from previous TSG-T3 plenary

T3z021904 is the report of 3GPP-T3#21 (Kyoto). Section 12.3 of this report states the decision of 3GPP-T3. It was decided to delete most (95%) of the text of 31.111 in REL-4 and replace it with a reference to the ETSI Smart Card Platform specification, TS 102 223. For GSM, a TS 51.014 would be created and it would also refer to TS 102 223.

T3z021905 is the report of 3GPP-T3#23 (Espoo). Section 11.1 of this report states the decision of 3GPP-T3. In addition to the previous decision, it was decided to merge the stripped down versions of 31.111 and 51.014.
5.3 Discussion

All the features (A) that are common across technologies (including those not under the control of 3GPP) must be in a unique place, that is ETSI TS 102 223 (CAT).

There are features (B) that are common to GSM & 3G but do not fit with other technologies : example are SS, USSD, PLI items, SMS data download, etc…

There are procedures (C) that apply only on a SIM platform: for instance status codes of SMS data download event

There are procedures (D) that apply only on a UICC platform: for instance REFRESH with AID.

It must also be taken into account that it was decided by 3GPP that REL-5 GSM (GERAN) terminal shall support the USIM on the UICC platform (REL-4 will be the final release for TS 51.011).
The meeting agrees to remove all the text that exists in 102223 starting from REL-4, the question is what to do with the rest:

1)
either merge it into one specification :

-
advantages: features (B), (C), D) will be described in only one place

-
drawbacks: bad specs readability, because features (C) and (D) will need to be differentiated according to the technology (GERAN or 3G)

Also the merge could need to be removed from REL-5, because the SIM platform doesn’t exist from this release onwards.

2)
or separate into 2 documents, one for GSM (51.014), one for 3G (31.111), for REL4 only.

-
advantages: good spec readability; 31.111 kept identical for REL-4 and REL-5, it would contain (B) and (D) features.

-
drawbacks: double maintenance needed for features (B). But it needs to be noted that in would only occur for REL-4 (quite old), and that the spec will be very small. No evolution for SAT even for (B) features (example: a potential SEND-MMS command).

Another possibility for 2) is that 51.014 could refer to CAT for (A) features, to 31.111 for (B) features, and contain only (C) procedures. But then it becomes difficult to read.

Finally the meeting agrees on the following:

-
create a strip-down version of 31.111, which will exist from REL-4 onwards.

-
create a new 51.014 for REL-4, which will be a stripped-down version of 11.14. This specification will exist only for REL-4. It will then be decided by the plenary if this way must be chosen, taking into account the readability of this document.

Each of these documents will be proposed in 2 versions:

-
a CR showing the changes from the previous document

-
a stand-alone spec ready for approval (obtained by approving all the revisions of the CR)

6 Review of contributions

Elaboration of a CR on 31.111 REL4 to base the specification on CAT, taking into account the proposal in Tdoc T3z021909. The result can be found in Tdoc T3z021910 (with revision marks) and Tdoc T3z021911 (without revision marks).

7 Joint meeting with 3GPP-T3 AH#81 on toolkit testing

Two issues were raised:

· impact of the structure of the core specification to the test specification

· applicability of functions belonging to different releases
