4.3 Email list 23.048 TestSuite

S.Vialet (Gemplus) suggested by email to use the generic T3 tests reflector (same mailing list as 51.013 API Test Suite, but specifying into the title of the mail the Test Group into brackets (by example: [23.048] …)).

The group approves this decision. Only one mailing list is used for the all T3 Testing specification work.

5 Work Item Definition

- The work item (T3z021601) approved by T3 meeting held in Marbella (Spain) is titled Test Specification for the Security Management for the USIM application toolkit release 5. It mentions that the test specification shall cover the Rel-5 specification but should be structured in a way that the Rel-4 tests can be identified and run separately. It is mentioned that this structure might increase work load.

Taking into account the timeframe, the group suggests not to test Rel-4 of that specification.

 - All represented companies are willing to contribute to this Test Suite. There is a call for other contributors.  The group raised a serious concern about the possibility to stay in the timeframe with only few contributors.

- A discussion document (T3z021602) dealing with a proposal for financial support for previous WI (T3z021601) is shown. (note: this was rejected by T plenary meeting in March)

The group decides to test directly the release 5. This might mean having a special part for Rel-4 in case it becomes necessary at a later stage. The Operators shall be asked for advice regarding the need for release 4, keeping in mind the time impact and the workload for the group (see document T3z021604).

The aim is to test an appropriate version of the specification. The document will be submitted on the mailing lists, API and Testing.
6 Definition and first split of the work

6.1 Testing area

6.1.1 SIM/USIM 

Do we test SIM/USIM together or not? What are the difficulties raised?

It is proposed to test firstly SIM and then to have additional tests for USIM, but keeping in mind that it has to be always applied for a SIM/USIM card. This proposal is agreed.

Annex B (normative): Relation between security layer and Open Platform security architecture

It is mentioned that a 23.048 compliant card is not automatically Open Platform compliant. The following questions were raised:

- how  to ensure interoperability on non Open Platform card?

- shall 43.019 compliant or not compliant card have different tests suites?

Do we provide scripts or not?

The group agreed to draw the inspiration from release 6 of the ETSI TS 102 225 (see doc T3z021606).

Taking into account the timeframe and the resources, the group agreed to split the work into 2 parts: 

· Test specifications for regular cards.

· Test specification and scripts for Open Platform compliant cards

The same process is agreed for Remote Application Management with 43.019 compliant cards for OP cards.

The companies represented in the group are interested in tests for Open Platform and 43.019 compliant cards.  

Specific tests will therefore be provided  by all the present companies for Open Platform compliant cards and for 43.019 compliant cards in addition to the generic tests for all regular cards.
