4.2 Last Meeting Report

The report, doc T3z021521, of the last meeting (ad-hoc 76) is reviewed. The report is approved without changes, document T3z021702.

4.3 Report last T3 Plenary

The rapporteur presented the 3GPP TS 51.013 Rel 4 specification for approval in the T3 plenary. The specification was approved. It will be presented for approval in the next T plenary. The rapporteur provided the mentioned specification as an input document (T3z021706) of this meeting.

It was also presented the report of the last Testing API meeting in which it was decided that 23.048 testing meeting will be at the same time as 43.019 Testing API meeting, but it was a different meeting.

4.4 Input Documents

Contributions are collected from all attending companies. ORGA, OCS and G&D contributions are missing. These companies will not be able to provide their contribution before the end of the meeting. The chairman invites all the companies to respect the deadlines for deliveries in order to be able to respect the schedule for 51.013 Rel5.

5 51.013 Release 5 specification

5.1 Contributions

5.1.1 Gemplus

Document T3z021703  is presented by Gemplus. 

API_2_ENH_GCAP getCapacity : 

· to be consistent with findTLV() method, the note shall be removed and shall be written in test coverage table. 

· Result of getCapacity() is to compared with length of BER-TLV length.

API_2_ENH_GUDL getUserDataLength : 

· the method returns a short and not a byte as written. 

· testcase 30 added in order to be sure UNAVAILABLE_ELEMENT toolkit exception is thrown on envelope different from SMS_PP envelope. 

· Rapporteur suggests that in “conformance requirement” chapters, when a sub chapter (i.e. parameters error) is empty, it shall be removed. Only non-empty subchapter shall appear. 

· length of data are to be added in the “description” column. 

· corrections in “API expectation” column have to be done because result of the method is length of the User Data. 

· In case of concatenated SMS sending, SLB remarks that test will have to be written with only 2 SMS, because the maximum number of SMS accepted by Framework is not defined.

API_2_ERH_GCAP getCapacity

· CRRC1 is tested in FWK_MHA_ERHD. The rapporteur has to add the cross reference to this test for some other methods (ie getLength(), appendTLV(), …) as it is done in the test coverage of this test.

API_2_PAH_SEND send

· this work done by Gemplus was previously destinated to OCS. OCS will have to update this test in the future.

API_2_PAH_GCAP getCapacity

· see first note of API_2_ENH_GCAP

API_2_PRH_GCAP getCapacity

· see first note of API_2_ENH_GCAP

FWK_PCS_PCCO proactive command control

· Testcase 1 and testcase 4. The way to test that system proactive commands are not sent is here to check the toolkit exception thrown. The problem is that it requires a good behaviour for API part. As the only thing we want to test here is the Framework behaviour, it has been decided to check that the command is not sent to the ME. It means that COMMAND_NOT_ALLOWED exception shall be fully tested in API part (test API_2_PAH_SEND) with all cases by OCS.

API_2_PAH_SEND send

· COMMAND_NOT_ALLOWED toolkit exception shall be fully tested with all cases (OCS part)

5.1.2 MEE

Document T3z021705  is presented by MEE.

FWK_APT_EMSH 

· The second call to isEventSet() is redondant. It has to be suppressed.

· “unless all the menus entries that support help are disabled” sentence has been forgotten. It is added in CRRN3. Testcase 2 shall be added.

FWK_APT_EFSU
· CRRN5 needs to be tested but in an other place. MEE is in charge of testing this CR and to see the better place to do it (maybe Handler Envelope Integrity chapter or an other chapter).

· Only CRRN1 and CRRN4 are to be tested in this chapter. MEE may have a proposal to test the other parts in an other chapter.

FWK_APT_EUSU
· same remarks as for FWK_APT_EFSU.

· multitriggering will be tested in FWK_EXH_IMTG

FWK_FWS_INDA

· editorial changes.

· “CRRN4 : When the toolkit applet is triggered, data shall be provided deciphered” is added in the specification. It doesn’t modify the tests because this feature is already tested in Rel4.

FWK_MHA_XXX
· There is a sharing problem on these tests. They will be presented with all the other changes.

5.1.3 Schlumberger (SLB)

Document T3z021704  is presented by SLB.

API part

API_2_ENH_GSDO getSecuredDataOffset

· MEE remarks that tests with concatenated SMS shall be done for this method. Concatenation shall be treated for several methods. A special chapter for concatenation shall be initiated. The content of this chapter shall be treated after all review.
API_2_ENH_GCID getChannelIdentifier

· testcase 1 : the bit8 of byte 3 is set to verify that the method returns only the channel identifier (a mask is well-done on byte 3).

· editorial changes

API_2_PAH_ICCHB initCloseChannel

· Details have to be added for all testcases to explain how channel identifiers are retrieved.

· editorial changes

API_2_PRH_GCID getChannelIdentifier

· see remarks of API_2_ENH_GCID

· test relating to CRRN3 is missing, tescase 4 is added

API_2_PRH_CCHD_BSS copyChannelData

· For all testcases the value of input parameters (offset, length) shall be explicitly written in description column.

FRAMEWORK part

FWK_MHA_PAHD

· Column1 in table1 of 43.019–530 concerning availability of proactive and proactive response handlers is removed for Rel5. See CR 43019_015. The proactive handler is available even for EVENT_FIRST_COMMAND_AFTER_SELECT . CRRC1 must be removed and availability of proactive handler must be tested for EVENT_FIRST_COMMAND_AFTER_SELECT event.

FWK_MHA_PRHD

· same remark as above for FWK_MHA_PAHD

FWK_MHA_ENHD and FWK_MHA_ERHD

· table1 of 43.019–530 concerning availability of envelope and envelope response handlers : lines for the new events are missing. 43.019 CR 023, which corrects these mistakes, shall be taken into account.

FWK_HIN_XXX

· editorial remarks
FWK_APT_EFCA

· 43.019 CR 022 is taken into account in the CRRN1

· Note added to remark that it is not possible to test a part of CRRN1 because it is impossible to select GSM applet
5/09 afternoon

· SLB suggests that we shall take CR 003 into account (no handler available for EVENT_FIRST_COMMAND_AFTER_SELECT) . But as it is not approved, the chairman thinks we cannot do it because we don’t know if this CR will be accepted for Rel5 or later. SLB will ask a clarification to API group on this point.

FWK_APT_EDDA

· CRRN5 is not a conformance requirement and is suppressed

· Registration to EVENT_DOWNLOAD_DATA_AVAILABLE in case of unsuccessful Terminal Response shall also be tested 

· For CRRN2 the registration is effective till the first successful CLOSE CHANNEL or a channel link is released by the ME or the card session. Only the first condition is tested here. SLB has to investigate to see how the 2 other cases could be tested.
FWK_APT_EDCS

· same remarks as for FWK_APT_EDDA.

FWK_TIN_CHAL channel allocation

· testcase 1 : 23.048 CR20 precises the behaviour when installing (install for INSTALL) an applet with maximum of channels allocated greater than 7 or with maximum of timers allocated greater than 8. The status words shall be “6A80” and installation shall fail. Tests FWK_TIN_CHAL and FWK_TIN_TMAL shall be updated.
· The toolkit exception thrown when an applet tries to open more channels than allocated is COMMAND_NOT_ALLOWED
SLB has to provide a new delivery T3z021709
5.1.4 MEE

Document T3z021708 is presented by MEE.

FWK_APT_EMSH
· Testcase 2 has been added to test cases. To go further, the second menu shall be initiated with helpsupported feature. So we could test that all the menus must be disabled to have the deregistration of applet3. This test has to be finalized, a better way to test CRRN3 could be found.

FWK_FWS_INDA

FWK_HIN_ ENHD

· CRRN3 is added in this chapter because it seems to the meeting that this is the most suitable place to test it.
The review of MEE documents is quite rapid. So the chairman invites all the companies to check all the contribution of MEE and to send remarks on the e-mail list

5.1.5 Gemplus

Document T3z021707 is presented by Gemplus.

API_2_ENH_GCAP

· CRRC1 has been suppressed because approved 43.019 CR 021 precises that exception cannot be thrown for this handler.

API_2_ENH_GUDL

· Lots of testcases have been removed between previous delivery. SLB disagrees to suppress tests relating to RC/CC/DS and PCNTR not null. MEE also disagrees. Relating testcases (with new numbers from 3 to 7) shall be retrieved.

· Testcase 3 with UserDataLength equal to 0x33 is deleted. Same remark for testcase 21 and 30.

· Testcase 9 : Gemplus shall check if it is really possible to do this test. This test will have to be removed if not. Same remark for all testcases related to wrong length.

· Testcase 39 : testing without UserData instead of UserDataLength equal to 0x33. More relevant test because it corresponds to a limit test

· Test with UserDataLength greater than 0x00FF are missing. It would allow to test method can return these values

· Renumbering shall be performed for next delivery.

API_2_ERH_GCAP

· no remark

API_2_PAH_SEND
COMMAND_NOT_ALLOWED toolkit exception tests have been added (previously tested in FWK_PCS_PCCO).
· OCS remarks that in 43.019 API part (send() method), it is not precised for which proactive commands this exception must be thrown. OCS would prefer to precise in CRRC3 and CRRC4 all the cases which can throw this exception. As this test concerns API part, it seems not useful for the rest of the meeting to change the conformance requirement.
· Testcase 19 : sending the proactive command for one channel is sufficient to test exception is well thrown.
· Testcase 20 : 6 and 7 sub-tests shall be tested here : no relation with send() method
· Applets 4 and 5 are not used. To be removed.
API_2_PAH_GCAP and API_2_PRH_GCAP

· Same remarks as for API_2_ENH_GCAP

FWK_PCS_PCCO

· The same mechanism is tested twice : once in the Framework part (FWK_PCS_PCCO), and once in the API part (API_2_PAH_SEND). It is decided to do it only once to avoid redundancy. This mechanism will be tested in this test FWK_PCS_PCCO. It means testcases 17 to 19 of API_2_PAH_SEND shall be removed and a cross-reference shall be added.

API_2_PAH_SEND

· A cross-reference to be added. see above FWK_PCS_PCCO.

5.2 E-mail discussions

Document T3z021712 is presented  by Gemplus. Regarding the new tests to do in the Framework for concatenation, a new part is created in 51.013 : Concatenated SMS, subclause processing (CSM_PROC)

6 Remarks on 11.13 version 7.4.1 release 98

The chairman asks if somebody has remarks on 11.13 v 7.4.1. Some editorial changes shall be included in it.

7 Remarks on 51.013 version 1.1.0 release 4

· CR : 43.019 CR 024 shall be applied for release 4, … and it has already been included. But some other CR may have to be taken into account. The rapporteur has to check it.

· The rapporteur has to change the references to standard, some cross references, format in specification and scripts. Some editorial changes shall also be included.

· The rapporteur invites all companies to check and to inform on the mailing list, if some errors are found.

· Keys for ciphering and checksum shall not be defined only for applet installation (paragraphe 4.7) because they are also used in tests (FWK_FWS_OUDA for instance)

The chairman updates T3z021519 by taking remarks of this meeting into account.=> T3z021717
ORGA notes that only some part of the chapter “6.7 SIM Toolkit Framework Behaviour” of 43.019 is tested. MEE has to investigate why by checking in previous reports of meeting and ORGA has to see if it is possible to test some of these features.
