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Introduction :

Here are below the questions from testing group to API SWG. The testing group reminds the API SWG that it expects an answer to this document with an input document from the API SWG in order not to loose answer.

1. getUserDataLength()
In TS 43.019 Rel-5, getUserDataLength() method description, a ToolkitException with UNAVAILABLE_ELEMENT reason code shall be thrown in case of unavailable TPDU TLV element or wrong data format. The testing group requires the API group to clarify what it is meant by a “wrong data format” and to investigate if it’s really possible to encounter this case.
2. BIP events registration

2.1- Concerning the “effective registration” and the “valid registration” to events EVENT_EVENT_DOWNLOAD_CHANNEL_STATUS and EVENT_EVENT_DOWNLOAD_DATA_AVAILABLE, the testing group assumes that as soon as setEvent() method is called, isEventSet() method shall return TRUE (this also means that after closing a channel and before opening a new one, it is not necessary to call another time setEvent() method). The testing group asks to the API group if this interpretation is correct.

2.2 - About the sentence “The registration… is effective… and valid till the first successful CLOSE CHANNEL or a channel link is released by the ME or the card session.”; if the channel is released by the ME by sending an envelope Event Channel Status which indicates that the link is dropped, does the framework shall trigger the applet registered to this event?

3. Minimum size for envelope handler.
Regarding the concatenation mechanism, a card shall at least treat 2 concatenated messages. Then is seems logical to the testing group that the envelopeHandler buffer minimum length shall be 280 bytes.

Is this assessment correct?
