2.1 Notification of IPR responsibilities

The Chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organisational Partners to inform their respective Organisational Partners of essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group

· notify the Chairman or the Director General of their respective Organisational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration form.

2.2 Patent declared by Orga

Orga is declaring a patent related to the way used to do some remote command execution using SMS-PP.

The data download filter described in the patent is a comparison between the Originating Address of the message and some addresses personalised in the SIM card.

Date of publication: 5th june 1997.

Number: DE 196 18 218 C1

The Adhoc says that the TS 23.048 is not in the scope of the patent because the Originating Address is not used in its security mechanisms.

3.2 Approval of last report

Some editorial corrections are done. The Orga contribution is mentioned as “withdrawn”.

4 23.048 conformance requirements

It is decided to start with the contributions planned for the last meeting.

4.1 SMS-PP conformance requirement (Orga)

A clarification is required on 23.048 §6 about the type of messages used for the command packet and the response packet. The TS 23.048 mentions DELIVER, SUBMIT, DELIVER-REPORT and SUBMIT-REPORT. The Adhoc group agrees that command packets are contained in the SMS-DELIVER message type  and that response packets are contained in SMS-SUBMIT or SMS-DELIVER-REPORT. Moreover, the chapter §6.1 mentions a way to transmit concatenated response packets, sending the Response Status Code in a SMS-SUBMIT-REPORT message. This is not consistent because according to TS 23.040, SMS-SUBMIT-REPORT are never send by the card. A discussion document is written and should be discussed on the email list (T3z022308).

It is decided to homogenise the security conformance requirement of SMS-PP with the generalised command packet structure by copying the appropriate conformance requirement from contribution T3z022108 (contribution from Adhoc #82). Updated document is T3z022307.

We have to take care about keeping the contributions synchronised.

A request for clarification is written in T3z22308 regarding the behaviour of concatenated response packets and the data length returned when “P3=0” in output commands.

4.2 SMS-CB conformance requirement (MEE)

It is mentioned that the purpose of the tests is not to test the 23.041 fields but the use of this layer for 23.048 testing. For instance, the Page Parameter field range is not tested.

It is decided to homogenise the security conformance requirement of SMS-CB with the generalised command packet structure by copying the appropriate conformance requirement from contribution T3z022108 (contribution from Adhoc #82). Updated document is T3z022313.
4.3 Remote file management (OCS)

SIM and USIM parts have to be tested separately in order to distinguish Release 4 and Release 5 specifications.

A question is raised about to which extend the ME should be disturbed by a modification of its file context.
About the (U)SIM response message, a request for clarification is added to document T3z022308. There is a contradiction about the ability for the (U)SIM to send back response data when no Proof of Receipt is required.

No new delivery is planned for the next meeting. Once the remaining pending contributions will be delivered, all the test specification will be covered by the conformance requirements.
