The Chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organisational Partners to inform their respective Organisational Partners of essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group

· notify the Chairman or the Director General of their respective Organisational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration form.

3.2 Approval of last report

The AdHoc #84 meeting report is approved without modification as T3z030102.

3.3 Input documents

The pending contributions were planned to be reviewed this time

The following input documents has been delivered for the last meeting and not reviewed yet:

· Gemplus contribution on Install(INSTALL) command (T3z030103).
· Microelectronica Española on Install(LOAD) (T3z030104).

· SchlumbergerSema on Putkey and SetStatus (T3z030103).

The following contributions are still missing:

· OCS contribution (Delete/Load §9.2.1).

· G&D contribution for RAM Output commands (GetStatus, Get Data §9.2.2).

4 23.048 conformance requirements

4.1 Install(INSTALL) command (Gemplus)

The input document is T3z030103.
The CRRN numbering is corrected.

About CRRN4: In TS 23.048 §A.1.1.4.2, the Toolkit Specific Parameters (TAG 0xCA) are described as mandatory. It may lead to misinterpretation in the case of non toolkit application. It is said that Annex A of TS 23.048 deals with toolkit application installation format, and other format can be supported for other applications. Non toolkit applications should be loaded successfully without this TLV, and toolkit applications installation should not be loaded successfully without this TLV. The tests should only cover the loading (successful case and error case) of the toolkit applications. The clarification CR (scp2-020316) from SCP WG2 on TS102.226 rel6 is read to confirm this understanding.

About CRRN5: The volatile and non volatile memory information (TAGs 0xC7 and 0xC8) are difficult to test. It depends on the cards system resource management, since the memory used for an installation depends on the card, and the amount of memory available in the cards is also variable.

About CRRN6 in the Applet Specific Parameters description, the Minimum Security Level and the Maximum Number of Channels are marked as Optional but there is no information about the default value of the number of channels and about the Optional fields presence interdependence. A CR is pending (T3a020319) on this issues, and the conformance requirement follows the current CR. It is said that the conformance requirement remains dependant on the CR approval.

CRRP2: It is decided not to test that RFU values of the AccessDomain parameters are rejected, as specified in this stage of the TS 23.048. This will allow further card releases to support current test suite.

CRRC2: There is a discussion about the link between the toolkit registration and the SELECTABLE state. It is agreed that the toolkit registration will be visible once it is made SELECTABLE.

It is said that the current work, focused on the fields described in the TS 23.048, will be completed with some Open Platform specific tests.

The revised contribution (T3z030106) will be included in the Install conformance requirement (T3z030109).

4.2 Install(LOAD) command (MEE)

The input document is T3z030104.
Some conformance requirements related to Open Platform specification are added.

Memory resources are marked as not testable, as for the Install(INSTALL) part.

About CRRC1, the AdHoc group disagrees on the Status Code of the command when the AID is already present. It is said that 6A80, for example,  could be sent. The mention of the status word is suppressed in the CRR..

The revised contribution (T3z030110) will be included in the Install conformance requirement document (T3z030109).
4.3 PutKey and Set Status (SchlumbergerSema)

The input document is T3z030103.
It is agreed to add, as a general requirement for the Annex A, that “ The commands should only be tested with CLASS byte 0x80, since the 23.048 security is used in place of the Open Platform DAP verification”. This requirement will be added into the other contributions.

The TS 23.048 says that “A key set version number shall never be updated using the PUT KEY command”, although OP allows it. The AdHoc agrees that the command should be rejected in this case but will create a discussion document for the e-mail reflector (T3z030108).
For the key index range, only the transport security keys are mentioned in TS 23.048 (Kic=1, KID=2, KIK=3). As Open Platform specifies the range 01-7F, the other key index values are usable but have no influence on the TS 23.048 scope.

Memory problem (SW 6A84) is not testable as it depends on cards EEPROM management.

The algorithm IDs error tests (SW 9484) bring some problems as it depends on each cards cryptographic support, and some “enhanced” cards may not run into error while the test is supposing that the card should not support such algo ID value. Its feasibility will be agreed during the card initialisation specification.

The revised contribution is T3z030107.
4.4 Install conformance requirements

This document T3z030109 is created in order to gather the contributions T3z030106 & T3z030110 and appends some Open Platform generic parts.

The conformance requirements about INSTALL (make selectable) are created.

A clarification is requested about the menu entry position: TS 23.048 says that “The position of the new menu entries is an absolute position among the existing ones”. 

· Whether “Existing position” are the positions specified in the Data field of the Install commands previously sent to the card. In this case, the order of installation of the applets has no influence on the menu order.

· Or “Existing positions” are the positions of the currently available menu. In this case, the order of appearance in the menu depends on the applets installation order.

· If some menu entries are disabled while another applet is being installed, should those non-visible menus be taken into account during the ordering of currently installed menus?

The discussion document T3z030112 is written for the email reflector.
4.5 Delete and Load conformance requirements (OCS)

The revised contribution is T3z030118.
The Open Platform generic behaviour is filtered to keep the only relevant features applicable to TS 23.048. E.g the delegated management is not applicable. This allows to restrict the test area for the response data.

The case were the referenced AID is not found leads to two possible status codes: 0x6A82 (application not found) and 0x6A88 (referenced data not found). It is said that the tests will support both status codes for applets and packages deletion.

5 Deliveries Schedule

A pending contribution is still missing to complete the conformance requirements (Get Status and Get Data).

The following achieved conformance requirements are available for the test area specification split:

· PutKey and Set Status conformance requirements is T3z030107.
· Install conformance requirements is T3z030109.
· Delete and Load conformance requirements is T3z030118.
· Generalised secured packet structure conformance requirements (previously T3z022108) is T3z030113.

· Remote Applet Management conformance requirements (previously T3z022115) is T3z030114.

· Remote File Management conformance requirements (previously T3z022311) is T3z030115.

· Implementation for SMS-PP conformance requirements (previously T3z022312) is T3z030116.
· Implementation for SMS-CB conformance requirements (previously T3z022313) is T3z030117.

There are only 2 open weeks to prepare the next meeting. The next contributions will be related to the test area specification. This will require significant workload, knowing that conformance requirements were actually hardly achieved with 4 weeks. The decision is taken to not allocate the test area workload yet.

For the next meeting, we agree to work on the specification skeleton and to split the test area workload.
