4 Release 5 Testing specification.

4.1 Contributions

4.1.1 MEE specification on Annex A commands

The input document is T3z030806.

According to the new draft of the specification skeleton the differentiation between Parameters Error and Context Error is obsolete. Because of this all erroneous CRRs in this specification have been gathered under the new generic Error Cases section and have been relabelled as CRREx.
These modifications are approved.

A clarification is pending regarding the return codes of some OP commands (see section 4.1.3). Since these return codes are not the focus of these tests, some test cases have been changed to not be impacted by the clarification.

The new document is T3z030808.

4.1.2 Remote Applet Management Test specification by Gemplus

The input document is T3z030807.

According to the new draft of the specification skeleton the differentiation between Parameters Error and Context Error is obsolete. Because of this all erroneous CRRs in this specification have been gathered under the new generic Error Cases section in each chapter and have been relabelled as CRREx.

In the Remote Applet Management Application Behaviour section Test Case 3 has been changed so that a bad P1 is sent instead of an unknown AID to prevent an ambiguity in the resulting return code.

In chapter 1.1.1.3 Test Case 4 was deleted because it’s purpose is served by other test cases.

In chapter 1.2.1.3 Test Case 2 has been deleted because CRRN2 is not applicable for the Get Status command.

The review of the contribution is suspended by the discussion explained in the following chapter.

4.1.3 Main issues introduced by the previous contributions

G&D pointed out that the expected Status Word on certain OP commands depends on the interpretation of the 23.048 and may be either ‘61 01’ or ‘90 00’.
One interpretation is that the response data of ‘00’ mentioned in the OP specification is seen as a reference to the DAP which is not applicable for Over The Air Application Management (according to the TS 23.048). Furthermore the term ‘not applicable’ means that is not allowed to send references to the DAP at all. So ’90 00’ is the expected response for Load, Install and Delete commands.
The other interpretation is that the response byte of ‘00’ should be sent nevertheless because ‘not applicable’ means to ignore all references to the DAP.
An agreement about this point could not be reached within the AdHoc, so the group prepares a Clarification Request on the subject.

Moreover, according to table 14 of the 23.048, the available response data for output commands should immediately be available in the additional response data part of the PoR. This should also be the case for the Get Status and Get Data commands, because the description of the Response Packets for RAM commands refers explicitly to clause 8.3 and therefore to table 14. But for the Get Data command using the Menu Parameters Tag, the expected data is returned by the Get Response command, as is stated in section A.1.1.2.1. This leads to another conflict which is that in this case we need two output commands inside a command string. A second Clarification Request has been prepared on this issue.

The two Clarification Requests are presented in document T3z030811.

4.1.4 Remote Applet Management Test specification by Gemplus (continued)

The following test cases have been modified in such a way that they no longer rely upon the issues for which clarification requests are pending:

· In section 1.1.1.3: test case 1 

· In section 1.1.2.3: test case 11

· In section 1.2.2.3: test cases 1, 2, 4

· In section 1.2.3.3: test cases 1, 2

· In section 1.3.1.1: test cases 1, 4

4.1.5 Delete, Load, Put Key and Set Status specification by ORGA

The input document is T3z030803.

According to the new draft of the specification skeleton the differentiation between Parameters Error and Context Error is obsolete. Because of this all erroneous CRRs in this specification have been gathered under the new generic Error Cases section and have been relabelled as CRREx.

CRRN1 has been deleted because it is out of the scope of the interoperability tests.

CRRN2 has been modified to state explicitly that the keys that may be updated by the Put Key command are the transport security keys KIc and KID.

There is a disagreement about the validity of CRRE2. The problem is postponed until the next meeting.

In Test Case 1 the additional response data ’01 69 85’ has been added as a possible expected response and the Get Response command was deleted because it is unnecessary.

The remaining CRRs have been renumbered and the Test Coverage table has been adapted.

The new document number is T3z030812. 

4.1.6 Get Status and Get Data test specification by ORGA

The input document is T3z030804.

This document was presented for discussion only. It was decided to not provide tests for the values returned by the Get Data command with the Card Resources tag because these values are not testable in an interoperable way. A corresponding remark has been added to the affected CRR.

The new document number is T3z030814.

4.2 Draft skeleton

The input document is T3z030813.

In section 4.4.1 it was decided to add a comment to state that key set number 1 is reserved for applet installation and shall not be modified by test cases.

In section 4.5 it was decided to split the tests into two separated packages, one for security related tests under the package named sim.test.security and one for tests dealing with remote management under sim.test.remote. This is done because it will then be easier to adapt the test to the Release 6 of the specification where this distinction will be introduced anyway.

The Test area reference acronym table in Annex A was updated and may be modified again later if needed.

Some minor error corrections were also applied to the document.

The full example given in Annex G.3 was a copy/paste from the 11.13 and has now been adapted to the current document.

The description of the script language in Annex B was extended to allow the definition of up to 10 variables (V0,...,V9) inside of command and response data, each one representing a single byte value.

The new document number is T3z030815.
