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During the joint Ad-hoc for USAT/CAT Conformance Testing, a few serious issues were identified related to Frame support requiring modification and possible enhancements in the TS 102 223 Rel-6 specification.

When specifying the corresponding test scripts, the following questions were raised:

A) When the display is split into several frames, there is no mechanism to address with one proactive command different frames simultaneously. 

Example 1: it is not possible to display an icon and a text in two different frames.

Example 2: Impossible to display each menu item in SET UP MENU & SELECT ITEM in different frames.

B) Currently each frame has to be addressed with a given proactive command sequentially. It is unclear how the terminal behaves in the case of a Display Text with immediate response in a frame and a Get Input in another frame. To which frame is applied the key entry?

C) From the subclause 6.5.1 command number, it may be possible to have several proactive commands run in different frames.  But as the handling of multiple ongoing commands is not specified in the standard it is not clear how different active frames can request simultaneous input from the user, and in this case how can the user switch between different active frames?

D) It is not clear how to prevent user interaction from a specific frame, Eg, to prevent a user from clearing a displayed text, or a permanent operator logo or an icon until the proactive session ended.

The SCP REQ is kindly requested to consider the above raised issues and to take the corresponding actions.
